The letter is in good shape, slight discoloration along the edges. There is a large stain along the right edge of BC2010.022.596A
front that bleeds through the back and looks like it stained BC2010.022.596B along the left edge as you look at page 3. The
envelope is in poor condition, badly stained and discolored with signs of water damage and mold/mildew. The top left corner of the
envelope is missing.
