Newspaper clipping that uses photo BC2010.022.150A-G. The title of the article is "Old Indian of Gravesville, Calumet County, Who Served as a
Scout in the Civil War Under Gen. Harrison C. Hobert, Is Dead". It is part obituary and part personal history of Stephen Nickolas ("Steve Nick").

The clipping is glued to a cardboard backing. There is stuff written in pencil around the bottom and up the right side of the clipping but it is hard to
make out.
