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There are dark stains near the top half of the letter in the
middle that reach to the top right corner. The paper was
folded in fourths and while folded the right corner was
bent, creating a triangle crease along the right edge. The
stains can be seen on the back as well and the top half of
the back is the most discolored from being folded.
