The second page (BC2010.022.621B) talks about Babe and how she helped "Aunt Hattie" with cleaning and wants a dolly and buggy for Christmas. 

BC2010.022.621C is the envelope that is addressed to "Mrs. Agnes L. Fowler, Brothertown, Calumet Co., Wis" with a single 2 cent stamp. Written on the back of the envelope is "Clays wife and children Picture in Sept. 1898" "Lern's had small -- in 1901" and "Hattie picture 1900, Hattie 24 the 14 1900". 

The letter has a minor stain on both pages in the top margin near the center, it is more prominent on the first page. The envelope is the most discolored and stained.
