The letter was one sheet of paper but it has torn down the middle crease and is nearly entirely detached. There is a pink stain down the middle on the front unfolded side. There is a hole where each of the horizontal creases meet the middle vertical crease. There is also an oval stamp in the top left corner of the front page, but it is unreadable. Last page (opposite first) is the most discolored.
