The letter is good shape. It has been folded many times but there is no wear or tear. The paper is from a
notebook or was attached to another piece of paper, the left edge is rough while the right is smooth. There
looks to be one large black stain near the bottom right corner from the front. It could be an ink stain or it
might be a burn stain for there is a small hole in the middle of it as well, most likely an ink stain.
