The microfiche index to that
collection has been used here on a selective basis; the MESDA files are too
extensive to include here for the more common trades such as carpenters.

Richard Marks has compiled detailed biographical files for stucco workers active
in Charleston in the late eighteenth and early nineteenth centuries.

Jon Poston has compiled a guide to painters working in Charleston.

Jon has also prepared material on stonecutters for his study of gravestones in
Charleston.

3-6. 12. Marks has located approximately forty plasterers working in Charleston during the
period 1800-1815. Included here are fourteen individuals he has identified as ornamental
plasterers, as well as two individuals (Robert Wilson and the anonymous "J.W.") noted in the
text but not included in his overview chart. Date ranges for their work in Charleston are based
on a comprehensive search by Marks of census records, city directories, Charleston newspapers,
and primary documents such as land and probate records. Marks notes that John Dougherty,
Andrew Mitchell [Mitchel], William Purvis and Lochlin Wright seem to have been the most
influential artisans in the ornamental plaster profession in early nineteenth century Charleston.
