164 1920 thru 1999 Clunleston Library Society Af the beginning of the 209 century The Charleston
Library Society was 150 years old and had just appointed ¢ pew librurian, Miss Ellen ITitzsummons f
a salary of 3600 per vear. In 1999, the Svciety celebrated ity 2007 anniversary. It occupied a beautiful,
classic building that it constructed in 1914 especially for its use on King Street, in addition, it purchaved
and remadeled two adjacent buildings to the south for its ever expanding collecrions and membership.
Formerly located ut 50 Broad Street, the libravy, the thivd cldest in the counny, is maintamned privately
through mewmbership dues and endowments. 11 is known for its many nire books, meniuseniprs ity
rmaps, but also for the two beautiful gingko trees planted in the 19305 that shower this section of King
Street with golden fan shaped leaves each fall. The trees were the gift of Charles Robert Vaik. The
many steps leading up to the entrance form one of the most delightful and functional featnres found
anywhere tn Charlesion, The marble steps are a depth that will accommedate any foot and the risers
are a height that makes them easy t ascend or descend.  In addizion o Miss Firzsimmons, heod
librarians who served during the censiory were Miss Virginia Rugheimer (see 22 Lambell Street) and
Miss Catherine Sadler.
