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This image shows the section of spur line from Moncks Corner to Goose Creek. The three incident
 listed are the only railroad accidents that I could find anything on. My original one from 1926 looks
 like the one. It involved two passenger trains. The photos you sent me depict Pullman cars indicating
 passenger trains. There are no freight cars or anything resembling anything other than passenger
 cars.
