IDA BARRON, THOUGH once a pro=
fessional trumpet-player, is reluc-
tant to blow her own horn.

Into the World

IN 1932, NEAR the depths of the
Great Depression, it was a rough time
for a girl to start out fighting the
real world. Few employers were hiring
young people fresh out of school; they
were too busy firing their parents. ’

Ida was lucky to find a social
worker's job with the FERA (Federal
Emergency Relief Administration, the
agency chiefly responsible a couple of
years later for the survival of Key
West.)

FORTUNATELY SHE LOVED people,
particularly those with the rural
backgrounds of her early youth. She
was asgsigned 350 indigent families in
Atlanta's surrounding Fulton County.
Some were too proud to accept help.
Others used their handouts to trade
for or buy liquor. Some of these,
when a caseworker showed on the horizon,
would madly scurry around, hiding the
booze. You had to be a friendly but
hardboiled policewoman, ready to hold
hands with the innocent or nail a
fourflusher in the act.

IDA'S NATURAL DISPOSITION was far
from hardboiled. During the first few
months the main problem was getting
some sleep, instead of agonizing far
into the night about individual clients.
It was like counting sheep jumping over
a fence, except that members of the
flock would freeze in midair and in-
sist that their cases be individually
examined.

As time went on, Ida became a
professional able to cope with heart-
break without deep personal involve-
"Almost like a doctor," she
now says.

THREE YEARS OF social work were
followed by a year in an Atlanta mus%c
store. One day the leader of a l4-girl
band came in, desperately searching
for a trumpet player. The store's
owner, ignoring Ida's no-no signals,
revealed that this little lady right
here had been seen and heard playing a
pretty lowdown trumpet.

IDA ARGUED THAT she was just a rank

amateur.

~ The bandleader said, "I don't give
a damn if you can't toot a note.

That night, after a bit of modest
tooting, Ida Woodward realized, This is
what I want to do. This is what I've
always wanted to do.

It was the kind of mystic certain-
ty that is experienced rarely and al-
most never more than once.

Ida Barron has never allowed
anything to grow under her feet
except the considerable mileage
of her touring days. 1In 1971,
while serving as P.A.0., she
decided that Navy wives were
neglected in the scheme of Navy
life, so she started her still
very popular and valuable news-
paper column, Now Hear This, in
the Key West Citizen.

IN HIS BOOK, A Slumbering Giant
of the Past, Rodman Bethel relates
the strange history of Fort Jeffer-
son in the Dry Tortugas. In splen-
did isolation sixty-eight miles

the fort was abandoned and later used
as a coaling station for the steam
ships of the time. The USS Maine
coaled up at Fort Jefferson on the way
to being blown up in Havana harbor in
1898. 260 men who died there are
buried in a special plot in the Key
West Cemetery. '

One strange anecdote in Mr.
Bethel's book was that a decision was
made around the turn of the century
to move the giant water distilling

attempt of George Grenfell that sounds
like a Clint Bastwood movie. He and.

~'his companion priscners, with the help

of a guard, almost made it over the
reef in 1868 whén their small boat was
svamped and all were drowned.

But. all of that was already long
in the past when Fort Jefferson was .
made a part of the National Park system
by F.D.R. in 1935.

west of Key West, this "Gibraltar
of the Gulf" was never really
finished and no battle was ever
fought there. :

Construction began in 1846
under the direction of Horatio G.
Wright. The labor was done by
imported workers from the north
(mostly Irish) and by slaves until
they were freed in 1863. After
that, the work force consisted of
the eight hundred or so prisoners
held there during the Civil War.
Actually, the development of
superior cannons in the 1860s made
a masonry and brick fort such as
this obsolete at almost the same
time it was being built.

FINALLY, IN 1908, the coaling
operation was ended. 1In 1910, a
hurricane wrecked the great coal con-
veyors "and, in 1912, a fire destroyed
the lighthousekeeper's house and the
barracks. In 1927, the officers'
quarters burned and since then the can-
nons and the brick walls remain with
only the sea birds to break the silence.

. And yet, in the midst of all this
tragic past, some extremely courageous
figures emerge. Dr. Samuel Mudd (who
was finally and quite justly pardoned
by President Johnson in 1969) worked
unselfishly during the first yellow
fever epidemic when medical staff and
prisoners alike were dying all around
him. After the surgeon at Fort Jef-
ferson died of yellow fever, Dr. Daniel
Whitehurst left his comfortable home
at Duval and Eaton Streets in Key West
and worked with Dr. Mudd throughout the
epidemic. A young Dr. Joseph Yates
Porter, born in Key West, was sent to
Fort Jefferson as a First Lieutenant
and Assistant Surgeon just as the
second epidemic broke out in 1873.

