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FROM THE EDITOR

to our readers about the rotten situation
over on Fleming St. where sewer line is
being laid. There is something about Key
West and pipe laying that invariably leads
to "trench" warfare. In this case I think
that the City Manager's office should have
offerred progress (or lack of progress)
bulletins so that that miserably impacted
neighborhood on Fleming St. could have
known what was going on. As usual
these were complaints about telephone
messages to City Hall going unanswered.
Getting back to V.K. Gibson-
congratulations again.

The mail this week brought an
announcement headlined FESTIVAL OF
THE CONTINENTS UNPRECEDENT-
ED SUCCESS. The news release
continued "Richard Heyman, president of
the Board of Trustees of the Festival of
the Continents, is pleased to announce
that the 5 Salute to the Festival
productions held thus far, have been great
artistic and financial successes." Writing

. in the Florida Keys Observer, July 30,
Parvan Bakardjiev, General Director of
the Monroe County Fine Arts Council,
Director of the Tennessee Wilhams Fine
Arts Center and creative force behind The
Festival of the Continents, noted "The
programs and events of the Arts Council
during the past year have proven to be
artistic and financial successes and the
general public has demonstrated that they
want this kind of entertainment and
enrichment in addition to the other
existing events in the Keys."

Parvan in his dual role as Monroe
County Fine Arts Council General
Director and director of TWFAC has
indeed some stunning successes. I loved
the opera recital at St. Paul's church,
thrilled to the presentation of the
legendary Jacques Brel Revue in a perfect
setting on the pier at the Reach and
applauded the decision to tour this revue
throughout the Keys, clapped with
grateful abandon at the delicious
production of "Die Fledermaus," and was
joined by everyone in a standing ovation
for the world premier of "Jerry Herman's
Broadway." True, there have been some
clunky productions but I personally have
been very well served by Parvan
Bakardjiev.

Not so for everyone, however, In fact
there is a dangerous rift between Parvan
& far too many members of our
outstanding local arts community.
Recently I spoke to a number of
prominent local people very involved in
the arts. The people included Florence
Recher and George Gugleotti of the
Waterfront Playhouse; Susan Hawkens of
the. Red Barn Theatre; Michael Whalton,
Festival Director of Hemingway Days and
Fantasy Fest; Will Soto, Director of
Buskerfest; Penny Mollot of the Coffee
Mill Cultural Center; Susan Olesen,
Executive Director of East Martello Art
Gallery and Historical Museum; Matthew
Jampol, classical guitarist; and Vickie
Roush, actress and singer. I put the
question to them "Do you think that there
is a gulf between Parvan and the local arts
community?" All—without exception—said
yes. And almost all of them took issue
with the mildness of the word "gulf" and
stated the distance between them & him
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Wendy Tucker by Carol Shaughnessy

"In those days the Pier House wasn't
there. Mr. Williams — Tennessee — had his
small house at Duncan and Leon, and I
remember being enchanted by the fact that
he had a very low white picket fence, and
on the front gate was a double sign. In big
bold letters was_ 'Beware of Dog.' That
took somebody with a sense of humor -- it
implies they've got a mastiff behind a
two-foot picket fence. Underneath that,

encased in proper parentheses, were the
words, 'Enter by Appointment Only.' I
said, 'Aw, this is wonderful. This is a
touch of taste.'"

The year was 1965, and Wendy Rogers
Tucker had just begun her love affair with
Key West — an affair that has lasted over
two decades and shows no signs of abating.

Her first visit to the island came at the
end of a summer spent working as an intern
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for the Miami Herald, eagerly reporting and
photographing any story she was assigned
to cover. Coincidentally, that summer also
marked Wendy's first meeting with treasure
hunter Mel Fisher, who was later to have a
significant impact on her life. Wendy was
temporarily assigned to cover the news in
Vero Beach, where the young Mel had
brought his dreams of gold east from
California.

"I ended up selecting a motel called the
La Posada," Wendy recalls, "which is
where some people had set up a little gold
and treasure exhibit. Names were Mel and
Deo Fisher. There was a giant brass cannon
that Mel and crew had put in the motel
swimming pool, and his kids were learning
to swim around the cannon. I was
fascinated then and I'm still fascinated; I
liked those people then and I still do."

When the interns' work was over for the
summer Don Ediger, who was then the
Herald's Key West Bureau Chief, invited a
group down to the island for a little R&R.
Wendy, who had recently graduated from
the University of Nebraska and was bound
for the Columbia University Graduate
School of Journalism, had been interested in
South Florida for a good while. She decided
to take this chance to see what the Keys
were all about.

Arriving in Key West, the group checked
in to the Blue Marlin and proceeded to Don
Ediger's Caroline Street dwelling — which
Wendy remembers chiefly for its velour
drapes and the live monkey Ediger kept on
the veranda.

The sights she was shown that day have
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remained vivid in Wendy's mind for over
twenty years. For example, at the end of
Duval, "... there were some little coastal
freighters that tied up where the Pier House
beach is right now. We swam in the water
between the pier and the nearest freighter.
The angelfish would come up and nibble on
us — it was great fun."

Always, whatever she saw, Wendy's
reporter's mind was storing information,
amassing memories of the unhurried,
easygoing island she had just discovered.
"I really saw a lot of Key West in a very
short time," she admits, grinning warmly.
"We packed a lot in. That's the wonderful
part of being a journalist — you get around
fast."

When she finally stopped her tour long
enough to draw a breath, Wendy realized
somewhat to her surprise that she had
already made up her mind about Key West.
"As I stood observing all this," she recalls,
"I said, 'So this is where I'm going to
live.'"

Wendy's love for South Florida
remained strong throughout her year at
Columbia. After graduating with high
honors, she was offered a job at the Herald
and eagerly accepted it. She was with the
paper for several years, starting in the
women's section and winding up as the
Boca Raton Bureau Chief.

During this time Wendy paid a number
of visits to Key West. On one trip in
particular, she and a girlfriend spent an
evening at Capt. Tony's listening to the
Junkanoos perform, and were lazing on
Smathers Beach the next morning when

they heard familiar music. "We looked
around and saw all the Junkanoos and their
families right across from the beach. There
were picnic tables out there then ... and the
guys were playing just for the sheer joy of
it." Wendy smiles. "For me, that sound
became associated with Key West just as
much as the sign on Tennessee Williams'
little picket fence.

In 1969 Wendy married Navy man
John Tucker, whom she had met in
Pompano Beach., and in 1971 they got
lucky: John was assigned to Key West.

One of her Charleston colleagues
brought Wendy to the attention of Margaret
Foresman, who was Managing Editor of the
Key West Citizen. Jim McLendon of the
Citizen staff, who had just finished his book
on Hemingway, was taking his family West
to live, and Wendy was accepted as his
replacement. So began an association that
was to last over fifteen years.

The Citizen at that time was enjoying
what some would call its creative heyday.
Wendy remembers it well. "I have been
privileged to witness one of the greatest
news team operations ever," she comments,
"in the newsroom of the Key West Citizen.
You had Dorothy Raymer, who was one of
the town's most beloved colorful characters;
you had Margaret Foresman, who had won
awards for that newspaper in her layouts;
you had Bud Jacobson; Don Pinder taking
pictures; Willie Ward; Rayford Roberts,
who went on over to Southeast Bank.

In such company Wendy began reporting
and photographing Key West's dramas,
triumphs, scandals, and all the other things

that make up a small town's daily news -
including Sonny McCoy's famed
waterskiing trips to Cuba. One of the most
fascinating stories she was to cover, almost
from its beginning, was Mel Fisher's
search for the sunken treasure galleons
Nuestra Senora de Atocha and Santa
Margarita.

She developed a deep admiration for
Margaret Foresman. Margaret, in her turn,
soon realised Wendy's strong dedication to
the field of communications, to investigating
and telling a story truthfully and completely.
Early on she offered Wendy the job of
Assistant Managing Editor, but Wendy
turned it down — and kept turning it down
each time Margaret repeated the offer. "I
always preferred the action of being out
doing it myself," she states. "Taking the
pictures, gathering the information, doing
the stories. My profession of journalism
and writing and photography is my
longsuit. This is what I wanted to do."

Her reporter's curiosity led Wendy into
some pretty unusual situations — and gained
her a pet who was witness to one of Key
West's most talked-about murders.

It was the Frank Fontis case. The
evening Frank was shot Wendy was
covering a drug bust on Stock Island. She
had seen Frank that day as she did most
days, since he owned the Old Coffee Mill
and Railroad Museum at the corner of Ann
and Greene streets, diagonally across from
the Citizen building. "He'd be outside on
the grounds or nearby, wanting to know
what the latest news was," Wendy
remembers. The day of his death, however,

she had seen "The Pope," as Fontis was
called, at the Casa Marina showing off a
lavish ring he'd just added to his already
large collection of jewelry.

While at the scene of the drug bust
Wendy heard law enforcement radio traffic
announcing a shooting on Ann Street. She
continued to cover the bust, but as the night
wore on she couldn't get the downtown
disturbance out of her mind.

Coming back into town in the wee hours
of the morning, Wendy called the police
station for information about the shooting —
and was told that officers were still at the
scene. She went on down to Ann Street. "I
came round the bend and saw a paddy
wagon in front of the Coffee Mill and
Railroad Museum. It turned out Frank had
been shot, assassinated with some
big-caliber gun, just inside the front door of
his house." The police photographer
needed a strobe to complete his work;
Wendy borrowed the Citizen's strobe for
him. From her earlier sight of Frank that
day, she was able to suggest some items of
jewelry that might be missing. At last most
of the police work was done, and only
Wendy and a detective were left on the
scene — or so it seemed until Wendy noticed
what she calls a mountain of Key West
Handprint fabric.

"I picked it up and there was this parrot
in a cage, sitting there absolutely shaking.
He must have been about fifteen feet away
when the gun went off." Knowing murder
scenes were generally sealed off and the
police had no bird-sitting facilities, Wendy
offered to take the parrot home with her.
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"The cage wouldn't fit in a car. By then it
must have been about quarter of five in the
morning and things were very slow for the
police, so the parrot cage went into the
paddy wagon," Wendy chuckles. "They
dropped it off on Varela Street and the
parrot came to live in my household."

Not only did she wind up with a parrot
on Varela Street, but she had an informal
school as well. Many of the neighborhood
children came from predominantly
Spanish-speaking families, which made it
hard for them to keep up in Key West's
English schools. Wendy helped where she
could, giving lessons in spelling, English,
and arithmetic, "it was something that I was
able to do in that time of my life," she
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explains matter-of-factly. "It's funny,
because I was also starting to drink heavily
then. It was after a divorce, and I was
blaming myself. It was very painful."

Although she had done her graduate
thesis on Narcotics Anonymous and been
exposed then to one of the twelve-step
programs so helpful in overcoming
addictions, Wendy did not realize that she
had an alcohol problem. "I didn't see it
coming. This is a disease that tells you you
don't have a disease." Quietly but
emphatically, she states, "The sicker you
get, the more you don't think you have a
disease. I see that pattern repeated over and
over and over."

One of the places she now recognizes

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that pattern is in her own extended family.
"There are others in my family who have
had problems with alcohol. I believe that
there's something systemic or genetic or
whatever — but I also think that, whatever
the reasons are, there comes a point at
which you have to take action."

For Wendy, that point came almost six
years ago, after a long period of denying her
problem and making excuses not to do
anything about it. When caring friends
finally brought home to her the fact that she
had to have help, Wendy found one of the
twelve-step programs and began the long
road back. She purposely does not name
the program, but credits it with giving her "a
lot of tools to make my life better -- in fact,
to make life worth living.

"I speak of my experiences with alcohol
in the hope they'll give other people hope to
deal with whatever their particular problem
might be.I could be angry at why I had to
deal with this problem, but that is all really
irrelevant because it's the past. What I do
today is important. What each of us does
with our little red wagon is important."
Wendy is especially grateful that she was
able to sober up in Key West — the town
where she originally got in trouble with
alcohol, but also the town that she has
regarded as home for a decade and a half.
She calls Key West a place where people
can bottom out ... and where they can find

the help to come back.
Today, Wendy Tucker looks much the

same as she always has -' flyaway
chin-length hair, irreverent gleam in her
brown eyes -- but her attitude is one of
acceptance. Her energy seems more
centered, and the eyes hold a certain
measure of peace. Not only has she come
to terms with her alcohol problem, but she
has recently chosen to leave the Key West
Citizen (where she had finally accepted the
post of Assistant Managing Editor) in order
to do various free-lance writing, editing,
and photographic projects. She explains the
move with characteristic forthrightness.

"There's a growing time, and there are
times for change. I feel like I have given
my best t o my newspaper, to my
profession, and to my community for a lot
of years. But it was time for a change, and
fortunately right then it developed that Mel
Fisher said, 'Well, I guess it's time to write
the diary.'

"Of course, that didn't just happen,"
says Wendy, taking a deep breath. (This is
clearly going to be an involved story. Often
it seems that the more involved Wendy's
stories are, the more memorable they are.)
"Two years ago, Mr. Jimmy Breslin, who
subsequently won a Pulitzer Prize for
commentary, was down here. This was a
voice from my past at Columbia. I
remember being in total awe of that man,

is a great writer, an
incisive reporter, a brilliant man. I used to
read his stuff every day in the New York
papers."

While at Columbia, Wendy had a
one-week internship at Newsweek's
Washington bureau, where Breslin also had
an office. She recalls careening^ around a
corner one day smack into the man, and
taking the opportunity to tell him how much
she admired him.

"Years later, I picked up the phone one
day in the Citizen's, newsroom and this
unmistakable voice said that his name was
Jimmy Breslin and he was a New York
newspaper reporter and wanted some
information. And I heard my voice just like
a little kid saying, 'Is it REALLY?'"
Wendy laughs comfortably at her own awe
of Breslin. One of her most attractive
features is her sense of humor, her ability to
laugh even at herself. "I was thrilled. I
invited him to drop by the newspaper and he
and his wife, Ronnie, did. I got to know
them and really like them.

