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THE FAMILY-SPIRITED DELI restau-
rant (on Simonton and Truman) has for
38 years been entwined with the lives
of Joan and John Bernreuter and their
family. Established first as a deli-
catessen, this restaurant has respond-
ed with a heart and a hearth for its
patrons.

The restaurant was first known as
the Delicatessen. However, its sign
was damaged during a hurricane, only

the Deli part surviving. John took this -

as a good omen, and Deli became the
restaurant's name.

THERE ARE.FIVE generations of Bern-
reuters who have thrived in Key West.
John's parents (Isabel and John Sr.)
moved to Nevada in 1930 when the Key
West navy base closed down. John was
then in third or fourth. grade at St.

John and Joan and family and the gang at the Deli:

IT WAS IN 1949 that he returned to

Key West with his wife and three child-

ren. His parents had preceded them by
a few months.

The original Key West Bernreuters
had come from Germany on one side of
the family and from the Bahamas and
Spain on the other.

JOHN ALSO TELLS of "Granny" who
would come for lunch regularly. She
had made mention of being a ghost writer
for a certain senator years back. When
a big political motorcade passed by,
and stopped on Truman at the Siboney
where she lived, John knew that Granny
was for real.

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units on pre-marked, taped areas on the
new carpet. The truck returned for

" more shelves as the workers in the old

rooms quickly filled all available
boxes. Soon, more boxes were needed.
There was only one thing to do and we
unloaded the boxes carefully on the
carpet so that they could be used
again. Back at.the old library,

0ld numbers were crossed out and new
ones added.

THE TERRAIN BETWEEN the two
libraries was not easy. From the
old to the new, a sidewalk extends
from the back door in a southerly
direction. A left turn at the
courthouse brings one to a crowded
parking lot. Across this and beyond,
lies the newly-packed marl of a
construction site which leads up an
abruptly steep grade of coral chunks

“to the cement drive curving up to the

entrance to the new library. (I wasn't
the only one to turn an ankle.)

SINCE THERE WERE not enough
volunteers to bridge this distance
with a book brigade, each of us-
carried boxes of books across it
many times. This caused more books
to pile up than there was shelving
space to accommodate them. Also,
shelves placed against the walls had
to be bolted in place and this was
time consuming.

OTHER SETS OF shelves were set up
in the pre-arranged plan, slanting off
ih parallel rows to the north-east,
in order that all of the aisles be
visible from the long, centrally-
located main desk. These were the
shelves for the works of fiction.

We started with authors whose names
began with A and formed lines of eight
or nine persons extending from the
book-1lined carpet. over to the shelves.’
Three or four books swiftly passed from
hand to hand. Somehow, I found myself

automatically reading each title of
- the book on top, before it was passed
on, but I had to read fast! Many of
the books were old friends, more were
not, but looked inviting, anyhow.
This went smoothly. When wrists and
backs began to ache, we found that
facing the other way in the line
seemed to ease the soreness by causing
opposing muscles to be used.

OCCASIONALLY, WE WOULD notice
tha? a bunch of John O'Haras worked
tbe1r way on a shelf in front of a
pllg of James Micheners.. At such
,a‘tlme, the line would stop moving, .
with each 6f us holding books in both
hands while those at the shelves slid
volumes down to make room for the
omitted ones.

IT WAS HECTIC, but on the whole,

'.it went well. Therée were not many

there but those who were there, worked
unbelievably hard and no one com-
plained. Sometimes, a book would

slip out of a tired hand, but it was
quickly recovered with a wry grin and
replaced in the correct order,

N THE LINE WAS constantly being
interrupted by the shelf and the box
carriers who sometimes just missed
getting "booked to death," as one of
our members aptly put-it.

THERE WERE ALL ages represented.
Several young girls worked as hard
(and more vigorously) than the older
women. It was hot work. Faces were
wet, backs were damp and hands were

moist. :

AROUND NOON.,. HUGE coolers were
carried in from the Yacht Club. Thay
were filled with sodas and diet colas
buried in ice. The library staff
provided hotdogs and rolls with
mustard and pickle relish for all. It

was an enjoyable break.

By mid-afternoon, the room began
to take on the aspect 6f a real
library and we looked at the full
shelves with great feelings of
accomplishment.

THE WORK WAS not nearly completed,

for it will continue all day tomorrow
and perhaps even the following day,
but'all will be in readiness for the
dedication ceremony, for which hand-
some invitations were sent out days
ago.

