Svend Aage Hollerup (1909-
1988) was born in Copenhagen,
Denmark and died in Ripon.

He departed Europe from

Hollerup family is listed in the
U.S. Federal Census as living
at 231 Lake St. in Green Lake.
Later, they moved to 535 Thorne
St., Ripon, where they set up
housekeeping and eventually
sent their three children to Ripon
Public Schools. Their children
were Sandra Hollerup (1942-
1993), Clair S. Hollerup (1945-
2017) and Chris James Hollerup
(1949-2020).

Sandra “Sandy” Hollerup
Hawkins graduated from Ripon
High School and served as a
travel agent in Warren, Ohio and
Racine, Wis. She returned to
Ripon in 1988.

Clair S. Hollerup grew up
and graduated from Ripon High
School with honors. His interests
led him to school at Wentworth
Academy in Lexington, Ky.,
from 1965-1967. He enlisted in
the U.S. Navy in 1968 and fought
in Vietnam. Later, following the
war, he graduated from DeVry
University in Chicago in 1970,
married Patti Daehn of Ripon
and raised five children. Later,
Clair returned to school and

became a pastor at St. Paul’s
Lutheran Church in Marquette,
Mich., and then at Mount Zion
Lutheran Church here in Ripon
from 1988-1992. He married a
second time and became a father
to a fourth child.

Christopher “Chris” James
Hollerup had his father’s gift of
conversation. He loved people
and people enjoyed him. He
was a U.S. Navy veteran and
knowledgeable about many sub-
jects ranging from art to sports
and movies. He married Nancy
A. Schleicher (1955-2019) and
together they had two daughters
and one son.

Carrying on the fam-
ily tradition

Three days per week, Chris
dressed in clean and pressed busi-
ness attire and went downtown to
110 Watson St., where he oper-
ated the Svend’s Barber Shop his
father founded. For 72 years this
location and its owner-operators
served the Ripon Community —
men and sometimes women.

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It felt in many ways like a time
capsule commandeered by Chris,
who cut hair there for 46 years.

Svend’s Barber Shop closed
and the building sold when Chris
retired and passed away — it was
the last of the old-school and tra-
ditional barber shops of Ripon’s
20th century. Following the bar-
ber shop’s closing, the Svend’s
sign and barber pole remained on
the outside of the building.

The majority of the Hollerup
family are buried in Woodlawn
Cemetery in Ripon.

Today, as a small city with
a population of around 7,500
people, Ripon has more than 10
hair salons with stylists provid-
ing haircuts and salon hairstyle
treatments.

The Ripon Historical Society
is the oldest continually operat-
ing historical society in Wis-
consin.
