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Enjoy Traditional Hoboken at
St. Ann’s, Italian Festivals

The world’s best zeppole, plus music, arcade games, and
good fellowship with Hoboken natives and newcomers can be
found each year at Hoboken’s two great traditions, St. Ann’s
Feast in midsummer, and the Italian Festival in the first week
of September.

This year, St. Ann’s Church welcomes Hobokenites and
visitors to Seventh and Adams Sts. starting at noon on Sat.,
July 19 and the fun lasts through Sat., July 26. The Annual
Italian Festival, which continues a tradition from Italy honor-
ing the Madonna dei Martiri, takes place Sept. 4 – 7, along
Sinatra Drive just north of 4th Street. Both festivals are open
from noon to midnight on weekends and 6 – 11 p.m. on week-
nights.

During St. Ann’s Feast, the Museum’s booth can be found
near the intersection of 7th and Adams Sts., and will offer our
most popular gift shop items, from tee-shirts to historic prints
and books, including three from our own publishing efforts: a
beautiful book of black and white photography, From Another
Time: Hoboken in the 1970s; 100 Hoboken Firsts, by Jim
Hans; and On the Waterfront, a history of Hoboken’s shipping
industry by Bill Miller.

A Taste of History at the
Heirloom Tomato-Tasting Festival

Some heirlooms aren’t intended for museum collections;
they’re meant to be savored by the palate. Heirloom tomatoes,
grown from old-fashioned varieties that have been passed
down from one generation to the next because of their superior
taste, are celebrated every year with a free tasting event in the
breezeway next to the Hoboken Historical Museum, 1301
Hudson St. On Sunday, August 24, 1 – 5 p.m., the Museum

Join the Museum and Metropolitan Waterfront Alliance for a day of
fun on Governors Island
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presents its Seventh Annual Heirloom Tomato-Tasting
Festival. The event, as always, is free.

Wantage, N.J.-based farmers Rich and Sue Sisti of
Catalpa Ridge Farm will supply tastings of some of the toma-
to varieties they and neighboring New Jersey farmers grow.
Favorites over the years have included the tart “Aunt Ruby’s
German Green,” the supremely flavorful “Brandywine Pink,”
and the ever-popular “Radiator Charlie’s Mortgage Lifter.”

New varieties are grown every year, so if you were at the
tasting in years past, you’ll find new tomatoes for sampling this
year (in colors ranging from white to yellow to striped to green
to purple and good old red). Catalpa Ridge Farm will also have
packaged dips, pestos and salsas made from farm ingredients,
and will be offering a few new tomato varieties, including Super
Snow Berry, Small Fry and Lemon Boy. They’ll also bring a
selection of farm-fresh produce including garlic, herbs, peppers,
onions, eggplant, summer squash and more!

Once again, Catalpa Ridge will return in October with
even more garlic varieties for our Second Annual Heirloom
Garlic Festival, so mark your calendar for Saturday,
October 12, from 1 to 5 p.m., for free tastings of recipes
made from “the stinking rose.”

Fall Exhibit: “Heaven, Hell or Hoboken,
A City Transformed by World War I”

The phrase “Heaven, Hell or Hoboken” was shorthand for
the promise General John J. Pershing made to the troops ship-
ping out from Hoboken, the main port of embarkation in World
War I, that they would be home by Christmas of 1917, if they
survived. It was a grim reminder of the brave sacrifice they were
being asked to make for “The Great War.” The war didn’t end
until 1918, and seventy of Hoboken’s own never returned from
the battlefields of Europe. While the personal losses affected
families across America, few communities bore the brunt of the
war effort like Hoboken did.

The vital role Hoboken played in World War I—and the toll
it took on the city—will be explored in the next exhibition

planned for the Hoboken Historical Museum, “Heaven, Hell or
Hoboken,” opening September 7 with a reception from
2 – 5 p.m. Museum members and the general public are invited
to join us.

As a major port served by some of the world’s leading
passenger and cargo shipping lines, Hoboken was well-situated
to become the port of embarkation. On the day the United States
declared war with Germany in April of 1917, the government
seized the German-owned ships and docks that were the
lifeblood of Hoboken’s economy, and declared all German
citizens residing in the country as “enemy aliens,” requiring
them to register with the local police and forbidding them from
living or working within a half mile of strategic assets like ports.

At the time, German citizens and Americans of German
descent made up about 25 percent of Hoboken’s population, by
far outnumbering the next largest immigrant groups, Irish and
Italians. German was taught in the local schools, which came in
handy for non-Germans as it was often spoken in five German
churches, numerous social clubs and dozens of restaurants and
taverns throughout the city.

With the war, many of these Germans lost their jobs and
some, including a pastor, were arrested and held on Ellis Island
for months at a time. In Hoboken the half-mile ban was short-
ened to a distance of about 4 blocks from the U.S-owned
waterfront, but even so, many families were evicted from their
homes. Further hampering local business, prohibition came two
years early to Hoboken, once home to some 340 bars and
taverns, and all but 60 bars, which were located on the western
edge of town, were closed in compliance with a law against
serving alcohol in close proximity to military installations.

Between June 1917 and November 1918, some 1.5 – 2
million soldiers passed through Hoboken, but most were fed
and housed by the U.S. military, while local businesses saw the
local population decline and the city saw its revenues drop
sharply. After the war, the federal government turned over the
piers to the U.S. Shipping Board, which eventually transferred
them to the Port Authority of New York/New Jersey, depriving
Hoboken’s coffers of tax revenues from operations there.

This fascinating era is being brought to life through the
research of Chris Ziegler-McPherson, a historian with expertise
in Progressive Era immigration and social welfare policy, and
it’s being curated by Director Bob Foster and Collections
Manager David Webster. Please join us on Sept. 7 for the
opening reception.

Locavores, foodies and tomato fans flock to the Museum for that retro
tomato taste—join them this year on Sunday, August 24.

Gardens Revealed

The 11th Annual Secret
Garden Tour on June 1 was the
largest tour in recent memory,
with a total of 12 gardens and
one satellite stop, spanning
Hoboken from the northeast to
the southwest corner. Sponsored
by Valerie Hufnagel Landscap-
ing and with the support of
Beethoven’s Veranda, 108 10th
Street, the 14th Street Garden
Center in Jersey City and the
Hoboken Garden Club, this
year’s Tour drew nearly 400
people from Hoboken and near-
by counties.

Twelve homeowners opened
their garden gates so that tour-
goers could see a large, airy patio

behind a condo building with planted beds maintained by a res-
ident landscape designer; a tiny garden packed with hundreds of
plants chosen by a gardener with an insatiable curiosity about
new plants; and a shade-challenged but lush space that felt like
a roofless room. Other highlights included two koi ponds, a fire
pit, a solution to the age-old dilemma of how to maintain a
garden and a dog; and a wisteria-draped arbor. Plus, a few hardy
tour-goers ventured to our bonus satellite stop, the Community
Gardens at Third and Jackson Sts.
