
NJ Film Series:
Company K

The Museum is pleased to
host a free screening of
Company K, a new World War I
movie by New Jersey-based
director Robert Clem, on
Sunday, November 12 at 
4 p.m. The screening will be 
followed by discussion with the
filmmaker. The film, based on
the first novel by William
March, a decorated veteran of the “Great War,” explores the
lasting impact of the war experience through the eyes of a
troubled veteran named Joe Delaney, who, much like the
author, struggles to write a history of the company in which he
served as a way of recovering from his nightmares.  

As he re-imagines his comrades, each man is defined by a
singular moment in which his true character is revealed.
Finally Delaney’s own character—and the reason for his con-
tinued torment—is revealed through his interaction with a dead
German soldier who haunts his dreams.  His book completed,
Delaney revisits the deserted base where he once trained with
his comrades in an effort finally to put the war behind him.

Company K was hailed as a masterpiece by many critics,
including Graham Greene, who wrote that that “the book has
the force of a mob protest; an outcry from anonymous throats.
It is the only war book I have read which has found a new
form to fit the novelty of protest.” Other (continued on page 2)
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Water, Paper, Color. My Hoboken
Perspective by Ray Guzman

For the past few years, Ray Guzman has found a new
muse…the Hudson River. When inspiration strikes, he grabs
his easel, some watercolor paper, and some paints, and heads
for the Hoboken waterfront to commune with nature. An artist
experienced in many different media, he lately has been fasci-
nated with the varying properties of watercolors, especially
while working en plein air, where the wind, temperature, and
humidity play a role in the outcome of his vision. 

The results of this longtime Hoboken artist’s latest experi-
mentation will be on display at the Hoboken Historical
Museum in an exhibit entitled Water, Paper, Color. My
Hoboken Perspective. The Watercolor Series by Ray
Guzman, in the Upper Gallery. The exhibit opens with a recep-
tion on Sunday, November 19 at 2 p.m. and will remain on
view through December 23.  On December 2, at 4 p.m., please
join us for a talk by the artist about his style and process.

Guzman’s primary subjects for this series are Hoboken
and the river, painted primarily from various vantage points
along the Hoboken waterfront, and once even from a boat on
the river. He says that by imposing a few constraints on his art,
for example, limiting himself to portraying landscapes in
watercolor on 14" by 20" Arches paper, he feels freer to
explore the influence of his environment on his soul. 

He cites as inspirations artists as diverse as the Hudson
River School painters, Andy Warhol, and Salvador Dali. He
also studied with a Japanese woodblock (continued on page 2)

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master, learning that under different conditions and with 
different papers and inks, the outcome can change, even 
with the same woodcarving. He’s seeing the same variation in
his current series working outdoors with watercolor. 

The river has held a certain fascination for him ever since
childhood. A Bronx native, Guzman moved at age 12 to Jersey
City, which felt like
the country to him.
He studied at the
School for Visual
Arts in Manhattan,
and moved to
Hoboken in the
1970s, actively pur-
suing a fine arts
career into the
1980s, with exhibits at galleries in New York and New Jersey,
including the Summit Arts Center and the Allan Stone Gallery.
He also founded a business, Hoboken Signs and BrainWaze
Studio with his wife, Renata.

Most Hoboken residents are familiar with at least one of
his works, the mural of an aerial view of a bus painted on the
side of the Municipal Garage on Observer Highway. He’s an
active supporter of the Museum, frequently volunteering for
events, and leading the Vejigante mask-making workshops at
the Museum in June.

However, Guzman hasn’t exhibited in over 10 years, ever
since he hit a point where he felt that creating art for the 
purpose of exhibiting it felt forced, bound by other 
constraints. He continued to apply himself to his art, crediting
the School for Visual Arts with teaching him that the art 
profession demands as much self-discipline as any other line
of work—the difference is that within the boundaries of 
discipline, his creativity is free to soar. With this series, 
painted between 2001 and today, he feels freer to paint what-
ever inspires him, whenever he feels like it, adding, “Painting
is an act of wonderful discovery.” 

Please come to the museum on November 19 and again on
December 2 to meet the artist or stop by the Upper Gallery to
see Hoboken in a fresh way through Guzman’s art. All works
are for sale and a portion of the proceeds will be donated to
Men Against Breast Cancer.

Water, Paper, Color… (continued from page 1)
critics compared the book to Erich Maria Remarque’s novel
All Quiet on the Western Front.

