
The show runs through the end of the year and the exhibi-
tion is made possible by a block grant from the State/County
Partnership program for the Arts administered by the Hudson
County Division of Cultural & Heritage Affairs, Tom DeGise,
County Executive, and the Board of Chosen Freeholders.

Insights for Our Times from World War I
The Hoboken Historical Museum’s current exhibition,

Heaven, Hell or Hoboken, a City Transformed by World War I,
brings to life the story of how Hoboken coped with the
wrenching changes demanded by its designation as the main
port of embarkation for the Army in 1917. Historian Dr.
Christina Ziegler McPherson, who researched and wrote the
text for the exhibition, treated visitors to an in-depth discussion
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Suspended in Time: Works on Glass
Fiore’s deli, Schnackenberg’s, Annette’s Beauty Salon,

Giovanni D’Italia’s shoe repair, Lepore’s Homemade
Chocolates, and the Guitar Bar. These local businesses struck
the imagination of local artist and designer McKevin
Shaughnessy as time capsules from the past century. He’s
found a creative way to convey the very essences of these
businesses and their place in our community using words and
photographs transposed on glass in an exhibit that opens in the
Upper Gallery of the Hoboken Historical Museum starting
November 16, with a reception from 12 – 3 p.m.

“Suspended in Time: Works on Glass” features six
framed works focused on these local businesses: Fiore’s, an
Italian deli established in 1913; the Washington St. luncheon-
ette Schnackenberg’s; Annette’s Beauty Salon, on 11th St.;
Giovanni D’Italia’s Shoe Repair on Garden St., Lepore’s
Homemade Chocolates at 6th and Garden St.; and the Guitar
Bar on First St., which opened in 1996 but still maintains
much of the interior of the former Paglia’s Florist Shop dating
back to the early 1900s.

Shaughnessy attributes the success of these businesses, in
part, by doing one thing and doing it very well. Each piece dis-
tills this down to one word—one syllable backpainted in gold
through the images. Fiore’s, for example, known for its home-
made mozzarella, is “MUTZ,” while Giovanni’s shoe repair
spells “SOLE.”

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of the government’s alternating use of persuasion and coercion
in ramping up the manpower and resources needed to wage war
in a talk on October 5.

Hoboken was a microcosm of
the struggles the country went
through as it adapted to its new
role on the global stage. Author
and historian Ann Hagedorn
will visit the Museum on Sunday,
November 16 at 4 p.m. to talk
about how the tensions generated
in the run-up to and aftermath of
the war reshaped America. Her
2007 book, Savage Peace, Hope
and Fear in America, 1919, focus-
es on the watershed year, which in

many ways foreshadowed our present-day stuggles with domes-
tic spying, free speech, immigration, and U.S. intervention
abroad.

Then, on Sunday, November 23 at 4 p.m., journalist
Chad Millman will visit the Museum to discuss his 2006 book,
The Detonators, a fascinating exposé about a massive explosion

in New York Harbor on a spit of
land called Black Tom Island,
which served as a frightening
wake-up call that mobilized
America’s entry into what was
previously viewed as a European
war. America, it turned out, was
riddled with networks of German
saboteurs hiding in plain sight.
The book, paced like a legal
thriller, follows the investigation
of the conspiracy by three
American lawyers. 

The exhibition will be
extended through January 25, and will close with a fourth
lecture in the series, given by Mary Ann Hillrigel.

Educational Programs Explore Life
During WWI 

The HHM offers specially tai-
lored interpretive programs based on
our exhibitions to local school
groups. Thousands of young people
participate annually in one of sever-
al programs tailored for grade levels

by education coordinator Sherrard Bostwick.
“War, Words, and a City Changed” is a one-hour tour aimed

at students in grades 8 to 12. It teaches students about the key
decisions about security, information, and freedom that the
country made in 1917 as it entered the war, with a focus on how
they affected Hoboken. “As They Passed Through Hoboken” is
a one-hour tour aimed at grades 6 to 12, focusing on what
Hoboken was like as it welcomed some 2 million soldiers ship-

ping out for Europe between 1917 and returning by 1920. “What
Was it Like” is aimed at grades 6 to 8 and helps children under-
stand what daily life was like for the children who lived in
Hoboken in the years 1908 – 1920. 

