Hoboken Is Home
explores ideas of home and
community in the Mile Square City as its population has
changed over time. The series explores what it means to feel
at home, to carry along older traditions, and to create new tra-
ditions with other community members. We hope you’ll join
us at the Museum, 1301 Hudson Street, for both events.

On Sunday, May 20, at 4 p.m., we will celebrate master
pastry chef Giorgio Castiello, who established Giorgio’s
Bakery at 1112 Washington Street during the 1970s. For
decades now, Mr. Castiello, a master pastry chef, has
provided our little city with a wide range of traditional Italian
pastries and desserts. Some treats have only been available for
a limited period each year, during holidays and feasts, but
others, like sfogliatellei and pignoli cookies have been
available to tempt us all year round.

Working alongside his family, he has also produced cook-
ies with names like “Il Blob” and “The Basil Tahan cookie” to
please his customers. The recollections of the Mr. Castiello,
and one of his daughters, Mary Grace, have been edited into
an oral history chapbook, It Takes Fifty Years To Be A Chef,
copies of which will be distributed to all who attend. The
booklet has been printed with New JERsEY COUNCIL
support from the New Jersey % FOR THE HUMANITIES
Council for the Humanities, a state division of the National
Endowment for the Humanities.

Explore the Roots of Hoboken's
1970s Revitalization

The stark black-and-white photographs in the Museum’s
latest exhibit, From Another Time: Hoboken In the 1970s,
graphically depict the dire straits Hoboken faced at the
beginning of that pivotal decade, as the city struggled to cope
with rising poverty and unemployment rates in the wake of
the closure of the working waterfront and many factories. But
the stories behind the exhibit truly come to life in the compan-
ion lecture series, which unites a diverse group of individuals
who were influential in shaping Hoboken’s recovery from the
economic blows of the loss of its waterfront and factory jobs.
We are fortunate to be able to tap into our living historical
resources to shed light on Hoboken’s
remarkable recovery.

On Sunday, June 10, at 4 p.m.,
native son and New York Times
reporter Anthony DePalma will
expand on his insightful commentary
about the changes he witnessed in his
hometown that he contributed to the
exhibit’s companion book, From
Another Time: Hoboken in the 1970s.
And on June 24, also at 4 p.m., the
Museum is pleased to present two of the individuals most
responsible for helping save Hoboken’s housing stock from
the wrecking ball, Michael Coleman and Robert
Armstrong, who together ran the Model Cities program that
channeled federal funds in the form of low-interest loans to
homeowners and landlords for rehabilitation projects.

Hemories in Needle and Thread:
(uilts by Pegay MoGeary

When the Hoboken cultural affairs office put out an
appeal to the arts community to develop works to commemo-
rate the city’s sesquicentennial in 2005, textiles artist Peggy
McGeary was inspired by the rich subject matter of the city’s
multifaceted history to try to capture the city’s story and spir-
it in needle and thread. The result of her inspiration, the
Hoboken 150th Anniversary Quilt, will be on display with
examples of her other work in the Upper Gallery of the
Hoboken Historical Museum starting May 13 through July 1.

Although McGeary has been an accomplished seamstress
since learning the art in a 4-H sewing club as a girl in rural
Pennsylvania, she’s relatively new to the art of quilt making.
Textiles have long been a creative outlet for her: “I enjoy the
tactile qualities and the unlimited color ranges of working with
fabric,” she says. For years, she has made clothing, tote bags,
and home décor items that are sold through local boutiques.

She caught the quilting bug in 1999, and taught herself
how to make them by reading everything she could on the
mechanics and traditions of quilting. Historically, quilters have
used their medium to capture family and community memories,
reusing pieces of fabric that have meaning to the quilter.
McGeary also used modern techniques, including ink-jet
transfer of photographs and computer-typeset words, to make
quilting the perfect medium for the sesquicentennial project.

She tackled the project by researching the city’s history
through the Museum’s resources and the Hoboken and Jersey
City libraries. She also leaned heavily on conversations with
people around town—especially historian Jim Hans—and
many of the people she’s met in her nearly 30 years as a
Hoboken resident. “It was hard to choose what to include—
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Martin Bierbaum, whose doctoral dissertation on Hoboken’s
comeback in the 1970s provided context for the exhibit;
Joseph Barry, whose company,
Applied Housing Associates,
rehabilitated more than a
thousand housing units for low-
and moderate-income families;
Helen Manogue, who was one
of the leaders of the most active
community group in the
decade, the Hoboken Environ-
ment Committee; and members
of 1970s Hoboken’s thriving
arts community, photographer
Virginia Rolston Parrott and
artists Hugh and Beth Kilmer.
The exhibit, book and lecture series were made possible
through a special project grant from the New Jersey Historical
Commission. Admission to the lecture series is free. For more
information, call 201-656-2240, or visit the museum’s website
at www.hobokenmuseum.org.

this city has a lot of history!” McGeary says. The more she
talked to people, the more her ideas of what to include changed.
But that suits her style. Unlike some traditional quilters,
McGeary doesn’t like working in symmetry and matching cor-
ners; she prefers improvising her designs, using color rather
than motif, and designing as she goes along.