He had earlier contracted the disease
himself and became an authority on
yellow fever and his preventive measures
were widely recognized and followed.

(He later was Health Officer of the
State of Florida from 1889 to 1917.)

WHEN I ASKED him if the bricks

at Fort Jefferson were the same as

azt Martello Tower here, he said, "no,
they're slightly larger® and was able
to-show me the type of bricks used.
The bricks - in his patio were actually
intended to be used at Fort Jefferson.
Several years ago, a diver up the Keys
actually found the old wreck site of

a barge loaded with bricks being
shipped to Fort Jefferson. . Learning
of Mr. Bethel's interest in the subject,
he gave him over three hundred of the
. extra large bricks.

AS A FEDERAL prison, Fort
Jefferson was totally escape proof
since it was surrounded by a
treacherous reef and many sharks.
The prisoners put on theatrical
shows to raise money to buy limes
to combat the widespread scurvy.
The most notable prisoner during
this period was Dr. Samuel Mudd,
whose only crime had been to un-
knowingly set the fractured leg
of Lincoln's assassin. On his cell
door casement was written, "All
who enter here lost all hope [sicl.”

constitutional grounds.

Following is a synoptic and, we
hope, a readable version of the
amendments. Keep in mind that this is
the version of a layman - not a ruling
by the Supreme Court.

AMENDMENT 1, TO amend Article 10,
Section 4, as follows:

Presently reads Section 4(a),
"There shall be exempt from forced sale
under process of any court, and no
judgment, decree or execution shall be
a lien thereon, except for the payment
of taxes and assessments thereon, obli-
gations contracted for the purchase,
improvement or repair thereof, or
obligations contracted for house, field

.or other labor performed on the realty,
the following property owned by the head
of a family."

expected, that the majority of the
voters have taken the time to read
and try to understand the meaning of
the amendments before they vote.

THE WRITERS OF constitutions
and amendments thereto do not make
the words and phrases sing to capture
the imagination and involve the
emotions of the readers, but those
words and phrases are, theoretically
at least, engraved in granite.

Those words and phrases, whether we
read and understand them or not, are
the basic rules controlling our
behavior and guaranteeing our rights
under a great variety of circum-
stances.

THE MEANING OF the articles of
and amendments to the constitution
are subject to different interpreta-
tions as, for example, removal of
Amendment 9 from the ballot on

THE AMENDMENT DELETES the words,
“the head of a family" and substitutes
the words, "any natural person." We can
interpret that to mean that the exemptions
listed in Section 4 would not apply in
the case of a corporation or business
enterprise or, possibly, even a church
owning homestead property.

Amendment 1 appears to be reasonable
and acceptable. Too bad it doesn't go
fur?her, giving protection for the naive
or ignorant homeowners who fall prey
to unscrupulous salespersons and wind
up losing their homes.

AMENDMENT 2, TQ amend Section 4
of‘Article 4, specifically Paragraph E,
which presently reads as follows: "The
Treasurer shall keep all state funds
and securities. He shall disburse state
funds only upon the order of the comp~-
troller countersigned by the governor.
The_governor shall countersign as a -

"countevrsigned by the governor. The
governor shall countersign as a minister-
ial duty subject to orignal mandamus,"”

. It would seem, on the surface at
least, that this change would simply
modernize and speed up the system of

AMENDMENT 5 RELATES to Section_l
of Article 8, paragraph (E).copcernlng
the election of County Commlssioners.
As it stands now, the paragraph reads:
" (§) COMMISSIONERS. Except when other-
wise provided by county charter, the
governing body of each‘cognty shall be
a board of county commissioners
composed of five members serving
staggered terms of four years. After
each decennial census the bga;d of
county commissiones shall d1v+de the
county into districts of cgntlguous
territory as nearly egqual in pgpu}a—
tion as practicable. One commissioner
in each district shall be elected by
the electors of the county."

AMENDMENT 5 makes two changes:
1. Instead of five members of

commissioners. Whether Monroe County
would so benefit is dubious. The

Whether this amendment is ap-
proved or rejected will have little
effect on Monroe County other than the
possibility of having seven commis-
sioners instead of five.

AMENDMENT 6 CONCERNS the eli-
gibility to be a county court judge.
Article 5, Section 8 only requires that
a county court judge must be a member
of the bar of Florida.

Amendment 6 would require that a
county court judge be a member of the

bar of Florida for five years.

Amendment 6 also adds, "Unless otherwise
provided by general law, a person shall
be eligible for election or appointment
to the office of county court judge

in a county having a population of
40,000 or less if he is a member in good
standing of the bar of Florida."