"Min and his wife, Ronnie, did some
really neat things for me. They both got on
my case," Wendy says approvingly. "All
my life people have been getting on my case
who thought I should do more than
whatever I was doing. That's usually how
I've grown. I can remember Mr. Breslin
saying, 'Well, you've been covering this

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story for fifteen years for the wire services,
for the Citizen — why don't you write Mel
Fisher's autobiography?" At first, sure she
couldn't do any such thing, Wendy
nevertheless continued thinking about
Breslin's suggestion.

Another time Breslin and Ronnie took
her to task for having covered the story of
the sunken Atocha for so long and yet still
being a non-diver. Wendy replied that she
had neither the money nor the time to get her
scuba certification. Later, Ronnie Breslin
very quietly took her aside and presented
her with the necessary dollars to get herself
certified as a diver. "That money went into
a savings account, and as soon as I can do
it, I'm getting certified and I'm reporting
back to Ronnie and Jimmy. Those two are
idols for me. I'm still young enough to be
impressed." As she talks of the Breslin
pair, Wendy's voice softens. Their care has
obviously touched her deeply. "I think if I
get to have some models, those two are as
greast as anybody."

She mentioned Breslin's suggestion of
an autobiography to Mel and Deo Fisher,
and slowly the project took shape. When
Wendy left the Citizen, it was largely to
write the Fisher book. She also began
doing consulting work for the Mel Fisher
Maritime Heritage Society.

"This is not just Mel's story," Wendy
says of the autobiography, "although I'll be
helping him tell his story. That's • my
obligation, to do my best to help him
communicate it in the spirit that he wants to.
But there are a million stories here. Deo has
stories, the kids have stories." Actually the
stories of the Atocha and Margarita, their

discovery and the knowledge obtained from
the study of their artifacts, make up a
considerable part of the maritime history of
the new world.

Wendy is involved in another aspect of
maritime history as Managing Editor of
Seafarers: The Journal of Maritime
Heritage, which is Atocha archaeologist
Duncan Mathewson's current project.
"Most of the contents," she emphasizes,
speaking of the journal's first issue, "were
contributed by people who believe that a
quality publication of this sort can come out
of Key West and beat the socks off anything
anywhere."

Concerning her decisions to do the
Fisher book and Seafarers, Wendy refers to
the words of famous aviator/author Antoine
de Saint Exupery. "In his The Little Prince,
he said, 'For it is with the heart that one
truly sees.1 That is the essence of
everything. There's a way of knowing that
you're doing the right thing — and then you
just keep on trucking. In my heart, I think
what I'm doing is right."

Wendy believes that not only is Key
West a cradle of maritime heritage, but also
of aviation history. The first international
air-mail flight took off from the island:
Pan Am was born here and before that
Aeromarine Airways. She recalls stories of
early aviation told her by Steve Whalton,
who worked for Aeromarine and later for
the fledgling Pan Am. She speaks with
great affection and respect of Key Wester
George Faraldo, who ably managed the
airport here for thirty-one years.

Another who earned her respect and
admiration is former Key West artist Marie

de Marsan. In fact, Wendy calls the artist
her "adopted mother: and recently paid a
visit to the Maryland nursing home where
Marie now resides. "She is a brilliant,
tough, shrewd lady of classic style and wit.
She helped many people on this island for
many years — and although she no longer
paints, she's a fine artist," Wendy says.
"Some of her works have been at East
Martello, in Key West City Hall, in the
hands of collectors."

Wendy Tucker too is a fine and dedicated
artist, though she paints with words instead
of oils, and her works sit in newspaper
morgues rather than museums.

An artist can look over a wall of past
canvasses, technically assess them, and
choose the favorite. What would Wendy
choose from the pages of print as the
greatest story she's ever covered? At the
question she sits, head down, thinking over
her long and varied career in journalism.
Then, slowly, she raises her head; the
words come slowly too. "It's the process,
not the single story. It's a case of learning
to see — with the camera, with the pen, with
the tape recorder. Learning to see, to
perceive, to understand, to distill — and to
communicate it to others so they can share
the experience. That's really what it's all
about." Wendy pauses, then smiles.
"There isn't a greatest story," she says with
complete conviction. "It's the next story."

This is August, a month in which to plan
and prepare for fall planting. Remember,
though, the old adage about "mad dogs and
Englishmen," and be cautious about
expending energy in the heat and humidity
of summertime in Key West. If the spirit
moves you, prune the allamandas and the
exoras. Divide your amaryllis, hemerocallis
and criniums. You may plant gladioli now
and expect flowers within three months.
Cut back your poinsettias before August 2G.
Schedule plantings of Easter lily, gloriosa
and watsonia bulbs.

Perhaps you read the rapid exchange of
letters in the Readers Column of the Key
West Citizen, concerning the trees in the
Indigenous Park on White Street in Key
West. Trees and plants that were present
when the Europeans arrived are officially
considered indigenous. Local residents of
Latin heritage were offended that many of
the tropical fruit trees which they consider
"native" are presently excluded from the
park. Plans for the future include a special
area which will feature many of the
memory-invoking fruit trees. Perhaps the
Latin Chamber of Commerce will
concentrate their gifts in this specific area.

Are you aware that the United States
Fish and Wildlife Service recendy removed
the American alligator from its list of
endangered species? It's true. Today, after

twenty years of protection under the
Endangered Species Act, the American
alligator is biologically secure throughout its
range. This fact demonstrates success for
carefully practised conservation measures.
As of this writing, there is a total of 449
plant and animal species in the United States
that receive protection by our Federal
Government.

My local fount of bird information
assures me that as recently as eight years
ago, Roseate Spoonbills could be seen in
August in the marshy area between the
Atlantic Ocean and Bertha and White Strets.
The Key West Beach Club is located there
now and as the adjacent acreage is gradually
developed by builders, the birds depart.
How sad! An echo of that scenario may be
found in the formerly prime bird-watcher's
haunt, at mile marker 9 1/2, alongside
US-1. Man marches on.

This is post-breeding migration time for
the birds. Look for the Bahama
Mockingbird and the Bahama Swallow,
both natives of the Bahamas. Purple
Martins and other swallows may be spotted,
too. Patient watching might even reveal an
occasional Cuban Emerald Hummingbird.
A steady progression of birds is heading
south now, to Central and South America.

Many of our feathered residents who
may be considered more or less permanent

are the Common Moorhen, the Belted
Kingfisher (handsomely blue and grey, with
a band across its chest,) and the Common
Ibis. Surely you have all seen the Ibis. It is
usually seen "hanging out" with a flock of
its friends. It will be either brown, if it is
immature, or white with black wing-tips,
quite fashionable, if it is an adult. Loud;
persistent pecking sounds might inform you
that the Red-billed Woodpecker is your
neighbor. You will see these birds sitting
on wires that are strung on high near the
water.

In my monthly quest for material for this
column, I continue to reach out to those in
our community who have specific expertise
regarding various aspects of the
environment. Some are experts in
ornithology. Others specialize in shells,
turtles, or, perhaps, native plants. All
continue to be generous in sharing
information, observations, and ideas.

What is becoming increasingly clear to
me is the apparent lack of a center for
information, in both written and visual
forms. There is no one place for the study
of nature in its myriad forms. As a parent,
trained teacher, and concerned citizen, I
deplore the lack of available exhibits,
demonstrations and other visual aids. The
wonderful storehouse of public information
in the form of photographs, recordings, and
movies does not seem readily accessible
here. Where can residents and tourists learn
about our unique environment? There
seems to be a real need and interest in
appreciating as well as protecting our natural

resources ... those on land and in the air as
well as those under and in the water. A
nature museum/center would serve all of the
community.

The chief questions that come to mind
when thinking about such a proposed center
are "where," and "how." I have pointed out
some of the answers to "why?" and the
answer to "when?" should be "as soon as
possible." An exploratory meeting of
interested persons could initiate the process.
There are government and private .dollars
available for a nature center/museum. The
interest is there. Right now there needs to
be a beginning. All of us, young and old,
should be able to recognize by sight and
sound our birds and wild life. We should
all be able to identify our trees and plant life.
I welcome your input. Please let me hear
from you, readers.

time I was stuck for a few years in the West I
Texas Dust Bowl. Once, a dust devil came
in, still in its shape, through the window,
burst into all the room corners, banged out
through the screen door, charged down the
white alkali path wiggling through the
barbed wire gate.

Come Mays of the years and this is when
I, as it were, toss my bonnet over the
windmill in Key West and set out for the
mountains. There is an omen that day I left.
A large grandaddy spider who is taking a
walk across the ceiling loses his grip and
falls on me. Has a leg or so missing and
understandably is very angry. I also spy
other omens sprouting from every palm
tree. When I go to this Key West gathering
the last morning, a woman holding a glass
of kiwi punch is bragging about how she
lives eating only carrots and soda water.
Sainthood by skinnyness. Yet, I can see
bits of breakfast Danish on her front teeth.
"O, ask your grandmother!" I rudely snap.
Walk around the table where a gracious host
is serving the salad luncheon on small plates
shaped like hibiscus blossoms. Person to
my right does not want to talk about anyone
who is not herself. Lady, you have found
your audience. If there is one talent I have it
is to listen. And listen and listen. Glance
around the rooms whererrevolving fans beat
the hot, tropical air thick as jello. Three are
standing close together like birds and it is
certain that no one ever taught them that
really all this sad old world requires is a
little kindness. I can smell put-on like a cat
can sniff out mice in the closet. The one
standing by the Van Gogh painting of that
famous, boring chair is wearing nine
baguette diamond rings and one white
emerald on her fingers like knuckle dusters.
The three make a devastating comment
about the gay community. I move away as I
have no convictions on this subject.

I indisputably have let Key West slightly
pall on me. And, everyone heartily returns
the favor. Now, when I return six months
later, they will greet me ecstatically and treat
me like a little queen — for the allotted time.
Of course I am leaving my keen interest and

love behind in Key West. A daughter who
goes along avenues and lanes with a
suitcase-looking purse. What is in that
purse? An insurance policy on an old
germy ginger cat? A broccoli and peanut
butter sandwich? A petrified baby's hand?

Up here, there's no question that the
eyes of mountain dwellers have a different
look from those of the plains dwellers.
Perhaps their prayers do not have so far to
rise. You read the obits. Had a peaceful
closing age 89, 94, 103. A bit of aging is
like a pinch of seasoning on the mountain.

Here are a few small highlights you will
find, climb 5,000 feet, have a rock to put
behind your rear tire if you run hot: There is
this restaurant where hangs a "country
ham." Aficionados will drive hundreds of
miles for it. Looks like hanging there a
sunburnt human thigh. Salty as the lakes in
Utah. Up here, making light biscuits and
rolls is regarded as a female secondary sex
characteristic. Rolls and biscuits comforting
as the Twenty-Third Psalm. Pass along the
roads, now you enjoy the sight of "living
fences" (wild roses).
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And, here is my kindly year-round

mountain dweller friend, white and thin as a
root. She has a hint of a mustache on her
lip. And a North Carolina accent sweet and
strong as Concord grape wine stored six
months in a gallon Mason jar. Her mate has
muscles like a Clydesdale horse and also
long, white, straight eyelashes like a
horse's. He generously has "done" our
yard. "O, I could have done it," I say. He
looks me over. "Sooner hook up a
humming bird to the lawn mower."

You sleep like a plant up here. I have
awakened this cold, early June morning and
am looking at the poster of Jesse Helms in a
straw hat middle of a tobacco field. Three
mice slipped under the quilt to sleep in the
crook of my knee when the porch
temperature gauge showed 50 degrees F.
Of course, this plumbing and this septic
tank seem a tad eccentric. At times, the
bathroom lavatory may burp up a string of
spaghetti that wiggled in from the kitchen
sink. Or, there might be a pea floating
around in the bathtub with you.

Different from Key West as though I'd
hit another galaxy? No. Because in the
self, in the soul, basics never change. In
the basics, nothing changes. ,-j.

Dark Side of the Moon ByV.K. Gibson

Tonight the moon's so bright it almost
hurts my eyes. It's two a.m. and the boy
and girl down the lane have started again.
Surely they must levitate in love. They log
many hours in the air, they are tireless, they
will straddle the night once more. I've
gotten out of bed and, a creature of habit,
have gone to my desk. I want every thought
in my brain to spew out like a ticker tape in
a stock market crash. Up from my roiling
thoughts surfaces the image of human
beings, young men in couples and groups,
walking together downtown. Key West is a
variety of towns, according to the time of
day, and right now it is a village of thieves.
The boys will be doing what they fondly
call "making the rounds," trying to steal that
magical, extra hour which lies hidden
between midnight and dawn. They want to
take it home with them, take it to bed, wrap
their clean limbs about it. This extra hour is
a charmed fare, a flight to some mythical,
half suspected, final stop called Paradise.
Alas, I cannot join them anymore. I have,
as they say, missed the plane. The only
thing in my life that now makes the rounds
is the Hunter ceiling fan over my head. It
whirls as I write this, making me feel
slightly chilly, although the temperature on
this sub-tropical island is in the eighties of
Fahrenheit. I'm dressed in the white silk
ladies' pajamas which someone got for me
at Fastbuck Freddies. My attire does not
represent some queer sense of irony, or
camp. These days I dress for comfort. My
body speaks for itself and what it says is not
pleasant, or campy. Body... body... Oh!
The other night I dreamed that a mighty
whisper blew the tin roof off my house. In
the dream someone — my Father? ~ told me
that I could determine the date of my
liberation by counting the spots on my
body. Perhaps the wind from my dream is
rustling the banyan trees outside my
window even now. The Banyans know
everything. These house-size plants spend
their lives dripping feelers which turn into
ropes, arms, legs. No death hangs between
those sinuous thighs which root themselves
to the earth. In this way they walk about the
Island, five feet in twenty years. I can
scarcely imagine their roots, which burrow
into the coral bedrock so industriously that
the underground portion of the trees are
broader than the visible parts. One of them
is fifty feet high and eighty feet in
circumference, upheld by dozens of great
and small trunks. Its root system must
encompass an entire block, penetrating and
choking sewers and tapping the lore of our
bowels. The trees know my secrets better
than any lover. But trees are safer than boys
these days. Except, of course, for the paper
playmates.
On" the desk, next to my notebook, is the
pornographic magazine which I asked my
brother. Brad, to get for me. I had thought
to run off a batch by hand,- gazing at the
slick photographs of handsome fantasies:
boys next door, surfers, midtown whores,