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Poetry Blends with Music
in Key West BY JODY ADAMS

POETS HAVE BEEN gathexring for years
in Key West to share their work in
public with interested listeners.

About eight years ago, Richard Marsh,

a poet, writer, and photogra}_?her,
formed a poetry group that first met at
the Red Doors on Caroline Street. Ed
Crusoe's sea poetry and Phoebe Coan's
sensitive spiritual verse were early
mainstays, as was Richard's own work.

ABOUT 1975, THE group moved to
the Guild Hall at 614 Duval where for
about six years it was an important
forum for original, creative, communi-
cative arts. Poetry was the focus but
original music and prose found exposure
there also. Sam Modica, an active
contributor in 1975 and 1976, once
acted out one of his own dreams in the
form of a skit.

THE MATERIAL WAS varied but the
accent was always on the original. The
readings were always open to anyone who
wanted to share their work and the time
available was divided equally. There
was ‘no admission charge and members
shared the cost of refreshments. Poets
who had books to cffer for sale were
free to do so. Audience size fluctu-
ated from four to about fifty with a-
core of regulars mingling their poetry
with the constant input from visitors
and new residents.

PEOPLE FOUND IN the informal yet
well organized readings, an opportunity
to share their poetry and other cre-
ations directly with a live audience
instead of depending on a publisher for
a reaction. Poets, who are involved
in an art form with limited opportunity
for exposure, found in these public yet

leadership of Jody Adams. Today, it is
thriving and active at Judy Lindell's
jewelry store, Mostly Magnificent, at
121 Duval Street under the name Key
West Poetry Guild.

THE MONTHLY MEETING is the first
sunday of every month at 8:00 p.m.
The following Saturday the group holds
an informal cookout at Clarence Higgs
Memorial Beach, between sunset and
11:00 p.m. There is no exact time
for the reading to begin and no fixed
time limit, just a picnic with poetry.
In addition to these two regularly
scheduled gatherings,they may meet
any number of times at homes, bars,
cafes or wherever a poet and a recep~

‘tive listener f£ind each other.

TONY KLEIN AND JAKE Riley have
shared in the master of ceremonies
and leadership duties extensively. A
lot of responsibility falls on the
monthly featured poet also. Ed and
Phoebe are still active regulars as

_are Alan Meese, Judy Lindell, Mark

Anthony, Quin O'Brien, and Gay Dalton.
Some long time members like Sheila
Body serve one of the most important
functions, - that of attentive and ‘
supportive listeners.

THIS YEAR, LINDELL and O'Brien,
better known in the group as God's
Little Admiral after one of his poems,
organized the First Annual Key West -
Prose and Poetry Festival from July 23
to 30. - Poets, writers, musicians and

. listeners met at various locations at

least once and sometimes twice a day.
Judy originated and sponsored. the
festival as a memorial to her mother
June. It will continue every year.
Welcome new material emerged during
this marathon, not only from new
contributors like Keith Vaughn Gibson,
a prose writer, but also new material
from regular poets.

IN JULY OF this year another new
arena for creativity developed at
Pepe's Cafe at 806 Caroline.

ARE YOU TIRED of dragging out the
garbage? Are you tired of dragging out
Fhe garbage the night before the morn-
ing the garbage isn't scheduled to be
bicked up? Are you tired of picking
up garbage on the morning after the
wrong night on which you put it out
and that the dogs have torn asunder?
If you enjoy all of the above, xead
no further. However, if garbage is
one of your primary frustrations, the
following suggestions may ameliorate
the problem.

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The Customs House Disgrace

R R e

OBSCENE GRAFFITI NOW plaster the
weary walls of the debris-littered,
bulky brick Customs House adjacent to
Mallory Square in Key West. It's a cry-
ing shame, says Bleth McHaley of Treasure
$alvors, that so historic a structure
is being treated with such reckless
abandon.

THE UNCUSTOMARY' TREATMENT of the
long-neglected building, built between
1888 and 1891 as a place where early
ship captains paid tariffs on their
cargoes, rankles McHaley and others who
believe the massive Customs House would
make a beautiful maritime museum. Mc-
Haley says the proud piece of Key West's
past, the major focal point along Key
West Harbor, also could house some of
the Spanish treasures plucked from the

ocean bottom by Mel Fisher's divers,
serving as a glittering calling card
for tourists.