This is the first movie to be made from the book.
Filmmaker Robert Clem, an Alabama native like March, says
he saw in Company K a timely and succinct statement of the
human cost of war. A long-time New Jersey resident, he
obtained support from the New Jersey Council for the
Humanities, a state partner of the National Endowment for the
Humanities, and other sources, to produce a film that 
combines the life of William March with the characters he 
created in Company K. The resulting 102-minute film has
been shown in film festivals and screenings across the 
country and is to be released in theaters and on DVD in 2006. 

William March was born in Mobile, Alabama in 1893. He
volunteered for the U.S. Marines in May 1917, one month
after the United States entered World War I. He reached
France in March 1918, his company serving as a unit of the
Second Division of the U.S. Army. The Second Division took
part in every major engagement in which American troops
were involved, suffering heavy casualties. For bravery 
under fire in October 1918 March was awarded the
Distinguished Service Cross, the Navy Cross and the French
Croix de Guerre.  

After the success of Company K, March continued to
write novels and stories in the 1930s, ’40s and ’50s. His spare
writing style and use of a fictional Alabama setting led some
critics to call him a cross between Hemingway and Faulkner,
his contemporaries. His most famous novel is The Bad Seed,
a 1954 best seller about a child murderess. March did not live
to see the enormous success of this, his last novel, which was
adapted as a long-running Broadway hit and a Hollywood
movie in 1955.

Clem trained at NYU film school and the Sundance
Feature Film Lab, and has won fellowships from both the
Sundance and American Film Institutes. Since forming
Waterfront Pictures in 1994, Clem has written and directed
documentary and feature films that have aired on public tele-
vision, the Arts & Entertainment Network, the Discovery
Channel, the Learning Channel and networks abroad. His
1997 PBS film Big Jim Folsom won the International
Documentary Association/ABCNews VideoSource Award.

Pet Parade Celebrated Our Best Friends
On October 1, nearly a hundred pet lovers gathered on the

waterfront to celebrate
the important role 
animals play in
Hoboken’s civic life in
the third annual Pet
Parade. Sponsored by
the Hoboken Historical
Museum, the Hoboken
Dog Association and
Cornerstone Pets, with
support from Hound

Around Dog Walkers and the City of Hoboken, the Pet Parade
was inspired by a 2004 Museum exhibit, City Animals, and by
the springtime tradition of the Baby Parade.

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In Memoriam: Lee Raines
(1924--2006)

Small but mighty, a woman
of firm convictions and
supreme generosity, Lee Raines
was, most of all, a passionate
Hobokenite. In almost any con-
versation, she would tell you
how much she loved her native
city (as those born or even
newly residing here are wont to

do), but she also demonstrated it in countless ways—by con-
tinuing to teach, part-time, at Calabro School, well after her
retirement; by donating to numerous local causes, especially
those involving children; and by providing financial support
and countless stories about our city to the Hoboken
Historical Museum. 

Less than two weeks before she died in September 2006
at age 82, Lee had invited us to her apartment to work on a
Hoboken project. She had just put the finishing touches on
an interview we’d conducted with her and her friend
Catherine Ruchovansky, about the Hoboken Girl Scouts.
(She’d been involved with scouting for 62 years—starting as
a Brownie in the 1930s and continuing on to Scout Leader.)
The transcript we’d provided had needed the proper spelling
of names the transcriber hadn’t heard. To our delight, Lee
could recall the names of all the Hoboken Girl Scouts she’d
encountered over the years, and could spell their names
properly too—all off the top of her head. She was intellectu-
ally as sharp as ever, and though she’d become frailer in
recent years, she’d continued to amaze us with her stamina. 

We would often see Lee and her husband, Richard,
walking on the Avenue, en route to one event or another. And
there were so many events! Movies and plays in New York,
meetings with the Hoboken Educators Association of
Retired Teachers (Lee had served as president for 5 years),
and many exhibition openings at the Museum. On the way,
they would encounter Lee’s former students—and, often,
their children and grandchildren, who had been her students,
too. Lee had been a Hoboken teacher for 40 years. Even after
her official retirement, she’d continued her work in the class-
room, taking on a weighty subject that required an educator
with years of experience and great compassion: She volun-
teered to teach children about genocide in the 20th century—
racial, ethnic, and religious intolerance—and to venture the
possibility of respect and kindness intervening in the 21st. 

It was characteristic of Lee to take on the heaviest and
harshest of topics and to see an opportunity to encourage the
good in people, their potential to bring each other joy, and
the pleasure to be found in community. We will honor her
life, and her love of Hoboken and its people, in a special
event that will coincide with the release of the oral history
chapbook based on our interview with Lee and Catherine,
We Did Have Wonderful Times: Hoboken Girl Scouts and the
Little House on Garden Street. Scheduled for Sunday,
September 16, 2007 at 4 p.m. at the Museum, this free event
is also intended as a reunion of Hoboken Girl Scouts of all
ages—a gathering to celebrate past joys and achievements,
and to carry on Lee’s vision of our community.