There are many more programs incorporating music, art and
storytelling for elementary and pre-school children. For more
information, visit the website, www.hobokenmuseum.org, and
click on Educational Programs in the menu on the left.

Anyone who loves Thanksgiving in New York City will be

charmed to see the hustle and bustle of the holiday from a new
vantage point: through the ankle-high eyes of Carlos, a lovable
French bulldog who is brought to life through beautifully paint-
ed, colorful illustrations in Ankle Soup.

Kids and grown-ups alike are invited to a reading and
book-signing by the author, Long Island-based writer
Maureen Sullivan, and illustrator, Hoboken-based artist
Alison Josephs, on Sunday, November 9 at 4 p.m., at the
Hoboken Historical Museum. The event is free, and copies
of the book will be available for purchase ($17.95). 

The children’s book contains 14 large-format illustrations
by Josephs, whose own dog, a Norwich terrier named Ruby,
makes a cameo appearance in this story about Carlos, who
accompanies his owner on a trip through Grand Central
Station and past familiar New York landmarks. Along the way,

Carlos takes in details
we often miss, and
teaches kids to appre-
ciate walking a mile
in another person’s
shoes, or paws. 

As Kirkus Reviews
notes, “While crowds
hustle and bustle on
the busiest travel day
of the year, an obser-

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vant French bulldog named Carlos remarks on moments of
kindness and beauty….Throngs of people, mostly ankles, mill
within New York’s center of transportation in deep hues of red,
blue, yellow and green. The city is present on each page through
glimpses of geographic and social landmarks: Coney Island,
Macy’s Thanksgiving Day parade, the Mets, and F.A.O.
Schwarz.”

Kirkus also recommends the book for its prose:
“Sullivan’s snappy rhymes are a joy to read aloud. She
describes a range of diverse characters that parents will 
appreciate but keeps her prose playful enough to maintain the
attention of the toddler set.” 

Alison Josephs is a painter and graphic designer working in
New York City. She is a graduate of Cornell University and has
studied in Florence and Assisi. She and Ruby can often be seen
strolling in the vicinity of the Museum. Maureen Sullivan is a
business and style writer and the author of E-SPEAK (Harcourt)
and Boomerangers (Thomson). 

Sinatra in Hollywood Book Launch Party
Sinatra is one of those rare musical performers whose

career in Hollywood transcended the genre of feature-length
music videos, culminating in an Oscar-winning performance
and a body of work that would stand on its own even if he
weren’t already a legend as a singer. His often brilliant and
occasionally inexplicable film career is the subject of the third
book from Hollywood icon biographer, Tom Santopietro.

Sinatra in Hollywood, will be
released by St. Martin’s Press/
Thomas Dunne Books on
November 11. Santopietro will
visit the Museum on Sunday,
December 7 at 4 p.m. for a talk
and book-signing. Admission is
free and copies of the book will be
available for purchase. 

According to the author, Sinatra
in Hollywood traces the complete
arc of Sinatra’s astonishing 60-year
run, from his rise in musicals like

Anchors Aweigh and On the Town, through his fall from grace
with legendary flops like The Kissing Bandit, to the near-mythic
comeback in From Here to Eternity. The book has been hailed
by Kirkus Reviews as “a terrifically lucid and entertaining look
at an undervalued area of Sinatra’s achievement.”

Sinatra in Hollywood explores how Sinatra’s screen image
embodied America at the height of its standing in the second
half of the twentieth century. Laced throughout with Sinatra’s
own observations on his film work, the book deals head-on with
the tumultuous marriages to Ava Gardner and Mia Farrow and
the rumors of Mob involvement in Sinatra’s career. 