“Quilting awakens my intuitive sense of color, texture and
light, and best expresses my artistic vision,” she says. She visu-
alized the project as a 76" square with a 48" inner square with
four rows of four squares composed of strips of cloth imprinted
with words of historic Hoboken events, people and icons. The
outer border is a more fluid arrangement of photos and historic
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facts sewn onto a faintly patterned background piece of cloth.
She commemorates not only the historic public buildings, such
as the Erie Lackawanna train terminal, the Library, and City
Hall, and famous sons like Frank Sinatra, but also activists,
artists, and small businesses—many of which were still
operating—that make up the rich texture of Hoboken’s history.
The resulting quilt “reads like a book,” McGeary says, and
consequently, she was invited to display the quilt at the Hoboken
Public Library in its 2005 Sesquicentennial exhibit. Before that,
the quilt debuted at a group exhibit celebrating the city’s 150th
Anniversary at the 720 Monroe Street artists’ studio building.
McGeary has done other work that captures Hoboken’s
spirit, including a beautiful quilt in rich hues called “Autumn on
the 11th Street Island,” which interprets the view from her
window at the apartment where she lived for 27 years until a
fire forced her to move last year. She remembers when the
beautifully landscaped island separating Hoboken’s widest
cross-street was threatened with conversion to parking
spaces—several of her neighbors banded together and pleaded
with the city to plant trees and allow them to place Belgian-
block borders and plant shrubs and flowers around them.
Winner of the Governor’s Award at the New Jersey Quilt
Convention in Edison in 2006, she has also displayed her work
in numerous solo and group shows since 2000. Much of her
work incorporates traditional ethnic fabric designs from Africa
and Indonesia and hand-painted fabrics. She has also recently
completed several quilted wall hangings as a tribute to the
Gee’s Bend quilters, a celebrated group of southern Alabama
women who carry on traditional quilting styles and patterns.
The Museum show will kick off with an opening reception
from 2-5 p.m. on Sunday, May 13. McGeary will also give a
slide-show talk about her work on June 17 at 4 p.m.

Sopranos’Cast Members to
Appear in Lamppost Reunion

What if Hoboken’s most
famous son, Frank Sinatra, had
come back to town at the height of
his fame for a reunion with guys he
left behind in the singing group,
Hoboken Four—how do you sup-
pose that conversation would have
gone? Hoboken-born playwright
Louis LaRusso imagined such a
scene in a play entitled Lamppost
Reunion, which was produced on
Broadway in 1975 and earned
LaRusso a Tony nomination and rave reviews in the New York
Times for his ear for realistic, if “raw,” dialogue.

A young Danny Aiello was one of the stars of the original
Broadway run, so director Frank Licato says it’s fitting that his
son Ricky Aiello is joining two cast members of the HBO
series, The Sopranos, Vincent Pastore and Robert Funaro, at a
reading of the play staged by Hoboken’s Mile Square Theatre at
the Hoboken Historical Museum on Friday and Saturday,

May 18th and 19th at 7:30 p.m.
Tickets cost $25, and proceeds will
benefit both the Museum and Mile
Square Theatre. Seating will be
limited, so call the Museum for
reservations at 201-656-2240.

The reading of this play com-
plements the Museum’s current
exhibit, as the play is set in a gritty
bar in the Mile Square City in the mid-"70s, some 30 years after
Sinatra left his pals for the limelight. LaRusso revealed that he
did research for his characters by interviewing actual members
of the Hoboken Four, according to the oral history chapbook,
The Simple Dialogue of My People, published last year as part
of the ongoing series produced by the Hoboken Historical
Museum and Friends of the Hoboken Public Library, which is
funded in part by a grant from the New Jersey Historical
Commission.

Although the play’s characters are loosely based on Sinatra
and the Hoboken Four, Clive Barnes’ 1975 review in the New
York Times notes that the play explores the tensions between
present differences and past memories that arise at any reunion
of old friends whose lives have gone in different directions.
This reading is a reunion on several levels, according to direc-
tor Licato. First, it reunites two ey
Sopranos stars, Pastore, who
portrayed Sal “Big Pussy”
Bonpensiero, and Funaro, who
has a recurring role as Eugene
Pontecorvo. It also reunites the
play with the son of one of one of
LaRusso’s favorite actors, Danny
Aiello, who originated the part of
“Biggie,” a bartender “who was
nearly a big-time singer and is now softly embittered,” accord-
ing to Barnes’ 1975 review. Other actors include Tony Hoty, a
veteran character actor with Broadway, television and film
credits; and Matthew Dixon, an actor and Sundance filmmaker.

The chapbook also notes that LaRusso’s career took off
after the play’s commercial and critical success. LaRusso went
on to enjoy a long stint as one of Broadway’s and Hollywood’s
most in-demand dialogue doctors. He had a hand in rewriting
the original Dreamgirls musical and the film Saturday Night
Fever. He spent 12 years in Hollywood before returning to
Hoboken and his mother’s house on Willow Terrace, where he
lived until his death in 2003.

Like The Sopranos, the play’s dialogue and subject matter
are aimed at mature audiences, so parental discretion is advised.

Stevens (1749-1838), who founded Hoboken, was a garden
enthusiast, importing and cultivating new plants from all
around the world. He’s credited with introducing to America the
Chrysanthemum and the Camellia. His gardens were highly
regarded as some of the most elaborate and scientifically
cultivated of the day. He exchanged lists of seeds, plants and
books with horticultural pioneers, including John Bartram,
America’s first great botanist, and Bernard McMahon, who
helped document the Lewis and Clark expedition.