NOTE THAT IN the quoted addition
"5 years" is not specified and that it
refers to the candidate as "he," not
he or she. We might wonder if that

~means- only male candidates are required

to be a member of the bar of Florida.
Also, what on earth is meant by
"population of 40,000 or less"? Does
that imply that a county of over 40,000
is not entitled to have a county judge?
Certainly our county judges, who

will be making decisions based on Florida

law, should have at least 5 years of
active experience with Florida law.

AMENDMENT 7 CONCERNS Article 7,
Section 2 - State bonds: Revenue bonds.
This one's a beaut!

Paragraph {(a) has four additions.

Paragraph (b) remains as is.

Paragraph (c) becomes paragraph .
(d) and has four additions and one
deletion. A new paragraph (c) has
been inserted (added) and an additional
paragraph (3) appears.

THERE ARE A total of nine addi-
tions and one deletion involved. Lack

of space precludes detailed discussion.
The simplest explanation, in this case,
is in the amendment as it appears on ‘
the ballot: "Constitutional Amendment,
Article VII, Section II, Bonds for
state capital projects. Proposing
an amendment to the State Constitution
to specify the projects for which state
general obligation bonds may be issued,
to provide an exception to the limit im-
posed on the total outstanding prin-~
cipal of such bonds, to allow such
bonds to be combined for purposes of
sale, to allow state revenue bonds
to be payable from rents or fees paid
from state tax revenues."

0ddly enough, the only deletion
in the full text is "or from rents
or fees paid from state tax revenues"
and, lo and behold, here it is back
again in the version appearing on the
ballot. No comment - toss a coin.

AMENDMENT 8 RELATES to gross
receipts taxes, Brticle 12, Section 9.
The full text of Section 9 of Article

17
12 occupies five and a half full pages.
The amendment appears to involve one
paragraph, deleting one phrase and
adding two new phrases. It would seem
reasonable to believe that the amend-
ment is intended largely for purposes
of clarification.

Amendment 8 will appear on the
ballot as: "Constitutional Amendment
Article XII,Section IX, Publiec Capital
Outlay Bonds. Proposing an amendment
to the State Constitution to provide
for the levy on gross receipts pur-
suant to Chapter 203, Florida
Statutes, as provided by law to author-
ize the continuation of the funding.
of public educaticonal capital outlay
bonds for the construction of public
school, vocational education, com-
munity college, School for the Deaf
and Blind, and university buildings."

NO QUESTION ABOUT it - the rapid.
increase in population requires an

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VISITORS TO THE LIGHTHOUSE were
rare in those days. Still, there was
the occasional curious visitor who
wanted to see the island from the light-
house tower. "In those days we had few
visitors, but when we did, I was usually
the official guide," Whalton said.

The grounds around the lighthouse
were substantially different than at
present, Whalton said. A slight rise in
the ground about 45 degrees from the
lighthouse as you face it betrays a
cement base. That, Whalton said, is
where the "oil room" stood. "The cases
would be stashed right up to the roof,"
he said. Just in front of the "oil
room" was a well. "It was a dug well,
about six to eight feet in diameter and
15 to 20 feet deep. The water was
crystal clear.”

MANY OF THE CHANGES took place when
the Bethel family relinguished duties

-over the Key West lighthouse to W. W.

Demeritt, a lighthouse supervisor,
Whalton said. "I blame Demeritt for
knocking down the oil room. I blame
him for filling in the well." Whalton
also said that a barn stood on the
property, a barn he helped build. That
structure has been moved, and is now
located across the street from the
lighthouse, Whalton said. The barn
was used by the Bethel family.

Whalton said he remembers having a

horse which could wiggle an outside

force pump enough to get a drink. "We
had an old horse who could pump it and
make a puddle to drink from." The

family also had a mule which Whalton
drove on a small buggy.

The lighthouse, built in 1825 and
rebuilt after a hurricane in 1846, was
kept by three members of the Bethel

family. Sometime before 1900, although

Whalton does not know the date, William
Bethel became the keeper. He had served
as lightkeeper in Pensacola before being
transferred to Key West by the Commerce
Department, which ran lighthouses in
those days. "It seems to me he also
mentioned Loggerhead. I think he was
responsible for that for a time, but
I'm not sure."

IN 1911, WHEN WILLIAM BETHEL died,
Mary Elizabeth was made lightkeeper and
Whalton's uncle--Merrill Bethel--was
made assistant. Together, they kept
the Key West light until 1915 when

‘Demeritt took over.

The duties of the lightkeeper,
Whalton explained, were to keep the
light burning nightly and to keep the
lighthouse in working order. The keeper
was also responsible for two range
beacons, one in Fort Taylor and one at
the wharf warehouse on what is now Navy
property in the Greene Street area.

wrhe lighthouse burned kerosene 1n
t;gse dgys. About 1911 or 1912 they
installed a gas burning light. Et was
much brighter than the kerosene.’