pizza boys and soda jerks, cowboys and kid
brothers... There's a vast industry for
people like me; those who, for various
reasons, cannot or will not reach out and
touch someone. My apologies to the phone
company for borrowing their slogan, but
plagiarism is the least of my indiscretions.
Brother Brad, who sees salvation lurking
behind every signpost of convention, would
carefully delete that borrowed phrase, divide
this rambling narrative into paragraphs,
would be mindful of its beginning, middle,
and end, would put in and take out words
until his head hurt. But I know my real
guideline: to relieve myself. We are all
borrowed phrases. I've never been overly
concerned with beginnings or middles, and
it is only recently, the past year, that I'm
bothered by endings: I am dying. (I've just
lifted up my pajama top to look at the spots
on my stomach and chest. In this light they
resemble patches of tar on creamy alabaster.
Should I obey my Father and count them?)
My attention shifts to the torso reproduced
on the cover of the porn mag.: a stud about
to lower his Calvin Klein shorts: naughty
hints of things between the covers. He
seems vaguely familiar and I t ry to place
him among all the young men I've known.
So many boys, so many rest stops, so many
ways. Their names have dropped from my
mental diary like loose postage stamps from
the album I owned in my childhood. There
were stamps from scores of nations:
Algeria, Egypt, Morocco... I see that I have
North Africa on my mind, memorable
because of all the brown, accommodating
youths I encountered during my first Grand
Tour, taken ten years ago, when I was
twenty-two. There's nothing left of those
early adventures but the faintest
remembrance of musk, the curves of
upturned buttocks which might also be the
crowns of hills in the Holy Land in the cool
hours of an evening. Floodlights go on and
off in my head and with each illumination I
see a different... I want to say "person," but
there is merely a succession of human
shards arranged upon piles of Moorish
rugs, or atop immense antique beds, or
spread urgently across sex-stained and torn
mattresses in otherwise empty rooms: here a
pair of splendid legs, there an exemplary
back, and now a wonderful manchild's face
whose eyes are glazed with the submissive
power of the sexual victim. Enough body
parts for hamlet of bitter-sweet nothings. I
shake my head and they withdraw like
props in a skinflick, pulled out of camera
range by hidden hands. I stare at my own
bed, its rumpled sheets. Someone will make
it up tomorrow. My friends have become
my hateful and loving domestics. Yes, they
turn like barbecued chickens in the heat of
tenderness and loathing. They come each
day to check on me, to restock my larder, to
tidy up the house, to transport me to the
doctor if I have an appointment, to make
sure that I take my medication. My medicine
is very good for them. Whenever I take it

they feel much better. They do their best to
cheer me up. In the past I've "known" most
of them, and now they're afraid for
themselves. Yet they come, they perform
their kindnesses. (Why? Would I do the
same? I'll never know. But now, of course,
I would like to think so.) Even my brother
has come to Key West to stand by me. This
is obviously a temporary dislocation. We
have never been close, and I realize that his
motivation is a horror of that ultimate gap,
that blankness and separation which far
exceeds the distance that has characterized
our relationship. We have always found it
convenient to not worry excessively about
"family." We both have suffered the same
denial of the promised land, and remind one
another of our years of wandering in the
wilderness.
Our life stories share the same prologue,
and communication between us is a
buckled, twisted, bloodied belt with only
one side, a loop without end. The story?
Our Father Which art in Texas disowned me
when I told Him the truth about myself,
when I was twenty and in the throes of what
I took to be love, the sort of undying love
the young are brutally taught to expect: True
Love. I believed that my infatuation was
worth any demonstration of sincerity, any
risk. I wanted to shed what I felt was a three
piece suit of lies, to give myself totally to
the wide horizons of devotion. I remember
floating in that first boy's arms, flying with
him, giving and taking for the first time
those physical liberties which seemed so
wicked and so pure both at the same time.
His smooth skin against mine, his sweet
breath in my ear — those things were heroic
then! After my silly confession to Father,
and His rejection, I traveled with my
beloved across the continent, to California.
Within three months we had lost sight of
one another amid the golden hoards of gods
on the beach at Malibu. I like to think that he
still graces those pagan sands in glory,
ageless and half divine. Had what we
shared really been love? Again, now, I
would like to think so. Brad, who is
infinitely more sentimental than I,
categorizes his first experience as
"unadulterated lust," a passive/ aggressive
grappling, with himself under the high
school athletic coach in the locker room after
classes. Brad will never forget this
encounter. His journal details every moment
of that surrender of innocence. The very
hairs on his first trick's head are numbered
by the pathetic calculus of misplaced
nostalgia. I think Brad is still searching for
True Love in that event, hounded by a
suspicion that it was lost in the folds of
those moments when passion had
smothered reason. He had shutjiis eyes,
you see, and love slipped past him and ran
away! It calls to. him even today,-always
remaining just out of reach, haunting... Oh!
My house is haunted! It was built by a sea
captain over a century ago. The rooms are
tall and everything is made of Dade County

Pine, a very hard wood containing much
resin. The termites do not like it. They
prefer oak floors, good books, furniture.

house. Sometimes I think I see them, those
earlier residents of this, my last home. I
fancy there's a nice old lady sitting in a
rocking chair, over there in the corner.

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Want To Be A Bail Bondsman?
It's Tough Work and Long Hours

There was a time when being a bail
bondsman in Key West meant a high-profile
life in city and county politics, when you'd
be seen around the popular nighttime spots
and every now and then you might get
invited to a cocktail party. Not anymore.

"Being a bail bondsman today is more
grief and gray hairs than it ever was in the
past, you better believe me," mutters
Manuel (Currito) Ortega who's had his
license for 19 years and is considered the
veteran pro in the game.

"Hey, it wasn't always like this. When I
first got into this business, it was fun mixed
with hard work."

At the time Currito moved into the bail
bonding scene in town, the area was
blanketed by guys like Terry Lee Garcia,
Jack Gray and Bill Ryan Sr., all of them
more experienced and older. But Currito
had something going for him, too: he was a
well known local boy with good family
connections going back a number of
generations.

His father owned a stretch of downtown
property along Petronia Street, off Duval,
where he ran a favorite watering place called
"El Curr'o," featured prominently in one of
Mario Sanchez' early wood carved
paintings. The word "curro," explained

Currito, refers to those people from Spain
whose families centered around Granada.

In that neighborhood of Duval and
Petronia, Currito's relatives had several
holdings and, in the 40s and 50s, it was
"very active with lots of people around."
The reason for that was it was a political
hotbed. Across the street, the old Cave Inn
bar on the corner had, in its backroom, a

polling place for a major black precinct in
town. Down the street, toward Simonton,
was the Red House, for years the hangout
for bolita bankers where the money was
usually counted on Saturdays.

On election days, it was not uncommon
to see big fancy cars roll up and a lot of
dollar bills would change hands. One year,
the Jaycees mounted a cleanup drive against
vote-buying and stationed a member near
the precinct with a camera, but that only
slowed down the number of voters who
went in that day. The grand jury was out to
lunch.

"I got an early education in politics right
there," Currito recalls.

Guys like bondsmen Terry Lee and Jack

Gray had most of the business and Currito
was the low man on the pole for a few
years.

Terry was from Tampa and well-liked
for a crazy sense of humor. He knew
everyone in town, had been a prize fighter
here in the Key West Athletic Club and was
married into a well-placed Conch family,
and parlayed all his bets in an election to the
city commission for one term, remembered
as one of the wildest in city hall in years.

Gray was another cup of tea. A lean thin
type from the hills of Tennessee, a hawk
face and a twangy mountain accent. A
tough political insider, he ran the
Downtowner Bar, at Front and Duval, and
was a heavy backer when he got a hot
candidate for office.

The bar he ran was a late night hangout
for tired businessmen looking for action
(Jack hired some gorgeous talent behind the
bar), gamblers, newspaper types nosing
around for a story, politicians and their ilk.
On weekends you might catch a few of the^
town's "400" sightseeing in the racier part
of Duval Street.

On the second floor, Gray kept a friendly
.card game going and some dominoes. The
customary smoke-filled room because all the
windows had been boarded up years before.

"We were up there at a game one day,"
Currito said, "when Jack got a phone call
from the jail to bond some guy but. Said
he'd be back in a few mintues, so we
waited. An hour went by and we got pissed
off so we figured we'll stir a little action.

"One of the guys, I think it was Mr.
Grass, went outside and told a bunch of
sailors that drinks were 50.

"That started a panic. They poured in.
The shrimpers came around from Two
Friends and the joint was wild. Harold
Bevis was tending bar. He couldn't give it
away fast enough. That's when Jack came
back.

"We thought it was a fun joke but he
took another view."

Ryan, the fourth bondsman in town, was
an ex-Marine who'd married a local girl
from a big Conch family and he had gotten
well known in the years he managed the

Casa Marina Hotel, sometimes acting as
bartender in the Birdcage Lounge. Like the
other guys in the business, Ryan took an
ardent interest in local politics and wasn't
shy about putting his money where his
mouth was in the elections.

Today the three bondsmen in town —
Currito, Billy Ryan Jr. and Bubba Sweeting
— are too busy traipsing back and forth to
the courts, filling out forms, keeping track
of papers and their clients, to devote much
of their time to politicking.

Sweeting, a large man with a long Conch
family heritage, is the new man on the
block. He recently got his license and for
all practical purposes is still supervised by a
bondsman and company in Miami. He
keeps his weight in line, he says, by
"running all over the place with papers."

"This ain't a bed of roses, let me tell
you," Bubba groans as he squeezes his bulk
behind the wheel of an old car on a steamy
hot afternoon. "Sometimes you don't even
make the minimum wage."

Currito got into the game early, when it

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wasn't that rough. He is established now
and is working to train his son, Manuel
Patrick Ortega Jr., in the whys and
wherefores of bail bonding. The younger
Ortega could then work with his father and
naturally evolve as a bondman with an
insurance company already set to back him.

That method of getting into the business
with sure-footed support was similar to the
way Billy Ryan Jr. inherited his Dad's
practice.

Sweeting, on the other hand, did not
have that advantage.

The major sweat for the bondsman
today, the three men agree, is the
ever-present risk of getting hung, for a big
bond when the client skips. For that
reason, unless the bondsman knows you,
knows the family, and has sufficient cash
and property up front, he won't bond you
out.

"There are a lot of guys, like many of
them are out-of-town guys and lots of
Cubans and refugees who stay in jail for
weeks and months even because they can't
make bond," Currito explained.

Sheriff W.A. Freeman Jr. confirms that
his jail in Key West is "loaded to the walls"
with as many as 200 inmates and they're
(the county commission) planning to open
up the top floor of the jail building for
additional cells. If the men cannot bond out
before their trial, he confirms, then they sit
4fi the cells.

"Not the world's greatest way to spend
your time," Freeman says, "but the
bondsman has himself to look out for, too."

While that risk-taking end of the bail
bonding business is the toughest part, the
rest of it has become tangled in a whole set
of new laws in the last 10-12 years which
stringently require bondsmen to follow
certain rules of procedure.

"There's where a lot of the paperwork
comes in," Billy Ryan says, "we got forms

on top of forms. Listen, when my Pop got
his license, it wasn't all this stuff," and he
points to his desk in his office on Whitehead
Street, up to the brim with files, papers,
notes, forms, books and pads.

Bondsmen take 10 percent of the total
amount of the bond as their fee. Then they
turn around and give back part of that to the
company which places the money in an
escrow account for each bondsman. It's
from that account that the court gets its
forfeit money if the client takes a powder.

The company he works for keeps Currito
advised of the amount in his escrow account
and it is not in the nickel-and-dime category.

"I'm glad to have that cushion," Currito
says, "the money is mine but even then, I'm
not about to take a chance with some
runaway who'll maybe pay me a fat fee and
then take off for the hills. All I got then is
more wrinkles and more gray hair. I don't
need it."

His advice to guys who look at the bail
bond business as a wonderful way to be in
business for themselves, name your own
hours and get political, is:

Watch out. Be ready for long hours,
thankless work, be willing to take longshot
risks, in some cases, and keep a ' ~~
economy size aspirin bottle handy.

KEY WEST'S COCAINE PROBLEM: A LAST
Remember Pearle Trailer Park?
Last fall I wrote about the dozens of crack

cocaine dealers and coke whores who
nightly turned the decrepit Stock Island
trailer park into a drive-through convenience
market where drugs, girls and life itself
were easy and cheap. In Key West's "War
on Drugs," Pearle was the front line. People
were indeed getting killed out there.

Much has changed.
Last Sunday I got a call from

Pearle-resident Mike Grodzinski. Mike,
you'll remember, took it on himself to rid
the trailer park of its junkies, drug dealers
and prostitutes, and while he was at it, to
eliminate Pearle's ratty, open sewage and
abandoned trailers. (See Solares Hill,
March 1987.)

He called to tell me that, yes indeed, there
is a God - as if Mike ever doubted it.
Saturday evening a dope dealer nicknamed
"Miami" came by Mike's trailer to apologize
for making trouble.

Unusual enough.
Several weeks before, this same doper

threatened to kill Grodzinski when Mike
helped to get Miami locked up in the county
slammer for trespassing.

Now he tells Mike that he had stopped
dealing cocaine, stopped using and was
back with his wife. It was a new beginning
and he thanked Grodzinski for his trouble.
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Mike was both amazed and amused. He
said to me, "It's good to see that at least a
small percentage can make it out of here on
their two feet instead of on their backs."

This last article in this series is about
change.

NAIVE RIGHTEOUSNESS

Last fall, when the series began,
frightening news of cocaine was all the
rage. And with elections drawing near, the
more hysterical the story, the more patriotic
the storyteller.

Hyperactive hucksterism saw Paula
Hawkins and Bob Graham spend millions
on tv to convince us that he or she hated
drugs more than the other, trivializing the
electoral process. Congress voted yet
another $1.7 billion to stop the flow of
cocaine into this country, this on top of $1.5
billion already appropriated. The President
peed in a bottle while his wife took to the air
daily urging kids to "just say no." Time,
Newsweek, and U.S. News and World
Report vied with the tv networks for the
most soul-wrenching cocaine story of them
all.