"THIS IS HISTORY we're talking
about," explains Arturo Espinola, presi-
dent of the Latin-American Chamber of
Commerce of the Lower Keys, which strong-
ly supports the long-sought museum. "I'm
positive that many of the people who

perished in the many shipwrecks in the
Keys came from Cuba and Spain and lived
here in Key West," says Espinola, who
has conducted extensive genealogical
studies. "Many were members of my own
family." ‘

future of the graceful building--hailed
as Florida's best example of Romanesque
Revival style of architecture--the steady
sacking of the structure continues. Capt.
John Kraus of the schooner Western Union,
which berths behind the building, has
observed a steady stream of young van-
dals stealing into the structure to
conduct their senseless, malicious des-
truction. "They're local kids," Kraus
explains. ."If the local people want to
destroy that building why don't they

just give their kids sledge hammers and
let them go at it." :

IT LOOKS LIKE they already have.

skull and crossbones, the huge outline
of a marijuana cigaret with the message:
"Toke ‘it." A half-dozen crudely-painted
daggers dripping blood are accompanied
by "Long live Lucifer" and "Death to
ali.”

DEBORAH ANTONUCCI, EXECUTIVE direc-
tor of the Key West Redeveldpment
Agency, which according to plan is
destined to assume title to the building
from the federal government, admits the
building's security is her responsibili-
ty. "It's on naval property so I guess
we're responsible for it," she offers.
"our security guards make hourly checks,
but the location is more open to the
public than the rest of the annex. We

do the best we can." Antonucci calls

the Custom House, which also served as

a post office and courtrooms, "A very
grand structure. That's why the devel-
_oper is very interested in it."

INDEED, THE BRICK and terra cotta
atructure, known as "Building 91" dur-
ing its stint in the Navy, is a prime
ingredient in developer John Dent's
master plan to revitalize that portion
of Key West's deteriorating waterfront.
Dent, of Sarasota, doesn't oppose a
maritime museum: He just feels the agency

A w ougg wl
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can't sacrifice the Customs House as a
museum site. "If we gave that up," says
Dent, "there is no development. There
just is no other alternative. That whole
area is very critical to any viable
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development. The Customs House will be-
come the focal point of the area and
integrate the development into downtown."

STUDIES SHOW THAT Dent plans to
use the Customs House as a commons area
or lobby for a large hotel/marina com-
plex to be constructed behind the build-
ing which faces Clinton or Monument
Square. "Perhaps we can find a home for
a maritime museum elsewhere on the prop-
erty," he suggests. "You can eat away
at the proiject and try to satisfy every-
one's needs and pretty soon you don't
have anything left.”

HERSCHEL E. SHEPARD, a noted Jack-
sonville architect who has helped pre-
serve dozens of Florida architectural

i landmarks, including the 1902 Capitol

building in Tallahassee, tiptoed through
the glass-strewn Customs House late
last month. "This is absolutely a mag-
nificent building," he reported. "And
it's in great shape structurally. No
guestion about it."

SHEPARD SAYS HE wouldn't "rule out”
the possibility of using the building
as a hotel lobby. "But I'd sure want to
see how it was done. It's possible that
could be done while préserving the in-
tegrity of the structure.”

House, the Historic Key West Preserva-
tion Board is appealing to Washington

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to place the area surrounding it in an
historic district, which would estab-
1ish standards for the structure's de-
velopment. Already on the National
Register of Historic Landmarks, the
Customs House would be even further
safequarded under such a designation. .
MEL FISHER, IN his five-year effort
to occupy the Customs House, Says,
“There is no other building which so

reflects the seafaring tradition of
Key West." The site is perfect for his
museum: and cultural center reflecting
the Latin, Hispanic and Bahamian heri-
tage of the Keys. "And our treasule is
part of the cultural heritage of Key
West," Fisher adds. "It belongs in the
Customs House and nowhere else."

HIS NAME, BUFO Marinus, means
. aquatic toad, a swimmer. Bufo is Latin
for clown, which aptly describes his
appearance. '

HE IS HUGE, weighing up to ten
pounds due to his voracious appetite
for insects, reptiles, snakes, birds,
rats and without reservation other
Bufos. Other distinguishing features are
his greenish-brown variegated skin,
irregular and warty in texture, lined
with a white border that appears paint-
ed on by design. His underside is
white with a pleated skin; behind his
pronounced ears are the secretors of
his volatile venom. He ig a native of
the northern South American coast east
to the Amazon River, and thrives:iin:the
tain forest with its humidity and pro-
digious amount of water.