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In Memoriam: Lee Raines
(1924--2006)

Small but mighty, a woman
of firm convictions and
supreme generosity, Lee Raines
was, most of all, a passionate
Hobokenite. In almost any con-
versation, she would tell you
how much she loved her native
city (as those born or even
newly residing here are wont to

do), but she also demonstrated it in countless ways—by con-
tinuing to teach, part-time, at Calabro School, well after her
retirement; by donating to numerous local causes, especially
those involving children; and by providing financial support
and countless stories about our city to the Hoboken
Historical Museum. 

Less than two weeks before she died in September 2006
at age 82, Lee had invited us to her apartment to work on a
Hoboken project. She had just put the finishing touches on
an interview we’d conducted with her and her friend
Catherine Ruchovansky, about the Hoboken Girl Scouts.
(She’d been involved with scouting for 62 years—starting as
a Brownie in the 1930s and continuing on to Scout Leader.)
The transcript we’d provided had needed the proper spelling
of names the transcriber hadn’t heard. To our delight, Lee
could recall the names of all the Hoboken Girl Scouts she’d
encountered over the years, and could spell their names
properly too—all off the top of her head. She was intellectu-
ally as sharp as ever, and though she’d become frailer in
recent years, she’d continued to amaze us with her stamina. 

We would often see Lee and her husband, Richard,
walking on the Avenue, en route to one event or another. And
there were so many events! Movies and plays in New York,
meetings with the Hoboken Educators Association of
Retired Teachers (Lee had served as president for 5 years),
and many exhibition openings at the Museum. On the way,
they would encounter Lee’s former students—and, often,
their children and grandchildren, who had been her students,
too. Lee had been a Hoboken teacher for 40 years. Even after
her official retirement, she’d continued her work in the class-
room, taking on a weighty subject that required an educator
with years of experience and great compassion: She volun-
teered to teach children about genocide in the 20th century—
racial, ethnic, and religious intolerance—and to venture the
possibility of respect and kindness intervening in the 21st. 

It was characteristic of Lee to take on the heaviest and
harshest of topics and to see an opportunity to encourage the
good in people, their potential to bring each other joy, and
the pleasure to be found in community. We will honor her
life, and her love of Hoboken and its people, in a special
event that will coincide with the release of the oral history
chapbook based on our interview with Lee and Catherine,
We Did Have Wonderful Times: Hoboken Girl Scouts and the
Little House on Garden Street. Scheduled for Sunday,
September 16, 2007 at 4 p.m. at the Museum, this free event
is also intended as a reunion of Hoboken Girl Scouts of all
ages—a gathering to celebrate past joys and achievements,
and to carry on Lee’s vision of our community.

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master, learning that under different conditions and with 
different papers and inks, the outcome can change, even 
with the same woodcarving. He’s seeing the same variation in
his current series working outdoors with watercolor. 

The river has held a certain fascination for him ever since
childhood. A Bronx native, Guzman moved at age 12 to Jersey
City, which felt like
the country to him.
He studied at the
School for Visual
Arts in Manhattan,
and moved to
Hoboken in the
1970s, actively pur-
suing a fine arts
career into the
1980s, with exhibits at galleries in New York and New Jersey,
including the Summit Arts Center and the Allan Stone Gallery.
He also founded a business, Hoboken Signs and BrainWaze
Studio with his wife, Renata.

Most Hoboken residents are familiar with at least one of
his works, the mural of an aerial view of a bus painted on the
side of the Municipal Garage on Observer Highway. He’s an
active supporter of the Museum, frequently volunteering for
events, and leading the Vejigante mask-making workshops at
the Museum in June.

However, Guzman hasn’t exhibited in over 10 years, ever
since he hit a point where he felt that creating art for the 
purpose of exhibiting it felt forced, bound by other 
constraints. He continued to apply himself to his art, crediting
the School for Visual Arts with teaching him that the art 
profession demands as much self-discipline as any other line
of work—the difference is that within the boundaries of 
discipline, his creativity is free to soar. With this series, 
painted between 2001 and today, he feels freer to paint what-
ever inspires him, whenever he feels like it, adding, “Painting
is an act of wonderful discovery.” 

Please come to the museum on November 19 and again on
December 2 to meet the artist or stop by the Upper Gallery to
see Hoboken in a fresh way through Guzman’s art. All works
are for sale and a portion of the proceeds will be donated to
Men Against Breast Cancer.