Santopietro’s second book, Considering Doris Day (St.
Martin’s Press, 2007), was named a New York Times Book
Review “Editor’s Choice.” His first book, The Importance of
Being Barbra, (2006, St. Martin’s Press), focused on the career
and extraordinary worldwide success of Barbra Streisand. Prior
to becoming an author, Santopietro worked as a tennis pro and
has spent twenty-five years as a manager of more than 30

Broadway shows, including A Few Good Men, Jersey Boys,
Noises Off, and The Iceman Cometh. He says he’s thrilled to be
visiting Sinatra’s hometown again.

Greg Wilder is a celebrated inter-
preter of the Big Band crooners of
the ’40s, ’50s, and ’60s, who has 
performed at the Rainbow Room,
Las Vegas, and around the country,
when he’s not teaching vocal work-
shops at Five Towns College on
Long Island. His program opens with
a performance of signature songs
such as “The World on a String” and

“Hoboken Tunes” Revisited:
Who’s Your Daddy Reunion Concert
Recalls ’80s Music Scene 

On Saturday, December 13, at 10:30 p.m., the original
line-up of Who’s Your Daddy—Bob and Mike Delevante, Brad
Finkel and Chris Mehos—will reunite for a one-night-only
reunion concert at their old stomping grounds, the Elysian Café,
in a concert to benefit the Museum. Admission is $20, and 
proceeds will support the Museum’s oral history chapbook 
program and a portion will support the Neumann Leather
Tenants Association, where the group used to rehearse. 

Mention Who’s Your Daddy or the Delevantes to anyone
who lived in Hoboken in the 1980s and you’ll stir fond memo-
ries of the glory days of a thriving indie-music scene. 

With twangy guitar licks, overlapping vocals and rockabilly
references, the band has often been compared to the Everly
Brothers and Buddy Holly, developing an Americana style
before rock critics popularized the genre, with a sound equally at
home in Nashville or Austin. But they’re bona fide Jersey boys,
three from Rutherford and one from Leonia, and some of their
songs, like “Mandalay,” “Blessing in Disguise,” and “Iron and
Steel,” reward local fans with references to life along the
Hudson. Songs like “Big Love” and “It’s a Living” will get
your toes tapping or dancing. 

Even though Bob and Mike Delevante moved to Nashville
in 1993 to tap into the music industry there, they’ve stayed in
close touch with Finkel and Mehos, who still live around
Hoboken. All four keep their musical skills sharp by playing
with various bands, while pursuing successful “day jobs.” Bob
and Mike Delevante went on to produce two major-label CDs as
the Delevantes, and Bob produced two solo CDs. Brad Finkel is
remembered by many music fans for his stint in Valentine Smith,
a popular touring band from the 1990s. 

The idea for the reunion dates from a surprise birthday party

for Bob Delevante in Nashville last year, when Finkel and
Mehos flew down and sat in on a couple of Bob’s live perform-
ances. They discovered they could still play some of their Who’s
Your Daddy hits from memory. Too late to join the line-up of
reunion concerts inspired by the Museum’s “Hoboken Tunes”
exhibit at Hoboken’s 2007 Fall Arts and Music Festival, the band
started planning this get-together. Don’t miss it. 

Continuing our tradition of producing colorful wall calen-
dars featuring local art, the Hoboken Historical Museum will
release the 2009 edition: “Greetings from Hoboken!”

This year, the artwork selected comes from our communi-
ty postcard competition, which included submissions from
most of the city’s public and private schools, as well as indi-
vidual kids who created postcards during our Spring Family
Fun Day art workshop with artist Raymond Smith. 

The main events at the Museum in the coming year are high-
lighted, including the Great Hoboken Auction, the Baby Parade,
the Garden Tour, and the House Tour.