There were two tanks, Whalton said, one
with kerosene and one with compressed
air which were mixed in the line. "Be-
fore it could be lit, we had to Eeat a
vaporizer with an alcohol torch.

"When this new gas light was put
in we had a lot of problems with it,
getting it to burn properly," WhalFon
said, explaining that it was the first
of its kind and was tested at the head-
qguarters for less than 10 hours. "I'm
not sure, but we may have gone a few
nights without the light." Apparently
there were several leaks in the gas
line which were difficult to locate.

. ANOTHER TASK of the lightkeeper
was to hang curtains around the prisms
in the lighthouse. "The prisms, they
made the light really bright." But
they were very costly and easily damaged
by exposure to sunlight. "We had to
hang curtains around the prisms to kegp
the sun from ruining them. The curtains
were hung by hand onto rings "all around
the outside glass around the lantern."

Lighthouses were subject to spot
inspection in those days, and, as a
result, the Bethels kept the place
spotless. "You could eat off the floor

a kid, I had the run of the place, but
I knew better than to make a mess.,"
Whalton and wife Emily have a few
artifacts from the lighthouse, like a
wicker parlor chair owned by Whalton's
grandparents. The chair was recently
restored. They also have the old cookie
jar, as well as a brass spyglass used by
Merrill Bethel. "We loved to watch the
ships as they passed."

THE HISTORY OF THE LIGHTHOUSE will
be celebrated at a Veteran's Day Picnic
and Open House at the Lighthouse Mili-
tary Museum, 938 Whitehead Street,
Sunday, November 11, from noon to 4 p.m.
Highlighting the day will be the opening
of a new exhibit in a small building
behind the lighthouse. On display will
be a Fresnel Lens, a large magnifying
glass used to intensify the light from
the lighthouse. The lens is much like
that which Whalton and the Bethel family
worked diligently to protect from the
sun. .

"These lenses were pretty much
identical up the coast," said Captain
Alan Dempsey of the U.S. Coast Guard.
The Coast Guard operates the system of
lighthouses. Dempsey explained that the
lens, made in France, is ground and

polished glass in a brass frame about

13 feet high and between six and one-
half to seven feet in diameter. "The

lens is from the Sombrero Key Light,"
he said, adding that the lens became
obsolete with the advent of new, more
sophisticated equipment. "We took it -
out by heliocopter in pieces--dis-
mantled." The lens has been in storage
for more than a year.

Dempsey said the lens will remain
the property of the Coast Guard. By
being on display, the lens will be pre-~
served in a safe place, he said. Also,
history can be presented to the public.
He said the Coast Guard is working to
locate additional lenses for the
exhibit. Funds to renovate the building
housing the lens, about $1,600, were
donated by Jim and Garnet Picking of
the Key West Optician Shop.

LOUIE CARBONELL & CLAN: POLITICS IS THEIR THING

AT 81 YEARS OLD, Louie Carbonell
has been in, out and around Key West and
Monroe County politics for over 40 years
and what he doesn't remember about it,

He
worked the Keys like a beaver, making
speeches, rounding up support, organ-
izing rallies and, not being shy about
it, Louie was on the phone most the
time keeping the fires 1lit.

"because he was a fast moving business-
man and he -knew how many beans make
five."- He branched out and opened a
cafe and coffee shop at Simonton and
Front, in the middle of the auction
houses where there was a lot of trading
and buggy traffic. It was Josh's Cafe,
named "after one of his pals in the
backroom. " .

He kept spreading out and sometime
after the Cafe, Felipe and Tootsie ran
the Blind Pig saloon, "which is where
Tony's is now on Greene Street. Then,
he got into real estate downtown and
owned part of the block between Fitz-
patrick and Whitehead where two more
popular barrooms operated, cone ¢f them
the famous Club 116, an after~hours
joint in the 1950's.

"THERE WAS SOME GAMBLING going on
in those days in most of the places.
Prices were 10¢ and 20¢ for a beer and
mixed drinks were a little more and on
the weekends, a lot of the places had
a band and dancing. I was in a band,
you know. - Some of the players are
still hanging around and working, like
Hector and some others. Crip Lastres
was working, too; he was a top drummer

"LILY HAD TWO BROTHERS, you know--
Mayton, Or Mike, as € was called, and
Murray Singer. Mike was in business
with Cecil as the Monroe Mortgage Co.,
there on the corner of Angela and Duval.
When I came back, Murray and I went into
business as Lou's Luncheonette on Duval.

"Murray, though, after a while,
took off for Hollywood and the bright
lights where he had a bunch of friends
and he cpened his own club there in
Beverly Hills where a lot of the stars
hung out."”