Hype and hysteria ruled.
Geraldo Rivera probed the depths of

cocaine addiction right here in Key West
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when he joined us mortals on drug raids of
The Bull, Durty Harry's, Simonton Street
Station and Big Daddy's.

Daily The Key West Citizen carried news
of local arrests for the sale and possession
of the illegal drug.

Today still, hardly an issue of the Citizen
gets delivered without news of cocaine
arrests. But hundreds of drug stories have
numbed us; the news is humdrum to the
point of invisible.

National hoopla has jumped to AIDS.
Now, in quiet, Reagan wants to cut almost

a billion dollars out of the "War on Drugs"
budget, most earmarked for drug prevention
and treatment programs.

Today more cocaine of better quality than
ever is reaching our shores and our city
while the Coast Guard, Customs, and the
DEA squabble over who's to do what.

"Cocaine's the fad now," Jay Rigdon of
the special JAIL drug investigative team told
me when I started this series. "Next year
cocaine will be all but forgotten as we move
on to something else." A wise man. In the
meantime we still have addicts in the streets
stealing from us to support their habits, we
still have strung out junkies who can't get
into treatment because they have no
insurance and hadn't the foresight to save
$9,000, and we still have an overcrowded

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county jail with as many as eighty percent
behind bars there directly or indirectly
because of drug addiction.

However, the situation has changed since
1986. This last article looks at these changes
and brings us up to date with some of the
people we've met down though the series.f
We'll even look into the future.

PEARLE, R.I.P.?

As in any war, front lines move and jump.
Last fall no one but Mike Grodzinski could
believe that Pearle Trailer Park would ever,
could ever be free of drugs and prostitutes.
Buyers from all over the county pulled in
one of Pearle's six entrances, parked their
cars in the shadowed and dingy interior and
bought crack cocaine from any one of a
dozen dealers.

Competition was keen.
Some of the old and abandoned trailers

had been converted to kitchens for
converting powdered cocaine to crack;

others were used for smoking the stuff if
you were in a particular hurry to use.

Today cement slabs mark where
abandoned trailers once sagged. Fully one
third of the 60 trailers at Pearle have been
removed. Under threat of further fines for
contempt of court, owner Michael Padron
and his Cayo Investments have cleaned up
the raw sewage and now provide weekly
septic service.

I drove through Pearle last Saturday night.
The quiet was deep.

You'll recall that the undercover Joint
Agency Investigative and Legal Unit, JAIL,
was created by State Attorney Kirk Zuelch
to help local and county law enforcement
cope with the illegal cocaine problem here.
For several months the JAIL unit - which
had representation from both the Key West
Police and the Sheriffs Department - was
all that stood between the illegal drag laws
and crack-cocaine anarchy on Stock Island.

Nightly arrests at Pearle Trailer Park
netted dozens of dealers, yet hardly made a
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dent in the-problem. "Our* judicial' system is
such that, within days, first offenders are
back out again selling crack. Towards the
end of 1986 the JAIL unit began
concentrating on long-term conspiracy
investigations and the Sheriffs men moved
into the vacuum, often arresting drug
dealers now on probation. The effort added
up and last December more than 20 Pearle
cocaine dealers spent Christmas behind bars
on Whitehead Street, many on their way to
state prison.

Between 40 major arrests made by the
JAIL unit last year and some 106 arrests by
the Sheriffs Department last winter, many
of Pearle's cocaine dealers are now behind
bars. Candy Mense, the dealer/user we
wrote about here last February is in prison,
serving 30 months at Lowell for breaking
probation. She couldn't stay away from
Pearle, a condition of her freedom.

Once the county put in bright lights and
made parking illegal on the MacDonald
Street side of the park, once the abandoned
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trailers were removed, most remaining
dealers moved back to Miami or down the
street to other parks. But it was Mike
Grodzinski who really won the war of
Pearle. Besides nagging to get the lights in
and abandoned trailers removed, while
acting as park manager, he closed off four
of the six entrances and would stay up until
5 a.m. on Saturday nights chasing out
buyers and sellers alike.

Perhaps "won the war" is both
melodramatic and impossible.

There are still three dealers working
Pearle. Take a look along 5th Street across
from Island Liquors. You'll see them.
Grodzinski says that his dream of a drug -
and prostitute-free park has-been shattered.
"I see now that you can't have a dope-free

Pearle Trailer Park without redoing the
whole place."

That may happen.
According to Grodzinski, Cayo

Investments is in trouble. The park owners
are seven months behind in mortgage
payments, $463,000 in debt. Grodzinski's
Homeowner's Association has a lawsuit
pending against Cayo for "conditions
injurious to the public health and morals."

Cayo Investments can't even declare
bankruptcy as former owner and
mortgage-holder Charlie Capp has a lien
against the corporate owners' homes.

Capp doesn't want the park back. Padron
and the other owners can't walk away. And
the court insists that Cayo keep the park up
or pay daily fines. A fine mess.

The mural, at the playground at the Community Pool, was designed by Ron Baeza & painted
in by all the kids at Blue Heaven under the direction ofCass Still, Stuart Vaughn and Janet
Radtke.

But the park is worth $800,000 and,
cleaned up with an addition of a $100,000
sewage treatment plant, it would make a
suitable site for much-needed affordable
housing. That's Grodzinski's hope,
anyway.

CHANGING HABITS

So with Pearle taken out, where are all the
crack cocaine users buying these days?

According to Jay Rigdon of the JAIL unit,
some of those users are getting smart and
dropping crack altogether. "Marijuana is
more popular now, at least among the
smugglers and dealers," says Rigdon.
"Publicity about sudden deaths caused by
crack cocaine has convinced some addicts
that coke is not something they should play
around with. In fact, crack cocaine may
become the heroin of the 80s."

Still, cocaine is Key West's illegal drug of
choice these days. Especially among the
poor and the undereducated. In Key West,
many of those people live in Bahama
Village. But while the Stock Island drug
markets were under attack from the JAIL
unit and Sheriffs Police, the Key West
Police Force was still reeling from a scandal
which resulted in the arrest of several
detectives involved in a large marijuana
smuggling operation. During 1985 and the
first half of 1986, barely a half dozen arrests
were made by KWPD for active drug sales.

The corner of Thomas and Petronia in Key
West's Bahama Village mimicked Pearle's
drug market. And except for an occasional
stakeout and arrest by JAIL, this market on
the western edge of Key West ran wide
open.

TROLLING FOR DOPE

Many tourists would be surprised to learn
that one of nine Key Westers is black; They
are quite invisible to outsiders. Some three
thousand blacks live here, most in the
three-by-four-block section west of
Whitehead Street called Bahama Village.
The poorest area of our island, Bahama
Village is the only major part of Old Town
which has not been restored, a fact not lost
on developers and planners who see Pritam
Singh's Truman Annex development
directly to the north forcing the
gentrification of the area and the exit of
much of its indigenous population.

Captain Lazarus "George" Lastres and I
are driving through Bahama Village on
Wednesday, July 29. Since February,
George has been Chief of Detectives here in
Key West. According to Jay Rigdon,
everything started to change for the better
when Captain Lastres took over the
detective division.

We're at the corner of Whitehead and
Petronia. Lastres nods his head towards the
intersection and says, "Often, people riding
bicycles by here get beat up and robbed.
They get jumped for their money, money
needed to buy crack cocaine."

Key West's 1986 overall crime rate
increased 22.4 percent over 1985 while the
rest of the county's rate fell 4.7 percent.
Although police officials are quick to blame
additional tourism for any increase in crime,

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y W e s t is our paradise. As Mayor, I would
like to see the White Street Pier become the White
Street Reef. I support low-impact construction. We
also need concerted efforts to clean up the aban-
doned trash around the city.

I would like to promote conservation techniques for
our precious freshwater supplies. There should be
diminished use of disposed plastics, reducing their
threat to marine life. There should be city-wide recy-
cling efforts to improve our quality of life, being an
example to the world that visits us. Finally, I would
like to obtain air-scrubbing collars for the nightly pol-
lution discharges by City Electric's smokestacks.

I chose to stand up and fight, in this election,
because the interests of the average citizen are more
important than the vested interests of high-stakes real
estate developers. For Key West, the battle cry
"Think Globally and Act Locally" has never been
more appropriate than it is today.

"TRENCH WARFARE
ON FLEMING ST."

Pedestrians and motorists have
noticed in recent weeks an excavation
which stretches along Fleming St. from
Grinnell and White. This ten-foot-deep,
flooded, vermin-infested trench reminds
many of the "glory days" of the Hycon
sewer renovations of last summer.

I found residents of the neighborhood
highly vocal. Arthur Miller's "on the
record" comments are limited to the
relatively mild:

"This is the most frustrating and
irresponsible situation I've seen since
coming to Key West!"

Eden House manager Steve Ferraro
voiced a businessman's complaint:

"In the summer we rely heavily upon
walk in customers in both the hotel and
the restaurant. Now, cars can't reach us.
There's no parking on several blocks,
and neighbors are using our parking lot."

People on foot have to stroll past the
trench containing greenish-yellow water.
Public urination into the pit has been
observed, and children frolic in the
polluted . water. Derelicts use the
port-o-johns left at the work site and
"hang out" in the area, according to
observers.

In addition to restricted customer
flow, the very foundations of the Eden
House are being eroded.

"Our front porch could fall into the

hole if it goes on much longer," said Mr.
Ferraro.

"The left hand doesn't know what the
right hand is doing in this project," said
Walt Marlowe, owner of Alexander's, a
guest house. "The city didn't check on
the qualifications of the sub-contractors.
These people started the job without the
proper equipment and personnel. I saw
them backfilling one shovel at a time,
and they told me the compactor couldn't
handle any more than that. Well, I've
worked with heavy equipment, and it
isn't true. They're just disorganized."

Mr. Marlowe said that people have
taken to removing the barricades at night,
and traffic has been flowing on the paved
side of the work area, breaking off and
widening the edge of the trench. He
complains that there is "no monitoring"
by the city.

"I think the residents of the
neighborhood have been very patient,"
said Mr. Marlowe. "According to a
notice sent to residents, work began on
June 8th.

Jim Stokes, owner of Island House,
summons up a bit of humor.

"It's not a trench. They're building a
canal to the Gulf! There will be gondolas
up and down Fleming St."

Mr. Stokes is not completely amused,
however. He relates how sewer pipes

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were cut as the trench was dug: "As a
temporary solution, PBC pipe was used
to feed into the main lines. However, the
PBC was smaller than the older pipes
and it was necessary to wrap the
connections. In some places they used
old clothes, including a green cardigan
sweater]"

He does not blame the City altogether
for the problem. But he, like most people
I've talked to, thinks that more care
should have been used in the selection of
contractors.

"These people obviously have no
experience with our kind of situation,"
says Mr. Stokes. "First, they expected
sand and they got coral. Then, when the
trench filled with water they were
obviously amazed. They installed pumps
to move the water into the sewers, but it
ran back in, shooting around the
cardigan sweater."

Mr. Stokes points out that there has
been disrupted garbage pick-up in the
affected area, and other services are
inhibited.

"What if someone needs an
ambulance? Or what if there's a fire?"

When he saw someone almost fall into
the trench he called the City Manager and
pointed out that a lawsuit might issue
because there were no protective

barricades on the sidewalk edge of the
excavation.

"To Mr. Koford's credit he had a
railing put up right away," said Jim
Stokes.

Commissioners Halloran and Weekley
had some comments.

"I've talked with residents on Fleming
St.," said Comm. Weekly. "There are
definitely some problems. As far as there
being no monitoring by the city, that's
inaccurate. The Supervisor of Engineers
is there several times a day."

Comm Weekly also suspects that
there was a slip-up in the selection of the
sub-contractor.

"It would appear to me that no
beforehand checking was done," he said.
"I think it was unfortunate that residents
were originally told work would be done
in six to eight days."

Commissioner Halloran cleared up the
question of accountability.
"The city hired Danis Shook at the

recommendation of CH2M Hill. They
answer to us. None of this delay is
costing the city anything and we get
reports regularly. There's no question
that it's been pretty sloppy over there. I
unders tand that the present
sub-contractor is being replaced soon."

Comm. Halloran continued:

"I expect that section to be finished by
the end of August. Right now they're
working on Thomas St. They should be
done there soon and will shift to Fleming
and the work should go ahead quickly.
The final surface will not be put down
then, but it will be blacktopped."

Commissioner Halloran says that the
barricades are deliberately left open now
at night.

"There was apparently one car which
went too close to the ditch," he said.

Upon recent inspection of Fleming St.
I found that two portions of the street
were still afflicted by the open trench: in
front of Eden House and toward White
for about one hundred feet, and at the
corner of Fleming and White. Traffic had
resumed along much of the street. There
was still some dust problems from the
filled areas.

When I called the City Manager he
referred me to Keith Damkot, an
Engineer Inspector for CH2M Hill, the
company which oversees the progress of
the new $28 million waste treatment
plant. Mr. Koford had high praise for
Damkot, saying: "He's saved the city
$350 thousand on this project so far."

The engineer, friendly and open,
informed me that the work on Fleming
St. was part of the $2.5 million line
which will eventually connect with the
new treatment plant.

"The Contractor of Record for this
project is Danis Shook of Florida," he
said. "They're the ones responsible for
getting this particular job done on
schedule."

Mr. Damkot says that it was
impossible that the Contractor of Record
was "surprised" by the Key West soil
structure.

"We had a description of the subsoil
in the contract which we put out for bids.
Also (to clear up another misconception)
there is no regular flow of sewage in the
trench, except for minor seepage."

Nevertheless, Danis Shook
experienced sufficient difficulties that
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they decided to sub-contract the work to
a firm which "had experience with
pipeline construction." They engaged
MVRT, from Homestead.

I asked Mr. Damkot why firms were
not investigated for their experience in
similar situations. He surprised me by
indicating that this was not the custom.
The usual method is to put out a contract
for bids to reputable companies and then,
once the project is started, to make sure
things are done according to contract
standards and timetables. (I was so
incredulous about this I asked him to
repeat it.)