HE WAS BROUGHT to this country in
the early 50's by people who considered
him anexotic and esoteric pet. They
tired of him and let him loose. He
again became wild and sought his natur-
al environment, the rain forest. He is
an adept swimmer; we surmise that he
possibly swam from Dade County to the
Keys to seek the proper environment.

SOUTHERN FLORIDA IS perfect for
him. You will not £ind him north of
Palm Beach because that area lacks the
humidity and temperature needed. Bufo
is in the Keys and multiplying rapidly.

_tion reptile.

HE IS WITH us to stay. If he were
larger, he could pose a threat to an
adult man; as he is, his venom is a
sure threat to small children.

1. Your animal is staggering or
down on its side attempting with ex-
treme difficulty to breathe;

2. its pupils are constricted;

3, it is foaming at the mouth,
with profuse salivation;

4, it has a blue tongue;

5. it is having convulsions.

THIS MAN is seasoned in Keys vet-
erinary medicine and comes with an im-
pressive track record. He feels that
Bufo is here to stay. Most of the Bufo
poisonings he's treated have taken place
after a rain or in the rainy season
when the Bufo is forced to come out of
its lair. 8o this is the time to be
very observant of your pets. Dr.

Pellini feels that there should be a
24-hour service for all animal emergency
‘cases of this nature or of any nature,
for that matter.

IMMEDIATE TREATMENT

1. Wash mouth and tongue out with
hose or lots of water.

2. Contact a vet immediately. This
is a medical emergency; the poison can
take effect within 45 minutes, or the
animal could die sooner from inability
to breathe.

DR. PELLINI ACTUALLY came and picked
up two of my friend's dogs, Bufo poison
victims, and brought them to his clinic
for immediate treatment. A night call is
rare for a veterinarian. Dr. Pellini is
a true "zooitarian," a dedicated vet.,

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itself and kill. The vet, if you are
lgcky enough to find one in, will ad-
minister atrophine; this counteracts
the animal's reaction to the venom,
extreme salivation, which sometimes
causes instant pneumonia or choking
even before the woison takes effect. The
poison is a gamlionic blocker to the
heart. Dexazone may -also be adminis-
tered to lessen the effects of shock.

) EVEN WITH TREATMENT, there are
times when the animal may still die of
delayed treatment, relatively poor
health, or excessive amount of venom in
the system at the time of treatment.

HOW IS A 24-HOUR SERVICE SET UP?

. I asked Dr. Pellini if it were pos-
sible. He replied, "Of course it's pos-
sible, and necessary, but up to now we
have been unable to unite all the vet-
érinarlians to set up an emergency rotary
system where each vet.is on call one
night a week. If this rotary system
could not be agreed upon, we could set
up an emergency clinic open from 8 p.m,
to 8 a.m., and find a vet with emergency
experience who likes night shift to run
it. There is enough animal business

here in the Keys to warrant an Eme
Facility." roeney

THE FIRST SUGGESTION of Pellini's,
the‘rotary system, is cheaper and could
be implemented immediately. So local
vets, you are doctors and have a
responsibility to pets and their owners
to co-operate in this endeavor. I am
sure that you are also dedicated to
your profession and serving the public,
not to the sole idea of making money .
We need some immediate co-operation on
this issue.

TIME SHARE DEVELOPERS sell apart-
ments, cabins, lodges by the week.
Buyers spend between $3,000 and $20,-
000 to own that same week for many
years. Maybe thirty years, maybe for-
ever. For one payment you appear to

have paid for a lifetime of vacations.

buyers. Many, or perhaps most, Time
Share purchases are made by impulse,
spontaneously and while on vacation in
a favored resort. There is a great deal
of demented psychology about handing
over five or ten grand for a perpetual
vacation. Every vacationer toys with

is that you are free to exchange

your week at your resort for a compar-
able week at any of hundreds of resorts
all around the world pictured in a com-
pelling book of resorts. In the past
such exchanges have been less frequent
than anticipated. Most people try to
trade up, move to a more desirable re-
sort, and the computed exchange proce-
dure has not performed well. To combat
misleading claims about your chances of
an exchange, new, tougher regulations
for the state of Florida went into
effect on July 1, 1982, compelling ex-
change companies to disclose results

to independent audits, revealing, for
example, the number of exchanges re-
quested, and the number of exchanges
completed.