Water, Paper, Color… (continued from page 1)
critics compared the book to Erich Maria Remarque’s novel
All Quiet on the Western Front.

This is the first movie to be made from the book.
Filmmaker Robert Clem, an Alabama native like March, says
he saw in Company K a timely and succinct statement of the
human cost of war. A long-time New Jersey resident, he
obtained support from the New Jersey Council for the
Humanities, a state partner of the National Endowment for the
Humanities, and other sources, to produce a film that 
combines the life of William March with the characters he 
created in Company K. The resulting 102-minute film has
been shown in film festivals and screenings across the 
country and is to be released in theaters and on DVD in 2006. 

William March was born in Mobile, Alabama in 1893. He
volunteered for the U.S. Marines in May 1917, one month
after the United States entered World War I. He reached
France in March 1918, his company serving as a unit of the
Second Division of the U.S. Army. The Second Division took
part in every major engagement in which American troops
were involved, suffering heavy casualties. For bravery 
under fire in October 1918 March was awarded the
Distinguished Service Cross, the Navy Cross and the French
Croix de Guerre.  

After the success of Company K, March continued to
write novels and stories in the 1930s, ’40s and ’50s. His spare
writing style and use of a fictional Alabama setting led some
critics to call him a cross between Hemingway and Faulkner,
his contemporaries. His most famous novel is The Bad Seed,
a 1954 best seller about a child murderess. March did not live
to see the enormous success of this, his last novel, which was
adapted as a long-running Broadway hit and a Hollywood
movie in 1955.

Clem trained at NYU film school and the Sundance
Feature Film Lab, and has won fellowships from both the
Sundance and American Film Institutes. Since forming
Waterfront Pictures in 1994, Clem has written and directed
documentary and feature films that have aired on public tele-
vision, the Arts & Entertainment Network, the Discovery
Channel, the Learning Channel and networks abroad. His
1997 PBS film Big Jim Folsom won the International
Documentary Association/ABCNews VideoSource Award.

NJ Film Series:
Company K

The Museum is pleased to
host a free screening of
Company K, a new World War I
movie by New Jersey-based
director Robert Clem, on
Sunday, November 12 at 
4 p.m. The screening will be 
followed by discussion with the
filmmaker. The film, based on
the first novel by William
March, a decorated veteran of the “Great War,” explores the
lasting impact of the war experience through the eyes of a
troubled veteran named Joe Delaney, who, much like the
author, struggles to write a history of the company in which he
served as a way of recovering from his nightmares.  

As he re-imagines his comrades, each man is defined by a
singular moment in which his true character is revealed.
Finally Delaney’s own character—and the reason for his con-
tinued torment—is revealed through his interaction with a dead
German soldier who haunts his dreams.  His book completed,
Delaney revisits the deserted base where he once trained with
his comrades in an effort finally to put the war behind him.

Company K was hailed as a masterpiece by many critics,
including Graham Greene, who wrote that that “the book has
the force of a mob protest; an outcry from anonymous throats.
It is the only war book I have read which has found a new
form to fit the novelty of protest.” Other (continued on page 2)
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Water, Paper, Color. My Hoboken
Perspective by Ray Guzman

For the past few years, Ray Guzman has found a new
muse…the Hudson River. When inspiration strikes, he grabs
his easel, some watercolor paper, and some paints, and heads
for the Hoboken waterfront to commune with nature. An artist
experienced in many different media, he lately has been fasci-
nated with the varying properties of watercolors, especially
while working en plein air, where the wind, temperature, and
humidity play a role in the outcome of his vision. 

The results of this longtime Hoboken artist’s latest experi-
mentation will be on display at the Hoboken Historical
Museum in an exhibit entitled Water, Paper, Color. My
Hoboken Perspective. The Watercolor Series by Ray
Guzman, in the Upper Gallery. The exhibit opens with a recep-
tion on Sunday, November 19 at 2 p.m. and will remain on
view through December 23.  On December 2, at 4 p.m., please
join us for a talk by the artist about his style and process.

Guzman’s primary subjects for this series are Hoboken
and the river, painted primarily from various vantage points
along the Hoboken waterfront, and once even from a boat on
the river. He says that by imposing a few constraints on his art,
for example, limiting himself to portraying landscapes in
watercolor on 14" by 20" Arches paper, he feels freer to
explore the influence of his environment on his soul. 

He cites as inspirations artists as diverse as the Hudson
River School painters, Andy Warhol, and Salvador Dali. He
also studied with a Japanese woodblock (continued on page 2)