Murray, Louie said, came back to
Key West—-"we used to call it when the
swallows come back to Cayo Hueso“--ana
opened The Gallery Lounge at Caroline
and Duval, where the Bull and Whistle
is now. He made it a club-lounge with
gocd music and a guilet atmospheare where
Warren Lowe and Ray 3o0sa were part of
the entertainment for vears.

BY THEN, LOUIE SAID, the clan had
a number of the best bars going on
Duval Street-~Riley had the Bahama Bar,
Murray with the Gallery, Cecil's Bar
was operating and Tootsie had the 116.

SUNSET THREATENED

by ALDEN SO0LOVY

IT HAPPENED. THE worst fears of
those opposing a cruiseport at Mallory
Square came true. It happened just as
they said it would, and the best laid
plan of local bureaucrats may have
come to naught. U.S. Customs has asked
the city's Port and Transit Authority
to erect a fence around the dock at
Mallory Square. When a cruise ship is
in, Customs says, city residents should
stay out.

SOME HISTORY:

The city administration began
developing plans for a cruiseport at
Mallory Dock about the first of the
Year and subsequently sought state
grant funds for construction. Only a
handful of people opposed the project -
citing the future of the sunset cere-
mony at Mallory Square and access to
the public land as major concerns -
and the project was approved with
little fuss. The opposition, although
small, became vocal, sending letters
to the state Department of Community
Affairs. The grant became mired in
the state bureaucracy. Residents were
promised access to the dock and that
cruise ships would be gone 45 minutes
before sunset. i

MEANWHILE, THE CITY had made a
commitment to the Bahama Cruise lines
to have the port construction far
enough along to tether a ship on
October 2%th. S8ince the money was-
hung up, the City Commission voted to
issue tax anticipation notes. 1In
other words,, the commissioners bor-
rowed the $750,000 for cruiseport
construction assuming that the grant
would. come through. Under the expert
work of the city engineer, the first
phase of the project was completed on
time, even though the money problems

to open the cruiseport.

THE PORT WILL not be completely
finished until February 28th, said
Leighton Westlake, city engineer.
Currently, two dolphins ~ concrete blocks
on which ships tether - are completed,
he said. A 50-foot dock which will jut
perpendicularly off the current pier,
in the shape of the letter "T," must
still be built. To protect the con-

set ceremony would play second fiddle

to the ships themselves. These op-
ponents, like Karen and Richard Bertocci
of the Key West Cultural Preservation

' Society, pointed to the grant applica-

tion, laced with inaccuracies and mis-

representations, as proof that the cruise-

port was more important than even truth-
ful dealings with the public in the eyes
of some city officials. As such, they
said it was obvious that the port and

the ships would always take top priority.

(Examples of inaccuracies in the
grant application include: stating
that the arrival of large cruise
ships would not "change scenic views
or vistas from existing...public
lands." The application also touts

struction site, a fence was erected

around the dock and the city's sunset
ceremony temporarily moved to the dock
on Truman Annex. However, that fence
was scheduled to be removed after con-

‘struction, allowing public access to

Mallory Dock. Only the new "T" dock
and the dolphins were slated to be
fenced.

MAYOR RICHARD HEYMAN explained that
in preparing the grant application the
city had every intention of protecting
the sunset festivities while also main-
taining a cruiseport. He said the city
contacted U.S. Customs to make sure the
entire dock would not have to be fenced.
The motivation, he said, was the same
that moved the city to bar cruise ships
from port within 45 minutes of sunset. .
Simply, he said, the sunset celebration
at Mallory Dock is too important a tourist
draw and local event to allow it to be
ruined.

YET, OPPONENTS OF the cruiseport
predicted that in spite of the best
intentions of Heyman and others, the sun-

the city's Resource Recovery
Facility when in reality that
facility doesn't work and never did.)

NOW, THE WORST fears of the
opponents of the cruiseport seem to
have come true. The U.S. Customs
Office has asked the Port and
Transit Authority to erect a fence
around Mallory Dock. The. idea is to
limit contact between locals and ship
passengers. You see, those tourists
will also be cruising to other
countries, and without the fence
around Mallory Dock ship passengers
would have easy access to passing
contraband to contacts on land.

That, anyway, is the rationale of

the desk jockey who ordered the fence.
While the ship is in port in Key West,
he said, the dock must be fenced from:
public use. Yet that, in fact, places
two fences between passengers and the
pier since they will be separated

from the dock by a planned fence at
the "T" dock.