Despite the arrival of MVRT the work
still goes slowly.

"MVRT is having trouble finding a
back-hoe operator," said Steve Damkot.

This seems rather amazing, but,
apparently, the Key West cost of living
has made scarce more than one form of
skilled labor.

"It's hard to ask a back-hoe operator
to commute from Miami," said Steve
Damkot.

Are there contractual penalties for
being late? I asked him.

"No. But the contract contains certain
advantages over some arrangements
which the City experienced in the past.
There is better quality and time control.
There can be no more than two blocks of
continuous trench at one time. Also, this
is just a small part of the overall waste
treatment project. The contractors are
very motivated to do a good job, hoping
to get more work later."

What happens if the work is not
finished by August 31 st?

"The City Commission may wish to
extend the time limit," says Mr. Damkot.
"But the job will go quickly once the
crews switch over from Thomas St., and
a back-hoe man is found."

"Note: Mr. Damkot made no mention
of any contractor "being replaced." As of
deadline time I've been unable to reach
him to confirm or deny this.

The work area between drinnell and
White is, of course, but one section that
will be done. In succeeding months the
merchants and residents of other blocks
along Fleming St. will observe,
first-hand, the continuing efforts of
CH2M Hill and, apparently, MVRT of
Homestead.

Meanwhile, anybody know a good
back-hoe man?
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BON SOIR

Time came full circle for Rex Madsen
and me when I stopped to admire the
work Rex was doing on the porch of his
house. His house, at the corner of
Georgia and Virginia, is across the corner
from Bay View Park where Cliff and I
sometimes attempt to fly kites Cliff has
invented. Anyway, we live just around
the corner from Rex on Eliza. The
location made the time-wrap
extraordinary; I mean this was not the
Russian Tea Room, Maxim's, the Via
Venito, the Thorn Tree in Nairobi or even
Fausto's, the Pier House or Claire's. The
corner of Virginia and Georgia is not one
of the great cross-roads of the world. I
was wearing run-down thongs and.
cut-offs and Rex's Birkenstocks were
splattered with paint and we were
sweating profusely in the September heat.
But there and then Rex made a remark that
lead to a whole stream of recollections, a
fabulous acquisition for the agency for
which I work and an almost irresistable
urge to say, "Small world, isn't it?."

About the time I left Oklahoma to
study in Boston in the early 50's, one of
my best friends migrated to New York
City. He settled in the middle of
Greenwich Village where he shared an
exotic apartment on Waverly Place. When
I went down to New York to visit him, he

took me to places that were considered
"in" at that time. We went to hear Sara
Vaughn at Birdland but his favorite club
was just around the corner on 8th Street.
My friend, e.t., was smitten with Noreen
Tate and May Barnes at the Bon Soir. If
you didn't know where you were going,
you would miss the entrance to the small

supper club down a steep staircase below
street level protected by an unobtrusive
black awning. The bar to the right as you
entered was awash with handsome
gentlemen in grey flannel suits, the rage in
the 50's. Across the room furnished with
small round tables, was a low stage
accented by two white, grand pianos. The
pianos dominated the room until one of
the elegant ladies started to sing. Then,

we were mesmerized by Noreen Tate or
May Barnes. For some of you readers,
these names will bring back memory, of
sophisticated chic. Garland Wilson at
piano and Tiger Haines on bass were also
regulars and there were many, many
others who performed there before they
were discovered by the rest of the world.
Those who knew the Bon Soir in the 50's
are a kind of secret society who gloat in
having helped discover Phyllis Diller,
Barbra Streisand, James Kirkwood, Kaye
Ballard, Charlotte Rae - to name only a
few. Incidentally, the Bon Soir was
Barbra Streisand's first engagement in
New York.

The Black host of the intimate little
club was Jimmy Daniels. Brilliantly
handsome, Jimmy cast a spell that made
those of us who had just arrived at his
club feel we were, for a while, a part of
the famous and glamorous. The ambiance
of the Bon Soir was a balance between
elegant and intimate, risque and
respectable. The celebrity collectors at the
bar whispered to one another, "There's
Sarah Churchill or Hubert Givenchy,
Betty Grable, Debbie Reynolds, Truman
Capote, and Yul Brynner. The list goes
on: Doris Duke, Ethel Merman and poor
little Barbara Hutton's brother, Jimmy
Donohue. From that dimly-lit room, I
telepathed a message back to Oklahoma
"Hey, gang, look at me now. I've made
it."

Had I future vision, I would have
recognized my Key West neighbor. He
was probably sitting at the table against
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the wall across the room from the bar
where Jimmy Daniels sat between
numbers. He was Jimmy's close friend,
Rex Madsen. They shared a brown-stone
house on Bank Street where they let out
the second floor apartment to Pearl
Bailey. After Pearl moved, Mildred Bailey
(the rocking-chair lady), rented the
apartment. Mildred and Pearl were not
related. The meshing of the wheels of
destiny makes a person wonder at the
whimsical purpose of our fate-maker.

Rex and I discovered that our paths
had side-swiped at the Bon Soir in the
50's when he happened to say that
afternoon, "You're supposed to know so
much about art; do you know anything
about Black artists?" I replied that I didn't
know much about much but I knew the
people who did and my friend, David
Driskell, Professor of Art at the
University of Maryland, is a leading
expert on art by Americans of African
descent. With that I learned about the
extensive collection with which Rex was
concerned.

Rex told me that Jimmy Daniels died
in 1985. He left a collection of
photographs and two bronze sculptures
by Richmond Barthe to Rex. Rex, in turn,
has now donated the Barthe bronzes and
the photographs to The Amistad Research
Center where I curate the Aaron Douglass
Art Collection in New Orleans. The
Amistad is the country's largest archives
of ethnic minority documentation. The gift
Rex has made has a dollar value in excess
of $67,000 and is the largest donation in

monetary value The Amistad Research
Center has received from an individual.
But the market value is a poor measure of
the importance of these treasures.
Richmond Barthe was the first sculptor of
African heritage to become well-known in
this country. The two handsome bronzes,
The Shoe-Shine Boy and a bust of
Kenneth McPherson, add greatly to the
quality of the Aaron Douglass Art
Collection. And, it turns out, that a major
portion of the photographs were taken by
Carl Van Vechten. The photographs are of
many of the luminaries that populated the
Bon Soir - Jimmy's and Rex's world.
Furthermore, the photographs were taken
by the man who has been acclaimed as
virtually the "midwife" of the Harlem
Renaissance. Author and critic Carl Van
Vechten was himself a noted celebrity and
bon vivant. Rex recalled that the first time
Van Vechten visited Rex's house at a
cocktail party, Carl told him he was a
photographer, and Rex asked, "Where is
your shop?" Rex was embarrassed when
he realized that the millionaire did most of
his photography at his Central Park West
apartment, and being a fellow Iowan, Rex
said that Van Vechten was very
understanding. Rex was there in the midst
of the heyday of the supper club circle,
the Ruban-Bleu, RSVP, and Blue Angel
and he has recorded reminiscense to go
along with the photographs. Some of his
comments are too intimate to be published
now but they will give historians a rare
glimpse and a few chuckles about the
goings-on around Jimmy Daniels who
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attracted the talented arid glamorous as a
light attracts night creatures. For example,
he told, "I was sitting at a table with
Burgess Meredith one evening and some
lady was crawling on the floor under the
adjacent table. It was Tallulah, a little
tipsy, looking for her lighter."

Bon Soir was part of the chic supper
club world that was a green flash at the
sunset of the Harlem Renaissance. It was
the last in a line going back to Cole
Porter's and Elsa Maxwell's favorite Paris
night spot, Bricktops. The Bon Soir along
with Cafe Society and the Village
Vanguard was up-town gone downtown
and intimate. These were speak-easys
gone smart and almost "legit." The
photographs of people surrounding
Jimmy and Rex provide a footnote to the
history of the Black experience, show
business and, for many of us, our
emergence in New York in the '50's.

Carl Van Vechten, who grew up in
Cedar Rapids, Iowa, became a major
chapter in the thirty-year era stretching
from the '20's to the '50's. He was a
central figure responsible for the popular
recognition of the Negro as creative artist
during the Harlem Renaissance. His
book, Nigger Heaven, daring at the time,
was a sensation. A music critic for the
New York Times, he has published nine
volumes of musical and literary criticism
as well as several novels. He is credited
with having recognized before they were
officially discovered, Gertrude Stein,
Arthur Machen, Langston Hughes, and
James Purdee. Then, at an age when most

would consider retiring, he took up
photography. His photographs have been
the basis of collections at Howard
University, Fiske University, The
University of New Mexico, Yale
University, The New York Public Library
and now The Amistad Research Center.
The indefatigable Van Vechten has also
established six library collections - four
on Black American art and music - and
two on cats.

That Rex came from Cedar Falls,
Iowa, perhaps, was part of the bond
between him and Van Vechten. In New
York, Rex became an award-winning
fashion designer, becoming well
acquainted with the celebrity world
through his design of clothes for Pearl
Bailey, Anita Vanderbilt, Alice Ghostley,
Mildred Bailey, Bess Meyerson, and
Millicent Rogers, the Standard Oil
heiress, and a close friend of Rex's and
Jimmy's. Some of the dresses he
designed have been exhibited at the
Metropolitan Museum in New York.

The contribution Rex has made
through the gift of the Van Vechten
photographs and Barthe sculptures is of
inestimable value. They provide important
nuance to our understanding of our
history and thus ourselves. "I wanted to
place these photographs and bronzes
where they would do the most good."
Rex said. "They need the attention of
sensitive and honest historians as well as
professional conservation. I have also

asked that some time they be exhibited in
Key West."

The New Orleans Museum of Art in
collaboration with The Amistad Research
Center is creating a traveling exhibit that
may come to Key West next year. The
exhibit will include Van Vechten
photographs and explanatory panels.
There will also be background music,
tapes of Jimmy, Bobby Short, May
Barnes and others singing the wonderful
tunes, "Just One Of Those Things, Lush
Life" and "I'll Be Around," while visitors
view portraits of Billy Dee Williams,
Pearl Bailey, Bricktop, Marlon Brando,
Joe Louis, Ethel Waters, Tallulah
Bankhead, Josephine Baker, Van
Johnson and Harry Belafonte.

It all came about when two Key
West neighbors leaned against the porch
rail at the corner of Virginia and Georgia.
Fate was up to her old tricks. They had
been across the room one evening in the
dimly-lit supper club in New York back in
the '50's. Now, some thirty years later,
they savor and save some of the
tantalizing aura that they had unknowingly
shared back then and The Amistad
Research Center is the beneficiary of
$67,000 treasure!

The phenomenon we call AIDS

provokes such a specter of fear that it is
repugnant to me to have to give it
recognition by writing about it. I want it to
go away - to never have been - to wake up
from this seven year nightmare and realize
that it never happened.

A plague of unknown origin with no
known cure striking first at an already
plagued population - men plagued for
centuries by misunderstanding, prejudice,
illegalization, excommunication and just
plain hatred. Men, who, prior to AIDS, had
already been rejected by their families,
church, government and society in general.

P L A G U E D ByTomRooney
Men who struggled valiantly to be
understood and accepted but who now,
because of AIDS, are further
vilified-condemned by Supreme Court
rulings, Papal pronunciations and public
outcry.

AIDS has given homophobia a
legitimacy never before envisioned.
Anti-gay violence has proportionately spred
with the spread of the epidemic and now
gay men are even more deeply despised than
before - now not only for being gay but also
for being the cause and the carriers of
AIDS.

It is difficult for some people to

separate their fear of AIDS from their fear
and hatred of gays. Fear of same sex
coupling is a deeply rooted, entrenched
phobia stemming from an earlier time in our
evolution when, without reproduction, there
was extinction. AIDS represents extinction
too and so the fears get confused, muddled,
twisted together and then just as the person
with AIDS is forced to face his own
mortality, he is often treated to the collective
hysteria of a society which had already
identified him as a target for derision and
disregard.

AIDS is for many people the final
blow of a tortuous process of alientation -
from family, friends, then the schools, the
churches, the jobs etc. And people with
AIDS who are not gay are sharing in this
experience sometimes knowing first hand
and for the first time what it feels like to be
gay and hated. Children are expelled from
school, patients are denied treatment,
families with AIDS are shunned...the list
goes on.

It is, of course, true that gay men are
not the only people with AIDS and not all
people use AIDS as an excuse to ventilate
hostility toward gays. Indeed there are many
non-gay men and women and lesbians who
are leading and joining in the fight against
AIDS. But it is still true that the present vast
majority of people who live with AIDS and
who die from AIDS are gay men and this is
the emotional climate in which the virus has
taken hold.

So much for the plague. What has this
to do with Paradise. Key West is
internationally known as an island in the sun
at the end of the land where people of varied
persuasions and pursuits come to live or to
visit-to put away the cares and the clothes of
the cities, to put on their party hats - to
relax, to frolic and have fun. Key West is
especially attractive to gays and has long
been a mecca of freedom where the only
commandment is "Live and Let Live." A
friend who is leaving Key West for another
job in another town recently told me with
real tears in her eyes that she was sad to
leave. Key West because she derived so
much strength from living with people who
dare to be different. And it is that strength
derived from the daring and courage that it
takes to be "one's self" that Key West has
plenty of. That strength has taken root here
and is blossoming into an heroic effort to
heal oneself and one another. Steadily and
steadfastly the caring community of Key
West has put in place a testament to their
concern. Individuals, couples, groups,
professionals, volunteers and most
importantly people living with AIDS have
joined together to show us all what real love
is all about. M. Scott Pech in "The Road
Less Travelled" defines love as an extension
of oneself for the benefit of another. As for
sex we are alllearning that with sex comes
responsibility-not to lessen its pleasure, but
to respect its value in our lives. And Key
West can take enormous pride in its effort to
get beyond the pain of AIDS (when
possible) and do what needs to be done.
There have been safe sex workshops,
holistic health seminars, conferences,
councils and commitees. As I write this
there is a •meeting taking place to form a
support group for people who test positive

drug blighted, sordid and tragic. The
thing about Warhol is that he went back
to basics; ART= TRUTH and nothing
can be truer or more basic than a
Campbell's tomato soup can ergo,
SOUPCAN=ART. or logically
transposed, vice-versa, right there for
everyone to see. Others may argue what
is ART without BEAUTY? Well, beauty
is in the eye of the observer, supposedly.
The tomato soup can evokes, for
example, stolen sick days home from
school, the scalding soup administered
by an adoring mother with lovely
saltines, and if one were truly sick, a
dollop of cream. So by the time we get to
his in-series portraits of Marilyn, the

evocations become more heady and
muskier.