THESE NEW FLORIDA Time Share regqu-
lations include other consumer safe-
guards which attempt, ineffectually, to
control a booming business in vacation
fantasy, but about 217 projects started
before the new regulations will be
grandfathered-in under the old emer-
gency regulations which offered even
less by way of consumer safeguards.

Almost every resort is designed to be
compelling, almost bewitching in the
first hour but there are hundreds to
choose from, and some, particularly
those in foreign countries, are often

cheaper and far more beautiful than
anything close to hand. '

‘vices, R.C.I. in Indiana or I.I. in

Miami, subscribe to Time Share news-
papers and magazines, put check marks
over the consumer information cards and
you will receive thousands of packages
and brochures through the mail. Some
Time Share developments are truly
spectacular.

(2) HAVING DECIDED ON a resort, ar-
range to rent a lodge or condo and stay
for a few days. The marketing company
reluctantly handles rentals from previ-
ous purchasers, and a few days' stay
will cool your over-enthusiasm and help
you make an intelligent decision.

(3) HAVING DECIDED TO buy, check
out the management who are to run the
resort. So far you have only met the
marketing team, often a sharp, well-
groomed bunch of smooth-talkers, who
move on when the resort is sold out.
Occasionally the developer will retain
the same seedy management who used to
run the resort when it was a rundown
beach motel or a near-derelict hotel.
Make every attempt to meet the future
management; the marketing team may not
want you to meet them just yet, and
that should be a warning.

(4) CHECK OVER THE annual main-
tenance fee. It might begin at an arti-
fically low rate, and rise rapidly over
the years. ‘ :

(5) Don't let the salesman "guide"
you to buy certain weeks. He wants you

If you have cool nerves and are a
tenacious haggler you can force the
salesman into reducing his sizeable
commission, and even obtain sizeable
discounts. If you persist, and badger
the salesman into an ulcer, he will re-
veal the names of earlier purchasers of
the resort who now wish to sell at
discount prices. The salesman gets a
small commission and you get a big bar-
gain. The salesman will deny it, but
almost every resort has owners trying
for personal reasons to sell their
purchase of a year ago.

A LAST WORD on Time Share. Approach
it with realistic expectations. Even
high maintenance fees cannot stop the
decline of an overused lodge or apart-
ment shared by 52 families. The furni-
ture and carpets can be replaced but
the location and design may look un-

believably tacky 15 years down the road.

Zoning Problems

BY JOHN LESLIE

IT'S BUSINESS AS usual on the cor-
ner of Duval and Olivia where new con-
struction of the controversial Alcober
building is going ahead. The stop-work

" orxder imposed on the construction in

May after it was discovered that survey
points had been tampered with was lift-
ed August 26; not until September 17,
in a press conference, did the building
department officially notify the public
that Bradford Construction had taken
over from Justo Maqueira as general con-
tractor for the project. The 23-day
delay in making the announcement was
the result of the City Manager's order
curtailing department heads from mak-
ing press statements of a "sensitive"
nature.

CITY BUILDING INSPECTOR Jim Elwood
quoted from a memo released by City
Attorney Joe Allen that the 830 Duval
Street property is now in compliance
with department standards. The west wall
of the building which extended two
inches onto city property was torn down
and moved back.a total of six inches;
the north wall was moved back a total
of five inches to be in compliance.
According to Elwood, fruit trees that
were illegally dug up on the construc-
tion site will be planted elsewhere in
the city; and windows have been cut into
the masonry walls that will eventually
have wood siding as recommended by the
0ld Island Restoration Commission (OIRC).

ALTHOUGH EVERYTHING MAY be in com-
pliance now, Solares Hill questions the
variance that permitted the high~density
dwelling in a protected district in the
first place. . a

LAST DECEMBER, THE City Commission
approved a variance request doubling
the number of residential units that
could be built on the property from
four units to eight. In addition, a rear
sethack requirement of 10 feet was
varied to zero feet. At the time, city
building officials recommended that the
variance be DENIED on the grounds that
it would set a precedent that would be
disastrous to the old section of town
by allowing high-density residences in
a commercial historic preservation
district. ‘

REJECTING THE RECOMMENDATION, - the
City Commission voted four to one in
favor of the variance with Richard Hey-
man casting the dissenting vote. Com-
missioner Joseph Balbontin later ob-
tained a permit to do plumbing work in
the building--work according to in-

formed sources that could amount to a
minimum of $25,000 to $30,000.