Commissioner George Halloran. "To
me, it's a double~cross to say that
we have to put up a gate there."
Mayor Heyman said that he agrees .
the request for a second fence is un-
justified. He said he plans to write
the Customs office, U.S. Rep. Dante
Fascell ,and anyone else he can think
of who can help convince the. federal
bureaucrats to change their minds
about the fence. In effect, Heyman
concedes, the request for- the fence

~negates all the promises that sunset

would not be harmed by the cruiseport.
As the plans had been conceived, i
people could gather on Mallory Dock on
sunset before the ship left port. Then,
the ship would be gone 45 minutes be-~

‘fore sunset at the latest. With the

proposed fence, however, people would be
kept herded off the dock until the Shlp
had gone

"IT'S TOTALLY UNACCEPTABLE," Heyman
said. "In the grant there are stlpula—
tions. that the boat has to leave 45
minutes before sunset and that sunset
be maintained." The mayor said he
believes Customs will reverse its de-
cision. ™I anticipate it will be "
resolved,"” he said.

Both Heyman and Halloran pointed
out that the new cruise ship and others
using the city port in the future rep-
resent easy money in the bank for the
local government. With a $4 per head
disembarkation tax, as well as sales
taxes for purchases mdde by the addi-
tional tourists, the cruisé ships will.
boost city coffers.. The city does not
get the disembarkation tax on ships
which use the dock at Truman Annex since
that is not city property. The cruise-

“port, built mostly with 'state funds, Lo
‘ekxcept for the cost overruns, represents

a completely new source of city revenue.

BUSINESSES WILL ALSO reap the re-
wards of the additional tourism.

Although the track record of the new

ships which use Key West as a port of
call bring an estimated $5.4 million in
additional tourist trade annually. Add
to that money spent by crew members who
see Key West as their only American
port, and you can easily see why
cruise ships are big business.
Meanwhile, the city is courting

.ship has yet to be seen, the other three

to Key West. Heyman is sending letters
to try to get the Customs Office to
1ift its fence order.

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DRUG TRIAL JURY PICKING IS EXHAUSTIVE

by JOE CRUMPET

PATIENCE, BOREDOM, GOOD humor and
occasional flashes of anger were the
highlights recently in the lengthy and
intensive jury selection process in
the U.S. District Court, on the second
floor of the Post Office, where eight
men faced trial as part of the sensa-
tional series of indictments from a
federal grand jury in Miami.

There were supposed to be nine
defendants but one of them, identified
as Carlos Zapata, from Miami, flew the
coop and had a bench warrant chasing
him.

IN THE COURTROOM, U.S. Magistrate
Patricia Kyle was in charge of the
sometimes tedious selection process
which ran through two full days be-
fore the defense and the government
prosecutors could settle on 12 men
and women, with four alternates.

The idea of the apparently mu-
tual selection process, according to a
couple of lawyers involved in the case,
was twofold - to have an official
jury already sworn and impaneled when
the trial began on Monday, October 22,
before presiding U.S. Judge Clyde C.
Atkins, so there would be no delay,
at that point; and also to get a
jury that had been fully screened by
both sides, thus reducing the chances
for an appeal on the grounds of some
flaw in the jury selection.

THE JURY VENIRE included citizens
from as far as North Key Largo to
Conchtown in Key West and what they
had to say, in some cases, was start-
ling even to the well-seasoned lawyers.

Magistrate Xyle, toward the end,
was calling in prospective jurors one
by one for some polite but penetrating
grilling in the jury box in open court.
The other possible jurors were kept
outside the courtroom and all newspapers
were confiscated by a team of four U.S.
Marshals. '

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AS MONROE COUNTY GOES, SO GOES THE NATION . ..

by GARRY BOULARD

IF YOU WANT to figure out early
who's going to win the 1984 presi-
dential election, watch the returns
from Key West and Monroe County =
if Walter Mondale doesn't come out of
the Keys with a commanding lead of
55 percent of the vote or better, then
the odds are he's going to be in big
trouble.

Few localities or congressional
districts have been as historically
Democratic as the Keys. It is in
such places as Monroe County and the
inner city confines of New York,
Philadelphia, and Chicago, coupled
with the lower middle-class regions
of southern Arkansas and the mountains
of West Virginia where Democratic
presidential candidacies are made or
broken. For a John F. Kennedy or
Hubert Humphrey or Walter Mondale
to win a presidential election, they
must first score heavily in their
base support regions.

LOOKING AT PRESIDENTIAL elec~
tions going back more than fifty years,
Monroe County has almost always been
a loyal supporter of the donkey candi-
date. But even more interesting,
Monroe County has also been an un-~
canny barometer of national tastes -
supporting the winning candidate in
ten out of the last thirteen pres-
idential contests since 1932.

While the voters of Monroe
gave overwhelming majorities to such
Democratic contenders as Harry Truman,
Adelai Stevenson and Lyndon Johnson,
they were not at all reluctant to hand

Richard Nixon a walloping 72 percent
of the vote against George McGovern
in 1972, or Ronald Reagan 53 percent
of the vote against then-President
Jimmy Carter in 1980.