Religion has fallen out of the Arts
several centuries ago, nobody is
illustrating bible scenes, archangels and
halos are out. We discovered that Art
was not necessarily romantic beauty,
Chopin, Swan Lake and all that, but that
beauty resides also in familiar everyday
switch-ons, or in the beautifully painted
put-ons of Magritte, for example, or
Warhol.

The most important thing to have
happened on the art scene this month
was Vaughn Gibson's second first prize
in the annual Hemingway Short Story
contest. Five years ago he won the first
prize, last year the second prize. There
were more than 400 manuscripts
submitted and this year they came from
as far away as Switzerland, Puerto Rico
and Alaska. A distinguished panel of
judges read the stories blindfolded as it
were, the author's name removed and
replaced by a number. Gibson took the
additional precaution (why?) of writing
under a pseudonym. His reaction was,
"tell them that $1000 prize money will
buy me time for my in-the-works novel.
"Three cheers from all of us Vaughn;
keep at it! The little title incidentally is
"The Dark Side of the Moon" and it
treats of an AIDS victim.

WHAT'S HAPPENING IN THE LOWER KEYS

Just My Opinion

You may have noticed that there was no
Solares Hill available in July. That's
because we all came down with a severe
attack of laziness and took a vacation.

Vacation's over now so I guess I'll go
back to bed - and breakfast. The reason for
my going back to B&B is a demand from a
number (well, five, anyway) of my readers
that I do so. Also, they want me to take a
strong anti-B&B position. I told them that I
had written concerning the subject earlier
and that it had appeared in "Just My
Opinion" in April this year. They all assured
me that they were regular readers of my
column but must somehow have missed it in
April.

Be that as it may, I think I'm about to
lose five steady (except for April) readers. I
simply cannot take an adamant stand against
what I would consider "Bed and Breakfast".
However, I will state that I am opposed to
anyone operating a hotel and calling it "Bed
and Breakfast".

We really need a legal definition of "Bed
& Breakfast", and that definition should
come from the County Commision and/or
the State Legislature.

Once the phrase has been defined, it will
be a lot easier for local government to

establish rules concerning that activity,
including where such activity shall be
permitted and where it shall not.

When I say that I cannot,in all honesty,
adamantly oppose all B&B activities, I will
admit that I am probably somewhat
persuaded by nostalgia. When I was child
and even a young man, there were many
areas in the Northeast that were generally
considered "summer resorts".

These areas were largely seashore,
mountains, and some just pastoral or rural
areas - places to vacation away from the
cities where so many lived and worked.

In the pastoral areas, the farmers (not all
of them) took in summer boarders who
would eat heartily, sleep late, ride the
country lanes on horseback or in carriages,
swim and fish in local lakes and streams and
generally rest and relax for a week or two.

, Those who were not enamored of the
quiet bucolic scene would arrange for room
and board in very large houses in the
seashore areas where there were street after

street of such houses, and also a few hotels.
The houses all had very large porches or
verandahs furnished with numerous rocking
chairs for the use of the paying guests. The
guests didn't do much riding around but,
rather, strolled on the beach or boardwalk,
swam or "bathed" in the ocean, where there
were ropes for the non-swimmers, and
small children played in the sand. The adult
males liked to watch the pretty girls strolling
(well covered) on the beach or boardwalk,
while their wives watched the children and
also kept a suspicious eye on their husbands
who had their eyes on something else.

Very similar conditions prevailed in
mountain resorts, where there were usually
lakes and streams and row boats. In the
evenings, young adults sang and danced to
music provided by the hosts' wind-up
phonograph (no radios yet) or music
provided by themselves. Most of the adults
could play the piano, and pianos were as
prevalent then as TV's are now. Banjo,
violin and mandolin were also popular
instruments.

There were no parking problems because
even the few who had cars really didn't trust
them very much, especially for any jaunt
past 10 miles or so.

Most of the gas lights were turned off in
the boarding houses by midnight. Wild

Along the Lower Keys

It has been a very busy summer on the
county government scene. The county
commission has been averaging three to four
days of meetings for about six weeks straight
lately, dealing with Land Use Plan (LUP)
text change proposals, map change
proposals, budget workshops, special
meetings and regular meetings.

The Monroe County Planning
Commission recently wrapped up an
exhausting schedule of hearings on the text
and map change requests ~ approximately
500 separate items. The Planning
Commission members - Mary Kay Reich,
Ed Kloski, Jean de St. Croix, Michelle
Keevan and chairmen Timothy Koenig —
deserve a collective community "thank you"
for their innumerable hours of work on the
six-month review of the LUP. Their findings
and recommendations have been invaluable
to the county commission which must make
the final decisions -- determining what
amendments and changes are incorporated
into the plan.

Ever item passed by the county
commission must still face review by the
Department of Community Affair (DCA) in
Tallahassee -- the state agency charged with
overseeing the county's critical concern
status and its LUP. The DCA, even under the
new Martinez administration, shows every
sign of taking a firm stand on the important

issues. By appealing a number of the
commission's actions since November the
DCA has put the county on notice that the
close scrutiny will continue.

The most volatile issue in the current
round of amendments to the plan has been
the Bed and Breakfast controversy. Dozens
of letters - both pro and con — have flooded
local newspapers. It has pitted neighbor

against neighbor, becoming such an
emotional issue because' it affects people
where they live. Even the Spring term
Monroe County Grand Jury has investigaged
the situation, saying that B&B's have a
valuable place in providing an alternative for
the traveling public, but that place is not in
single-family residential subdivisions.
Unfortunately, that's where most of the
handful of B&B operations exist. One senses
that the county commission's recent 4-1 vote
to drop the proposed B&B amendment from
consideration in this round of LUP revisions
is just one battle in a long war. B&B
operators face a tough, uphill struggle at this
point. County Attorney Lucien Proby has
declared B&B's illegal in residential areas,
recommending that they apply for relief
under the LUP's cumbersome procedure for

vested rights. For many of them, that will be
difficult to prove, since there was no legal
provision for B&B in residential areas under
the old code, and none exists under the new
plan. Till then, all eyes will be on the
county's code enforcement division for its
response to the situation.

Several B&B operators have already
received warning letters from the State
Attorney's office. With no state statute
specifically providing for B&B, the
operations fall under statute 509 — the state
regulations governing hotels, motels and
guest houses. The licensing and inspection
requirements of statute 509 are practically
impossible for residential B&B's to meet.

Meanwhile, the county commissioners
have been put on notice that another
government agency will be watching their
actions much more closely. The Federal
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA)
overseas local compliance and participation in
the National Flood Insurance Program. At a
recent meeting with the commission, FEMA
officials took exception with the pattern Of
flood plain construction variances being
granted by the commission, frequently over
its own staff recommendations. The FEMA
officials apparently surprised the commission
by actually zeroing-in on a half dozen of the
more questionable variances. The
commission was warned that by continuing
that pattern of disregarding the flood
management regulations, they are
jeopardizing the entire county's continued
participation in the federally subsidized flood

parties were unknown. Any hankypanky
that occurred was preceded by romantic
strolls in the moonlight and swinging in a
porch swing. Booze did not play a big part
in these middleclass resorts and drugs were
practically unknown.

Those were indeed the "innocent days".
The young men feared irate fathers and the
young ladies feared pregnancies and their
fathers. The pill, like TV, radio and
electronically magnified noise, was not yet
with us.

Summer vacations did precipitate a few
hurry-up weddings in spite of innocence
and fears, but love-making in those days
was inspired by sentiment and romance
rather than incredible noise - so - no one
suffered, other than the bride and groom,
and that came later.

As I write this, I begin to realize that my
nostalgic memories may have led me astray.
Perhaps the anti-B&B people are correct.
We have lost our innocence and serenity and
have gained heavy auto traffic, the pill, and
electronic magnification of so-called music.

Young couples can no longer stroll in the
moonlight - they'd be mugged. There's no
safe, quiet place for a couple to experience a
sentimental "romance so it had to be
abandoned in favor of mass mating rituals

known as "spring break", and who wants
the noise and uproar of spring break in
residential neighborhoods?

The old-time vacationer came by train
and trolley, and - they were largely
middle-aged. Now they're young,
exuberant, noisy, and travel by cars and
even motor cycles.

But - let's face it - would the spring
breakers really be looking for B&B's as a
proper place to relieve their tensions? Are
they really going to invade the Keys where
the beaches are largely made of stone rather
than sand? Somehow I doubt it.

But in spite of my doubts, it would still
be wise to look at the B&B situation closely
and enact carefully thought-out, restrictive
laws governing such projects. Remember
that, in the days of my nostalgic memories,
the population of our country was probably
less than half of what it is today, and only
the upper class and upper middle class
could afford to go to vacation resorts.

The lower middle class - clerks and
blue-collar workers who were fortunate
enough to have relatives on a farm (there
used to be a lot of family farms) would visit
the farm, and the rock-bottom poor had no

' vacations. No, they weren't on welfare, that
hadn't been invented yet either, they just
toiled endlessly from early childhood to the

grave and were more interested in the next
meal than the impossible dream of vacation.

Anyway, why can't we have certain
residential areas zoned in such a manner that
no commercial, industrial, or agricultural
enterprise or business of any kind may be
conducted therein? After all, every American
has the right to pursue happiness even when
such happiness can pnly be found in' an
exclusively residential neighborhood. It
should be recognized as a duty of
government to protect those whose pursuit
of happiness includes quiet, peaceful
serenity in their homes.

It is also the duty of government to
protect the rights of those whose pursuit of
happiness includes operating a B&B, but
government must recognize that the
enterprise cannot be conducted any place the
entrepreneurs desire nor, necessarily, in the
manner he or she desires, and the operation
must be limited as to size, impact on traffic,
parking, etc.

Remember - the Constitution gives you
the right to swing your fist - but not too
close to your neighbor's nose!

insurance program. No flood insurance
means no bank loans for construction.
FEMA officials will soon be conducting a
community assessment survey with particular
emphasis on the county's enforcement of the
flood management regulations, especially
illegal enclosures beneath houses on pilings.

Amidst all of this the county commission
is wrestling with a proposed budget that is
nine million dollars more than current
spending levels. The tentative budget would
require a tax miliage increase of more than
37% over the roll-back rate (the miliage
required to raise the same revenue as last
year). Budget-cutting is under way.

And rapidly approaching is October 4

when voters county-wide (including Key
West) will be faced with two tax referendum
questions: a 1% tourist impact tax on
overnight accommodations with the revenue
earmarked 50/50 for the Land Authority and
for property tax relief, and a 1 % local option
infrastructure sales tax for five years to fund
a long list of capital improvements. It is time,
say the commissioners, that we shift some of
the tax burden from the local residents to the
tourists.

was enormous and showed no signs of
being reduced. Charges that there is "no
communication;" that "he tells-you one
thing and does another;" that their's is an
"adverserial relationship;" that "he does
not support the local artists;" that he is
"rude, untruthful, arrogant and looks
down on us" predominated.

Nor is this attitude of disenchantment
limited to our area. In San Antonio where
Parvan was Director of the San Antonio
Festival there were negative voices raised.
Gilbert Denman, President of the first San
Antonio Festival, Paul Ready, the
secondPresident and current President
Linda Rourke were consistent in their
strong criticism of Parvan's budget
overruns. When Parvan left, the San
Antonio Festival was many hundreds of
thousand dollars in the red~a debt which
has been reduced to approximately
$200,000 today.

Most interestingly, however, all had
praise for his abilities to put together and
pull off an exciting festival. There appears
to be little doubt that Parvan is a superb
impresario. Certainly people like myself
in Key West have been very appreciative
of his abilities to produce exciting

entertainment. And The Festival of the
Continents could knock our socks off if it
comes off. I remain very impressed with
Parvan's desire to produce Aida at Ft.
Taylor with Jimmy Buffet in a minor role
(it is uncertain if this spectacle is going to
occur, however).

I have no reason to doubt what
members of our local arts community
have reported to me. I have no reason to
doubt that Parvan has the capability to
bring off an exciting festival that would be
a big plus for the town. But a festival that
divides the town is undesirable. Can the
best be brought out of this controversial
impresario? Can the Key West Arts
Community get behind him?

Well, unfortunately, I've heard some
poeple who've stated that "gulf can not
be crossed & they will have nothing
further to do with Parvan. They feel that
the festival will never come off & good
riddance to it.

But suppose that Richard Heyman and
members of his board seriously
intervened and tried to heal or at least
smooth over this breach. Suppose that a
liason person acceptable to the board & to
the estranged members of the arts
community were to create & maintain a

dialogue. Since Parvan (and his business
associate Margaret Pent) have not
established any rapport with these people,
might not an ombudsman be a step
towards a solution?

I remain optomistic that with proper
channeling, Parvan's talent could give us
a fine festival and almost everyone would
be the better for it. He appears to be
keeping an eye on expenses and operating
within his budget. But without some
remedial measures being taken soon the
bitterness between Parvan & too many
members of our town will become
permanently entrenched and to no one's
benefit.

It would be nice to establish a forum
column to which readers could write &
address specific columnists on issues with
which they agree or disagree. We have a
letter to a columnist with a short reply in
this issue. If you feel like writing in,
please do.

A tip of the hat to Michael Whalton for
pulling off an extraordinarily successful
Hemingway Days Festival.

PRE-ELECTION COMMENTARY
By Bill Westray

The announcement by Mayor Tom
Sawyer that he would not run for reelection
because his employers were forcing him to
either give up the mayor's job or give up his
executive position at First Federal Savings
and Loan was a shocker. Announcements by
Charles "Sonny" McCoy that a group of
about 20 of his friends had "drafted" him to
run again, and by former mayor Richard
Heyman that the illness that caused him to
step down two years ago had vanished and
that he wanted to run again left us breathless
and unbelieving.