The question arises whether the
granting of that particular variance by

the City Commission may have defied the

city's own ordinances restricting
variances.

CITY ORDINANCES STRICTLY stipulate
the type of construction that can take
place in various areas of the city; the
830 Duval Street project falls under
the HP-2 zoning classification, limiting
residential units to four on a minimum
lot size of 4,000 square feet. Setback
requirements are also regulated for HP-
2. In order for those regulations to be
changed, the City Commission acting as
the Board of Adjustment must grant a
variance.

A "VARIANCE" AS defined in the city's
zoning ordinances is a "relaxation of
the terms of the zoning ordinance
where such variance will not be contrary
to the public interest and where, owing
to conditions peculiar to the property
and not the result of the actions of
the applicant, a literal enforcement of
the ordinance would result in unneces-
sary and undue hardship...." (Solares
Hill's italics.)

CLEARLY, THIS WAS not the case in
the application for a variance by Alco-
ber who could have built four units
"making reasonable use of the property,"
while remaining in compliance with city
building laws. Of the nearly $75,000
that it cost to purchase the land and
an additional estimated $300,000 in
construction costs, Mr. Alcober, by
charging $600 a month rent per unit, for
the four units, would pay off his in-
vestment in approximately 13 years-~-
hardly, any hardship. By building eight
units with the established $400,000
in construction costs he achieves his
goal in less than five years.

AT THIS POINT, the City Commission
must be. condemned for bowing to private.
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profit motives at the expense of public
welfare, and in so doing breaking one of
its own city ordinances by granting this
variance, ‘
Zoning ordinances also contain
further conditions governing the grant-

. ing of variances that do not justify

issuing a variance in this case. For
example: :

"A variance ... shall not be
granted by the Board of Adjustment un-
less and until: ‘

"a. A written application for a
variance is submitted demonstrating:

"(1) That special conditions and
circumstances exist which are peculiar to
the land, structure or building
involved...."

SOLARES HILL could find no "special
conditions" that warranted changing the
zoning requirements.

"(4) That granting the variance
requested will not confer on the appli-
cant any special privilege that is denied
by this ordinance to other lands,
structures or buildings in the same
district." ’

Obviously, a "special privilege" is
indeed conferred on the applicant by
this variance which up to now has been
denied others in the same zoning dis-
trict, o ) ‘
"e. The Board of Adjustment shall
further make a finding that ... the
variance is the minimum variance that'
will make possible the reasonable use of
the land, building or structure."

MR. ALCOBER, AS we have shown,
received more than the minimum variance
and it should be strongly pointed out
there is no provision for density in-
creases of this magnitude in our zoning
laws at all and it is also a violation
of the Key West Comprehensive Land Use
Plan. )

"SPOT-ZONING" IS A term used for
zoning changes, and when spot-zoning is
improperly applied, as it seems to have
been in the case of 830 Duval Street,
it is referred to locally as hodge-
podge zoning. Key West has a history of
hodge-podge zoning. It was hodge-podge
zoning that in part, along with high-
density construction projects, contri-
buted to the state's decision to degig-
nate Key West an Area of Critical State
Concern in 1975. It was 1981 before that
designation was lifted.

THIS PAST JULY, the Governor's Re-
source .Planning and Management Committee
recommended that Key West be redesignat-
ed an Area of Critial State Concern--in
part for the irresponsible zoning change
that the City Commission granted Alcober.

Governor Robert Graham and the
Cabinet gave Key West six months to im-
prove zoning procedures or face strict

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state control, Critial Concern status
means that environmentally-sensitive
areas must have all building and zoning
plans reviewed by state officials before
they can be implemented.

JIM ELWOOD SAYS that it is a 50/50
chance of Key West's being redesignated
under the state's Critical Concern laws.
Cthers feel that the chances are much
higher.

BUT WHY, THE question is, did the
commission (with the exception of
Richard Heyman who has been the only
commissioner to take a forthright stand
against this project) grant this vari-
ance when it could just as easily have
refused without destroying Mr. Alcober ]
development plans?

It is a difficult guestion to
answer without an honest assessment of
the motives of the commissioners who
voted for the variance.

ON THE ONE hand, the answer would
probably be political; on the other,
it could involve ignorance of or delib-
erate contempt for our zoning laws.