But when the Democrats have gotten
their vote out, they have usually done
it with & crushing finality. In every
case where a Democratic nominee went on
to win the White House in the last half-
century, Monroe County has given him
five percent or more above the national
average garnered.

TO PUT IT another way, JFK won the
presidency in the closest national vote

in over a century - he beat Richard Nixon

by less than 1 percent, to get a com-
plete total of 49.7 percent. But in
Monroe County in 1960, the Democrats
virtually swept the Keys, giving Kennedy
one of his biggest margins anywhere -
67 percent. (Although that wasn't
enough to put Kennedy over in beating
Nixon statewide, it was a much higher
figure than Kennedy got in his own
native Massachusetts, where he scored
with 60 percent.)

IN THE'NEXT presidential contest,
Lyndon Johnson won a historic land-
slide nationwide, carrying all but six

-states and getting 60 percent of the

popular vote. Monroe County gave the
Texan almost 65 percent.

Twelve years later, when Jimmy
Carter bested Gerald Ford in a close
national race -~ Carter got about 51
percent of the vote that year - Monroe

THE BRIEFING BY Professor
McCauly was more interesting than I
thought it would be. His use of holo-
grams and a group thought projector
added a lot to the story of the great
disaster. It is really haxd to
believe an explosion big enough to
tilt the whole world off its axis and
make it wobble. Those Soviet nu~-
clear people must have been crazy to
store 250 maximum sized hydrogen
weapons in one little area in the Urals.
What a terrible price they paid for that
mistake. 200 million deaths in- Europe,
150 million more in Asia, and half the
land mass of the world contaminated for
thousands of years to come. Thank God
that most of the radiation cloud was
attracted towards the North magnetic

pole before it could reach North America.

Of course, most of Canada is still un-
inhabitable but that may clear in the
next century.

IT WAS THE shifting of the earth's

. crust that really did it. The great

blast actually stopped the rotation of
the earth for a few seconds and the con-

tinents began to shift on the fluid magma

deep in the earth. So many earthquakes
occurred that no record is available;
only Australia survived without severe
damage. As a matter of fact the

" Pacific and the Indian Ocean areas did

very well compared to what happened in
the Atlantic basin including the Carib-
bean and the Gulf of Mexico. The wave
started along the west coast of Africa,
as that whole continent was shifted
several miles to the West breaking away
from the Middle East at Suez which is
now a small sea in itself. A great
rolling motion was started in the
Atlantic, creating a tidal wave 300
feet high that' 'moved towards North
America and South America at 600 miles
an hour. You can see the results
today; the average loss of coastline
was 125 miles. All-our great coast-
line starts near Syracuse, New York

and ends at Panama City, Florida.

There are no island groups left in the
Atlantic: Bermuda, the Bahamas, the
Azores all gone. North and South
America are separated by an ocean where
Central America once was. For' some
reason, about 50 square miles of Cuba
still remain where the Sierra Maestra
mountains once stood. There are a
hundred thousand people living there

in a town called Ciudad Fidel.

OUR NEAREST QUTPOST to them is
on the ruins of -0ld Key West where we
maintain a large communication and
research facility operated by a
government contractor, Coastal
Industries.

impressive, 27 stories of gleaming
white ceramic stone with hundreds of
round windows.

WE ARE LANDING on the roof port
now, great banks of solar cells all
around the perimeter of the building
to supply power. Radio and radar anten-

.nas in profusion, mostly pointed at

satellites in the southern sky. If
electronics were not completely mina-

turized, they would need another build-
ing just for them. The view is fan-
tastic: that is, you can see the
horizon all around you since there is
nothing else to see. The nearest point
on the mainland is 350 kilometers be-
hind us and Ciudad Fidel is about the
same distance ahead. Total isolation.

THE LIFT CAR takes us down the
central core of the building which is
the hinge pin around which the outer
building can be turned by large elec-
tron motors. All utility connections
to the floors are made on rotary pick
ups; when you are in the tower you do
not realize that it shifts to meet the
wind like a giant weathervane. The
reason for all the round window open-
ings became clear when we entered the
auditorium for our welcome and brief-
ing ceremony.