The grapevine has it that developer
interests had found Tom Sawyer too
"middle-of-the road" to be tolerated for
.another term. Many of his 1985 supporters
felt he failed to fit the mold cast by former
Mayor McCoy. However, we had found
Tom to be refreshingly "fair" in presiding at
commission meetings and performing other
mayoral duties, and were inclined to want
him to remain for another term or two.

We should not have been surprised to see
McCoy back on the scene. The "concrete
coalition" and its followers had served notice
that it intended to sweep the moderates out of
office in the city as they had done in the
county last year. McCoy obviously is the
leader who not only fits the mold but made
the mold. We find him too much to stomach
again. He is the mayor who fought for high
rises, took our waterfront away from the
people and replaced it with hotels and
condominiums. He allowed development on
Rest Beach and ignored the long standing
easements that would have extended South
Roosevelt Boulevard from Bertha to White
Street. We believe that we might have had
renourishment of Smathers Beach approved
years ago if McCoy and his friends had not
tried to tie replenishment of Smathers Beach
to enlargement of Rest Beach at public
expense for the benefit of condominium
developments out there...a classic example
of special interests drinking at the public
trough.

McCoy's role in giving away the city
golf course for peanuts (about 50 cents per
square foot) is well known, and it failed to
produce the "championship" golf course
touted by McCoy and his friends. McCoy's
efforts to solve our sewer system problem

failed miserably. The $16 million bond issue
he floated in 1980 repaired a few pumping
stations and provided sewer lines and new
streets for all the new development along
Rest Beach. Conversely, it failed to provide a
new treatment plant, outfall system, and the
needed collector and force mains now being
installed. After the Navy/GSA gave the city a
large part of Tank Island for a sewer
treatment plant, McCoy apparently gave it
back, allowing it to become a candidate for
use as a plush hotel and marina. McCoy
personally promised that he would maintain
the sewer rates for small homeowners at
about or under $5 per month, but. that
assurance fizzled; almost as soon as he left
office, the homeowners' sewer rates were
forced up to $20 per month, and according to
the latest sewer system studies are destined to
go much higher.

The Resource Recovery Plant at the
dump on Stock Island in our opinion was
another fiasco. It never worked properly. It
was supposed to compost garbage and
sludge from the sewer plant into salable
fertilizer and segregate cans and other metals
into profitable scrap. It never did either
successfully and became a million dollar
white elephant.

From our viewpoint, McCoy had some
redeeming characteristics. The revitalization
of Duval Street in the "Downtown 76"

project was, on balance, commendable.
McCoy's decisiveness in emergencies was
his finest characteristic; for example his
takeover of the city's finances when a former
city manager ran us broke and unable to meet
payroll, as well as his takeover of City
Electric during the brownouts following the
failure and outage of our three largest
generators, were outstanding performances.

However, the monstrous impacts of
almost all the major development of the last
few years had their inception during
McCoy's 10-year reign as mayor. The
present city commission has been struggling
trying to correct and deal with the problems
caused by this excessive development. Many
of our old time residents are packing up and
moving out. Hardly a week goes by without
someone we know having sold out and left.

We are afraid that bringing McCoy back
would be a throw back to giving the condo
builders whatever they want...the remaining
shoreline, the salt ponds, the high rises, the
noisy commercial jets, the traffic snarls.

We would prefer to see Sawyer remain.
The last two years have seen refreshing
movement by the city commission to govern
in the interest of all the people, not just the
vested few insiders.

Although we are still very upset by some
of Richard Heyman's decisions as mayor,
we are mindful that he created a capable,

legendary "sportsman." And the patron
saint of conservation, James Audubon,
often shot birds from sunrise to sunset —
not for study, but merely to see how high he
could make the pile.

Hemingway is not the first novelist whose
fame was instrumental in the enrichment
of a town. Sinclair Lewis was despised
when he wrote Main Street until he became
world famous and the town fathers of Sauk
Centre, the model for the book, realized he
was a lucrative "draw."

We're lucky to have not one, but a whole
group of famous writers to celebrate. This

t is not only good for business, it gives the
arts the attention they deserve. In France,
authors are accorded the same star status as
athletes are in the United States. Key West
is setting an example for the rest of our
nation.

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Commentary

On Monday, July 13, Key West
witnessed the premier of a new play, The
Lost Generation, written by Hilary
Hemingway and Jeffry Freundlich, a
husband-and-wife team best known for
screenplays. The production, hosted by the
Red Barn Theatre, was made possible by
the Hemingway Days Festival and Burger
King.

The play is set in Paris in the 1920's and
focuses upon four historical characters:
Gertrude Stein, Alice B. Toklas, Ernest
Hemingway and Ernest's first wife, Hadley
Richardson.

(By the way, Woody Allen did a brilliant
parody of the Lost Generation era, "A
Twenties Memory," to be found in his
collection of comic pieces, Getting Even,
published by Warner Paperback Library.
This is a good example of how a genius
writes about geniuses.)

The Lost Generation, in its present form,
does not quite seduce us or apprehend the
profound. But the writers have taken the
noteworthy risk of departing from many
popular concepts of what constitutes
entertainment.

Gide and Cocteau did it with classical
themes, using the myths of antiquity as
points of departure, devices which distill a
contemporary aesthetic. Perhaps Ms.
Hemingway and Mr. Freundlich will
consider this approach for further
development of their play, finding a point of
departure so that the dramatic burden does
not depend so much upon historical interest.

There is some good writing, especially in
the scenes with Hadley and Alice. The
authors seem, to have avoided a truly
insolent penetration of the subject. It is
confined to quirky mannerisms, the
bombastic pontifications of Stein, and
speeches by Hemingway which are deadpan
and poetic in turn.

The play relies heavily upon audience
fascination for the characters. The best of
the ideas, borrowed from Stein,
Hemingway and Toklas (who was a better
writer than Gertrude -- read her wonderful
cookbook) make for moments of
amusement. We see these ghosts move
about and hear them say their lines, and if
our interest in them is more than superficial
the play does not drag. (It is also short.)

But, what about viewers who know little
of the subjects? This, then, may be an area
which needs further work. There is an
attempt here to create a sense of wonder. I
think that it can be carried further. Another
play, The Apollo of Belloc, by Jean
Girandoux, is a superior example of how
magical effects can be achieved by simple
means within a short work. (I'd love to see
that classic done in Key West!)

More of the psychological tension in The
Lost Generation should erupt into action.

One awkward incident: When
Hemingway bounds into the Stein presence
to announce the birth of his son, his wife
follows immediately with The infant. In

those times women routinely spent several
days in hospital after giving birth. I know
that the authors have chosen to disdain a
natural time unity, and that this is a common
device in today's theatre. But, in this case, it
seems to provide an unintended meandering
into the Theater of the Absurd.

Some words about the production.
I have only praise for the gifted director,

Susan Hawkins, and the talented cast: Joy
Hawkins as a peppery and endearing Stein;
Rita Bruckner-Brown as the interestingly
tilted Alice Toklas; Majorie Paul-Shook as
the tragic, flapperish Hadley Richardson;

and Criag Biondi very neatly as
Hemingway. The skilled people behind the
scenes: Stage Manager Fred Andrews,
Master Electrician John Dickinson,year.
Costumer Edee Mathews, and Lucile
Kravitz the Properties person. (And if I've
forgotten anyone, my apologies.)

The Lost Generation is a work-in-
progress and I assume that the playwrights
hoped this production would inspire
criticism pro and con. My comments are
not intended to imply that the play was
unworthy of the Festival. On the contrary,
risk taking of this sort is very desirable.
There is talk that Mr. Freundlich and Ms.
Hemingway will submit a new work next
year. This prospect is exciting. They have
time to get their acts together.

The Hemingway Days Festival is a
commercial venture designed to foster
tourism in the "Dead" summer season. Our
business community, which makes the
Festival possible, deserves much praise for
going beyond the purely commercial angles.
Festival director Michael Whalton tells me
that he has signed many checks for local
performing, visual, and technical artists.
Bravo! I would also like to mention that the
idea for the street dramatic performances
originated with the ever-resourceful Rae
Coates.

I have a few suggestions for next year's
Street Carnival. More music, please. Even
a few merchants setting up roof-top
speakers here and there would be an
improvement. Visitors perked up visibly
whenever they encountered music — even a
ghetto blaster which someone had perched
near a sidewalk. I noticed that a good
number of ethnic food vendors were
attracted from outside Key West. Why not
summon a few street musicians? Only one
per block would do much to enliven the
event. Perhaps we could even find these
people locally. (Is it too much to hope that
the Key West High School band might
perform?)

To enhance the visual effect, clowns
moving up and down Duval Street would be
nice for the younger visitors. How about
inexpensive prizes for all the children in
costume? And a costume contest for
grown-ups? In order to be eligible for a

prize, let adult entrants be required to visit
the shops of sponsoring merchants. This
would force them to become part of the
Carnival and would guarantee added
spectacle throughout the two days for
relatively little cost.

But on to another matter.
On July 19 the Key West Citizen

published a reader's letter which expressed
strong feelings about the Festival's choice to
honor Ernest Hemingway, saying, among
other things: "A lot of his writing was
crap." The letter went on to point out
glaring character flaws in the so-called Great
Man. (I would normally answer a letter in
the Citizen by my own letter to that
publication. But this touches upon the
subject at hand.)

Much of the problem with Hemingway
stems from people confusing the man with
his art. Many famous artists were
befuddled in their personal morals:
obnoxious, egotistical, brutal, petty, crude,
racist. For example, Richard Wagner was
an anti-semite. Because of that, and
because he was Hitler's favorite composer,
some Jews will not listen to his music. He
was, however, one of the greatest
composers of all time. As generations pass,
Wagner's character flaws will be of interest
only to historical novelists and scholars.

I suspect that I wouldn't have cared for
Hemingway. And I am absolutely positive
that he wouldn't have liked me. But what
does that matter? He is dead. All that is left
are his books and stories, the people who
knew him, and those countless articles,
biographies and essays which have been
produced in the last sixty years.

What about his work? Does it deserve
the acclaim it receives? What makes a
reputation?

For one thing, there is the effect which a
writer has upon his peers. If professional
influence is any measure of worth,
Hemingway is the most important writer of
our century. And that is saying a lot,
considering the many literary giants who
have appeared in our time. More modern
writers have been influenced by
Hemingway than any other contemporary
author.

If a person creates only one masterpiece
he is a great artist. Hemingway produced at
least two novels which are considered
masterpieces even by most of his detractors,
and a series of brilliant short stories which
are unsurpassed in English or any other
language. .

If only his story, "A Clean, Well-Lighted
Place," or "The Snows of Kilimanjaro," or
"The Short Happy Life of Francis
Macomber," had survived, he would still be
worthy of his fame.

Hemingway couldn't spell? Neither
could Faulkner, or Tennessee Williams.
It's odd, but writers of genius are often
weak on spelling and even grammar.

The writer of the indignant letter is a
champion of animals, and Hemingway was
a hunter, a killer of animals for fun. Perhaps
objectivity is too much to expect in such a
case.

It is always a mistake to judge the
citizens of the past by our more enlightened
standards. Theodore Roosevelt was also a

HOLISTIC
HEALING: JOAN
PRIESTLEY

Not long ago, holistic physician Joan
Priestley attended a medical conference. It
was not just a conference of holistic
physicians; Joan found herself in the middle
of a group of allopathic, or traditional,
doctors who were somewhat sceptical of her
brand of medicine. "I was talking with them
about using nutrients instead of drugs in my
practice, and they asked me, "How on earth
can you treat disease with nutrients? How
can you find a satisfying practice?" I said,

"Well, there is one drawback to this kind of
medicine: I'm constantly dependent on an
influx of new patients." When asked why,
she replied that when people with illnesses
followed her suggestions as to a beneficial
course, they were very often well after only
a few visits to her office — so there was no
need for them to come back. Recalling the
conversation, Joan laughs. "The look on
those doctors' faces was just priceless ~
like "I should have such problems with my
patients." That was fun"

Joan Priestley has been practicing
holistic medicine in Key West for just over a
year. She and her husband, Marty Price,
originally came to the island two and a half
years ago, running from a cold snap that
threatened to spoil the camping vacation
they were enjoying before taking up
high-powered jobs in Los Angeles.

They never made it to L.A. Instead,
they fell in love with Key West and bought
a house. "This is a real light center," Joari
says of the island. "It's a tremendous
community for holistic medicine, for
spiritually-oriented people. We have the
Unity Church down here, we have the
Course in Miracles, the Sanctuary,
INSIDEOUT, we have Dale Alexander's
office. This little island supports five health
food stores. There's a wonderful, close-knit
network here. It was the perfect opportunity
for me."

Although her interest in spiritual matters
began before medical school, Joan was
trained as a traditional physician. However,
she gradually became uncomfortable with
the kind of medicine she saw around her. "I
saw a lot of inappropriate medicine
practiced. Inappropriate medicine coupled
with ineffective medicine made me feel like I
had just wasted a lot of time, and I left the
profession after two years of residency."

It was actually former patients who
re-awakened her interest in healing several
years later. "Some old patients shoved some
books in my hands," she says, "and it let
me see that there was more out there than
what I had been trained for." Joan smiles.
"My patients have been educating me for
years."

In turn, Joan has been healing her
patients. In accordance with her definition
of holistic medicine, when someone comes
to see her Joan examines more than just
symptoms — she questions them about their
lifestyles and life situations, their attitudes
about themselves and spiritual outlook, diet
and exercise patterns, and the supplements
they may or may not be taking. She believes
illness can have many complicated causes
and that those caused must be found,
instead of masked by treating only the
symptom. "It (illness) can be emotional,
environmental, allergies that are
unsuspected, it can be dietary imbalances or

deficiencies that most doctors aren't trained
to recognize. So just prescribing pills for
people is real unsatisfying and ineffective."