80 TO COURT went the TDA, their
goal to put-an end to the distribution

~and sale of these renegade shirts. The

problem, as far as the TDA is concerned,
is that unofficial shirts do not pro-
vide an income for the Tba. Instead,
the association insists, the unocfficial
shirts cut into sales of the official
shirts and deprives the TDA of funds
needed tc put on Fantasy Fest. The full
argument sounds much like the White
Queens' double-talk, 'and goes something
like this: :

Tourism is great for Key West be-
cause of the income and jobs it provides
everyone- Since Fantasy Fest boosts
tourism, it is responsible for providing
_income and jobs for the entire community
Therefore, the fest has to be protected
at all costs. So, local small-time
tee-shirt manufacturers and their out-
lets must give up their share of the
income and profit from Fantasy Fest.
That way the big-time major sponfors
have tc put out less money and make more
for their investment in Fantasy Fest.
For the good of everyone.

Certainly, that is not how TDA
member businesses would characterize
their argument. But that is exactly.
how it sounds. The promoters of
Fantasy Fest want, and need, the public
to see the weekend festival as profit-
ing the entire community. When all
arguments are examined, however, the
fest is strictly business for many, and
business is to make the most with the
smallest investment. That apparently
includes trying to force out tee-shirt
competition. ’

THE MAJOR ARGUMENT for eliminating
unofficial shirts is that they have
drastically cut into the market for the
official shirts,. I suggest, instead,
that it is more the marketing style used
oy the TDA for its shirts. The official
“Shirt is sold.strictly at selected out-
lets, while the unofficial shirts are
sold practically everywhere. First, it
is easier to get an unofficial shirt.
Second, there are only two official de-
signs, but people have a wider variety
of tastes. Third, due to the copyright
on the words "Fantasy Fest," the renegade
tee-shirt designers have had to be much
more creative in designs and wording.

It makes sense, from the TDR point-
of-view, to sell its shirts at official

. locations. But that, in turn, sets up a

marketing situation unfavorable to TDA

shirts. Does the tourist really know the

difference between. "official" and
"unofficial" shirts? I say. not. Does
the local resident really care about the
difference? By and large, no. As a
tourist, would you seek out one of the.
few locations for an official shirt if
yvou found an unofficial shirt which you
liked? 'No. i '

Simply put, the marketing strategy
for the official shirts is faulty, and:
instead of changing -that strategy the
TDA is trying to eliminate the
competition. ’

MY DISSATISFACTION WITH the TDA in

‘this case is not meant to take away from
. the good done by the association.

Fantasy Fest is a marvelous party,
bringing together people from all seg-
ments of the community. The weekend
brings the hard period of cff-seasocn to
an_abrupt and welcome end for many
businesses. And the promotion of

Fantasy Fest helps spread the word about

Key West as a wvacation spot, surely
helping to boost tourism throughout the
vear. The fest also brings big bucks to
Key West's economy, and helps boost city
coffers with tax revenues from a variety
of sources, like sales taxes and hotel/
motel taxes.

Noxr is the argument against re-
stricting tee-shirt sales meant to take
away from the good dene by the indivi-~
dual members of the TDA. Many of the
association's members businesses donate
heavily to all sorts of community
causes and are model members of the
civic community. Also, some of the

larger TDA members advertise heavily

outside of Key West, providing free
promotion for the entire tourist
economy . '

YET, IN THE CASE of the tee-shirts,
the TDA has lost sight of one purported
goal--to bring the benefits of Fantasy
Fest to all of Key West. Reading the
list of Fantasy Fest sponsors, it is
obvious that there are still some high-

[ dollar businesses which do not support
the event, instead gaining benefit on

the backs of the hard work of the TDA
and member businesses. Instead of
attacking the small-time entrepreneurs
like the "uncfficial" tee-~shirt manu-
facturers, the TDC should go after those
big-time businesses who really should be
sponsoring this worthwhile event.

. To try to cut Tantasy Fest profits
from a few one-person businesses while
touting the event as provided for the
good of the entire community sounds much
like the nonsense of Carroll's Red and
Whits Queens., ) )

Just like Alice struggling
for a straight answér from the Red
Queen, it is hard to get definitive
help from the state, and more and more
the Critical Concern designation comes
off like grandstanding on the part of
Gov. Bob Graham and his cabinet.

The most blatant example of the
"all talk, no action"” history of
Graham's cabinet repeats itself like
Humpty Dumpty saying again and again
that the king promised help from all
his horses and all his men if Humpty
needed to be put together again.
Legislation like Aquatic Preserve,
Outstanding Florida Waters, Endangered
Species Habitat,: marine moratorium,
and marine sanctuaries have proved
empty of effect. The words are heard
again and again from Tallahassee:
We've taken a major step toward saving
the environment!  This is definitive
legislation! ' We've found the perfect
compromise between developers and
environmentalists! But, as we all
know, once Humpty Dumpty fell, there
was no restoring him.’

In fact, only recently, state
legal beagles endorsed a "stipulated
agreement” which let the Reflections
development off the hook even though
they used state-owned bay-bottom in
calculating construction specifications,
like ‘density and lot coverage.