Joan's daily practice involves treating
people who have a wide variety of ills
(including many with Candida, or yeast,
sensitivity), but she rarely prescribes
medication for them. Instead, she strongly
suggests they undertake a health-building,
whole foods, semi-vegetarian diet, and uses
nutrients to combat disease. "Nutrients
include vitamins, minerals, herbs, amino
acids. It's been worked out with a raft of
research about which nutrients seem to have
a beneficial effect on which diseases, so I
stock those nutrients and that's what I use
for people. I'm really coming to feel that all
chronic disease has a nutritional basis."

She has had special success with her
AIDS prevention/AIDS management
program. The cornerstones of this treatment
consist of the patients making dietary
changes, lifestyle changes like practicing
safe sex and giving up alcohol and drugs,
and taking supplements that are selected for
being immune system stimulators. The most
important aspect of the program, however,
is an attitudinal one: she works on the
patients' ability to love themselves, suggests
that they utilize visualizations and meditation
on their own as a way of de-stressing, and
encourages use of Louise Hay's tapes and
involvement in the local Living Circle
group. The results of the regimen, Joan
reports, have been much more favorable
than she has expected.

Joan believes the first step in healing —
not only for people with AIDS, but for
those with most illnesses — is "loving
yourself enough to allow a transformation in
your body to take place." She's very
interested in helping her patients participate
in their own healing through attitude
changes. "There's never been more
gratifying medicine," she says of her
nutritional therapies, "but I'm beginning to

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there is no doubt that a growing number of
crack cocaine addicts support their
addictions by robbing and burglarizing us.
1986 arrests for burglary alone jumped up
by about 50 percent.

We drive slowly along Petronia between
Whitehead and Thomas. There's a lot of
unemployment here; a lot of folks out in
streets trying to keep cool. We pass the
barber shop where sometimes crack dealers
sit on empty blue milk boxes and sell their
wares.

We're trolling.
"See that guy on the bench over there?

He's waiting to make a sale, I'll bet you."
We turn into Terry Lane, between Petronia
and Olivia, where a young black man sits
talking with some older men across the
narrow street.

Captain Lastres knows everyone but the
young man. After tentative greetings are
exchanged, Lastres shows his badge and
begins checking the ground trash
surrounding the bench. Often, he explains
later, dealers hide the gravel-like crack
cocaine in a paper bag or wrap it in a
napkin and lay it under the bench making
possession difficult to prove.

Finding nothing in the trash, Lastres and I
get back into his car and move on. "I'll bet
he had it in his pockets," the Captain says.
Seems to me that the fellow was sitting on
the wrong bench at the wrong time, but
we'll never know. We had no right to
search him.

Police work is ninety-five percent
frustration.

THE GREAT CHECK CASHING
SNAFU

Let me tell you a little about Captain
Lastres.

If you're familiar with the late John D.
MacDonald's Travis McGee, you already
know George Lastres. His shoulders may
not be as broad as McGee's and Lastres1

eyes are brown, not blue. But with his
tanned skin, his strong, smart, honest and
caring demeanor, this Key West detective is
as close to Travis as I'll ever get in real life.

Lastres is a third generation Conch, his
grandparents coming from Cuba and Spain.
At 51 he's been on Key West's Police Force
26 years. So when Chief Larry Rodriguez
retired and Deputy-Chief Catala appointed
Lastres to Captain, this new chief of
detectives was ready. "Together we looked
at the Key West narcotics problem and
realized it was awesome," Lastres
remembers. "Illegal drugs were so rampant
and flagrant we took what money we had
earmarked for drug buys and got busy." By
late April Captain Lastres' men had made 80
arrests, 33 of those for the sale of cocaine.

"We had them on the run. We had it pretty
well cleaned up when we completely ran out
of money." Incredible as it sounds, the
policemen went to write checks for new
investigative funds, money needed to pay
informers and make buys, and found that
only ex-chief Rodriguez was authorized to
sign. And Rodriguez wasn't around
anymore. While they waited for new
authorization permission from the city

commission, narcotics investigations
stopped.

It was July before new authorization
came.

Now Lastres needs more detectives. "With
only eight men, we're stretched thin," he
says. "Especially considering that one of my
men is unavailable, assigned to the JAIL
unit, and two have their hands full with
seven internal affairs investigations."

Most frustrating to Lastres is his inability
to forcefully attack illegal narcotics again.
With a recent rash of car burglaries -
probably caused at least in part by cocaine
addicts needing money for drugs - even
Defectivesergeants Gary Armstrong and Ed
Brost, both veterans of the narcotics war,
have been assigned other areas.

Captain Lastres hopes that the city
commission will vote him two more
detectives starting in October. In the
meantime, our drive around Bahama Village
shouts the needs.

We pass an abandoned house at 807
Thomas Street. "One night," Lastres says,
"we arrested a big fat guy named Hill from
Tampa here, but after looking through all
the trash we couldn't find the rocks. Then,
on a hunch, I flashed my light up under the
porch and there it was, a bag with 30 rocks
taped to the underside," Lastres savors the
memory for a moment. "He got 44 months
probation. Now they're looking for him to
send him to jail for not reporting."

Lastres' men recently closed down 806
Thomas, a house with six apartments, every
one rented to a drug dealer.

TOMMY GUNS AND DOMINOS

We pass 309 Petronia. Here, day and
night, dealers hang around on the sidewalk
as people drive up on bicycles or in cars,
make their buys and go on their way. Some
afternoons around 4:30 the place gets
crowded with white construction workers
who drive in with their trucks to score a
beer and some rocks.

As we continue driving Captain Lastres
points out an abandoned house on Emma
and the deserted school grounds across the
street, both used by dealers.

Without doubt, making narcotics arrests is
dangerous work. Some dealers search
customers to see if they're wired, wearing a
bug. "If they find out who you are, they can
hurt you real fast." None of Lastres' men
have been seriously hurt so far, but just last
Friday there was word of machine guns at
114B and 116 Geraldine. "Miami boys,"
Lastres says, under his breath.

We drive by the New Lounge on Emma
between Julia and Virginia where on Friday
and Saturday nights crack cocaine is sold
freely on the sidewalk. Across the street sits
a white Ford belonging to a guy named Rob
who's been tied in to 250 rocks of crack and
goes to trial soon.

Citizens of Bahama Village are outraged
by this blatant and open criminal activity.
And with the markets at Pearle all but closed
down, more dopers than ever are coming
here. For years people would gather-around
the tables and benches at the corner of Julia
and Thomas for dominos and gossip.
Recently, drug dealers operating in front of"

Remus Bar half a of block down Julia
prompted people to ask that the benches and
tables be moved if nothing could be done
about the illegal drug dealing.

THE CUBAN CONNECTION

Driving across town to White Street,
Captain Lastres recalls a night-long
surveillance of Faro Sandwich Shop, a
Cuban restaurant in the 1100 block. "I was
laying on the roof of Pages Paint Store, next
door, and that stone roof left deep
indentations in my stomach which lasted
three days." He paused. "Never did make
an arrest that night."

Until recently, addicts could drive by Faro
and buy all the cocaine they could afford.
By evening, foot traffic in front of the
restaurant was impossible, there were so
many Cubans dealing.

After 10 arrests, one by Sgt. Brost
accounting for $2,000 worth of crack, Faro
is "pretty clean." Says Lastres, "You might
be able to make a buy there but it's not as
flagrant as it was."

A third area of concentrated drug action in
Key West is around Big Daddy's on
Truman. "I've made a lot of buys right out
in this alley," Lastres says, pointing to
Watson Street. "People come out from the
lounge to sell here and in the parking lot.
The owners cooperate with us; they call us
when they see syringes on the ground."

Inside this lounge just less than a year ago
Geraldo Rivera videographed a bust by
Florida Division of Alcoholic Beverage and
Tobacco undercover agents and showed the
world.

So it goes in Paradise.

A NEW CHANCE FOR KIDS

In April I reported how Sherrisse Noelle
and Debbie Dell, probation officers for
H.R.S.' Children, Youth and Family
Counseling Service, deal with kids arrested
for repeated burglaries, the vast majority
crack cocaine addicts. We learned about
young 70-pound junkies, school dropouts
near death from cocaine abuse.

I talked with Sherrisse again last week and
asked if the situation had changed since we
last spoke. "We're now seeing a lot more
kids from upper-class families," she
reported. "It used to be just Stock Island
and poorer kids. Now, no one's immune."

Sherrisse did point out that the new
adolescent program at Delphos is taking
drug addicted kids for rehabilitation, kids
who otherwise would have to wait for
openings in Miami and beyond.

Dr. Ron Ersay, Director of Delphos
Alcoholic and Drug Treatment Center, sees
the new adolescent program fulfilling a
major, need in the Lower Keys. Installing
the program with its 11 beds was not
without trauma, however. Several staffers
quit. "We have a close family here," said
Ersay, "and big changes like this cause
growing pains."

Marshall Wolf, Director of the Mental
Health Center, also is enthusiastic about the
new Delphos program. "It looks just great,"
he says. Wolf and his three full-time
clinicians are also on the front lines of the

drag wars, seeing "more and more" cocaine
abuse as time goes on.

To get the kids before they start using,
Charlette Ure's Informed Families was
moving into high gear when these articles
started. She recently explained that they are
close to their goal of having "Just Say No"
clubs in grades three and four in every
elementary school. "We'll teach these
youngsters what drugs are all about and to
say no to them," she says.

Ure claims that her organization is already
seeing changes in younger kids, "More
positive attitudes that drugs are bad."

"Remember," she says, "these kids are
seeing older kids and relatives using and
dealing. If we don't have a total reversal by
1990 I don't see any hope for the United
States."

1990

What about the future of drug abuse in
Key West? What will it be like here in
1990?

Mike Grodzinski says that as long as kids
have no hope, we're going to have drugs.
"Today, when our kids graduate from high
school, the best they can do here in Key
West is slightly above minimum wage. You
can't buy a house. The Great American
Dream is gone. It's no wonder kids get into
drugs. Today everybody lies to everybody.
Nuclear war looms over our heads. AIDS is
rampant."

Hopelessness. Grodzinski thinks that it
will just grow darker in the next two and
one half years. "Even I don't see anything
good in the future of the world besides
Jesus. The Bible says it's not going to get
any better."

Others, those who work with drugs and
drug addiction professionally, see changes
in type but not quantity of drugs used.
Sherrisse Noel says, "Maybe there'll be
another drug by 1990. LSD used to be big
here. Now it's virtually disappeared. But as
long as dealers make money selling drugs,
there'll be something."

That something will possibly be another
drug that we don't even anticipate today. At
least that's the opinion of Dr. Ron Ersay of
Delphos. He remembers a talk by Mark
Gold of Fair Oaks -originator of the 1 800
COCAINE Hot Line - in which Gold spoke
of the possibility by 1990 of seeing wide
use of a more concentrated form of heroin,
not injected but smoked, the kind that was
used in the early 70s by our troops in
Southeast Asia.

"That," says Ersay, "would be as
unexpected as cocaine was" pointing out
that coke had been around for years, used
only by a small group of heroin addicts who
would mix the cocaine with heroin to make
speedballs. "No one thought that cocaine
would be a widely used drug of abuse. It
was too expensive. Then they invented
crack."

DESIGNER DRUGS?

Sheriff Billy Freeman sees education as
the answer to our drug problem and,
coincidentally, to his chronically
overcrowded jail. "But," he says, "there's

no total solution by 1990." He does see
today's health kick an important trend away
from mind altering substances. "Perhaps
synthetic 'designer drugs' will be the big
thing by 1990," he says. (Note: Designer
drugs are mind altering substances which,
when modified chemically, can be
technically legal. One, called Ecstasy, is a
known killer.) "One thing sure," says the
Sheriff, "we'll have drugs of some kind
around until society gets fed up with them."

About designer drugs, Marshall Wolf
says, "I haven't seen a whole lot around
here but the Sheriff is real good at
forecasting." In spite of his clinic seeing
"more and more cocaine," Wolf believes
there's a trend to Key Westers getting
smarter about drugs. "I think we are just
beginning to see less cocaine abuse, with
people starting to get more heavily involved
in marijuana. They probably see marijuana
as a safe thing, which is a fallacy of
course."

And, as we've already read, JAIL's Jay
Rigdon sees the trend towards marijuana as
well.

Both Ruth Weinstein, the assistant public
defender who defended Candy Mense, and
Captain George Lastres just throw up their
hands when asked what would be
happening in 1990. Says Weinstein,
"Maybe it's the media or maybe it's the
police focusing operations on crack because
of the media, but we have a proliferation of
cases before us because of crack cocaine.
That's the only trend I see." Lastres, too, is
buried in the present epidemic of crack
cocaine and finds it difficult to see beyond.

Cocaine abuse costs Key Westers millions
of dollars, money to pay for health care, for
accidents, for absenteeism, for our
overcrowded jail, for more police, for.
crimes committed against us by cokeheads
trying to pay for their habits, for the
inevitable corruption drug money breeds,
even, some say, for housing costs driven up
by huge amounts of easy drug money.

Captain Jake Key, keeper of the county
jail, once said to me, "How would you feel
if your unemployed neighbor gives his
16-year-old son a brand new red Corvette?
What do you think your 16-year-old son
thinks?

Our community suffers from a contagious
disease. It takes but a concerned look to see
its effect as addiction spreads from family to
family, from neighborhood to
neighborhood.

I can't easily foget a meeting just a year
ago in the cafeteria at DePoo Hospital where
there was standing room only and all the
local glitterati in the political, educational,
public health and criminal justice hierarchy
spoke about crack cocaine and its threat to
local glitterati in the political, educational,
public health and criminal justice hierarchy
spoke about crack cocaine and its threat to
our children. "Just say no" was the
evening's password and we were all feeling
very self-righteous about this new evil in
town.

"They" were turning our community to
turmoil; "they" were paralyzing our legal
and criminal justice system. But we weren't
going to let "them get away with it."

Towards the end of the meeting Mayor
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Sawyer was calling for public response and,
from the far side of the room a guy by .the
name of Don said, "How can you expect to
fight this thing when every one of us here
knows how common cocaine use is in this
town among adults. Surely you've been at
parties where..." That was all I heard him
say before he got harumphed down.

At least that's the way I saw it.
