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Girl Scout Reunion

On Sunday, September 16, 2007, at 4 p.m., the Hoboken
Historical Museum throws open its doors at 1301 Hudson
Street to welcome Hoboken Girl Scouts past and present,
legions of cookie lovers, and friends and colleagues of the late
Scout Leader/educator/ Museum friend, Lee Raines, for a Girl
Scout reunion, commemora-
tion of Lee’s life and legacy,
and the release of a brand
new oral history chapbook.

Lee was involved in
scouting for over 60 years—
starting as a Brownie in the
1930s. Along with her friend
and sister Scout Leader,
Catherine Ruchovansky, Lee
had shared stories with us
of their adventures in the
Hoboken Girl Scout House
on Garden Street. We have
produced a chapbook based
on their recollections, We
Did Have Wonderful Times:
Hoboken Girl Scouts and
the Little House on Garden
Street, and copies of this publication will be distributed to all
who attend this free event.

Please bring your memories, memorabilia, and Scout-
loving friends, and together we will celebrate this special part
of Hoboken’s history, and continue to carry on Lee’s vision of
a caring and joyful community.

The chapbook is part of the “Hoboken is Home” series of
oral histories featuring interviews with people from all walks
of life who have contributed to the fabric of our community.
Museum members who receive the newsletter by mail will
find a copy of Hoboken Was Like Heaven For Us, the most
recent chapbook from the series, based on the recollections of
retired Hoboken teacher Amada Ortega. This booklet was

Ortega, who was born in Regla, Cuba, has been deeply
involved in many aspects of Hoboken life since arriving here
in the late 1940s, including teaching in the Hoboken Public
Schools and at the Industrial School.

Bodies in Motion, Bodies at Rest:
Artist Raymond Smith Paints
Fioures and Landscapes

Some artists use their work to make a statement, others just
paint whatever appeals to them and then watch as patterns
emerge. Artist Raymond Smith says he approached his latest
series of paintings about Hoboken with an open mind and no
agenda. “Lately, I'm painting what I see around town,” he
explains. “I don’t want to use my paintings to make a social or
political statement.”

Viewed as a group, the two dozen paintings on display in
the Upper Gallery of the Museum, “Raymond Smith, Figures
and Landscapes” from September 23 — November 4, do seem
to make a statement about the importance of leisure time in an
urban setting, capturing Hobokenites at play, at rest, or quietly
sharing a contemplative moment. Smith will admit that he’s

1 drawn more to people than to
buildings, and that he seeks to cap-
ture expressions of human warmth
and intimacy, whether it’s between
a mother and child on a play-
ground or between the artist and
his subject. But he’s happy to let
his paintings tell their own stories
and allow viewers to draw their
own conclusions.

Raymond Smith, Figures and Landscapes
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Visitors will have two chances to meet the artist himself:
when the exhibit opens Sunday, September 23, with an artist’s
reception from 2 — 5 p.m., and during the city’s “Artists Studio
Tour,” Sunday, October 21, from noon — 3 p.m., when Smith
will be on hand at the Museum, 1301 Hudson St.

Inspired by the old masters, Ray Smith paints Hoboken people
and scenes.

Smith’s style is inspired by his studies of the old masters
and Impressionists, whom he learns from by painting replicas
of their paintings in the Met and the Brooklyn Museum of Art—
with the museums’ permission, of course. He’s such a fixture at
the Met that he’s featured in a new book, Museum: Behind the
Scenes at the Metropolitan Museum of Art, by Danny Danziger.
“It’s a time-honored tradition among painters to learn the tech-
niques of the old masters by copying them,” Smith explains.

Figures and Landscapes evokes the work of one of his heroes,
Edgar Degas, who often painted scenes of everyday people in
everyday pursuits: people at cafés, dancers at rehearsal, crowds at
a horse racetrack, for example, from nontraditional points of view.
Smith similarly found himself drawn to scenes of people at
leisure, whether it’s sunbathers at Pier A Park, kayakers on the
Hudson, kids on swings in Church Square Park, and friends or
family members simply arranging flowers or reading a book.

Like Degas, Smith will often start a painting with drawings
from life and finish it in his studio, using photographs and notes,
as well as his imagination, to flesh out the details that are hard to
capture when people are in motion. “It’s a challenge to paint
scenes with people in them,” he says. “Today it seems like most
people are suspicious when you try to photograph them in public.
It’s easier when I'm there with my easel, but then, people want to
talk to me about my work,” which can interrupt his concentration.

For portraits and indoor scenes, he often relies on friends
and family as models, but he also recruits volunteers, in
exchange for some of the work. “The Beautiful Coffee Girl”
features one of his favorite models, a young woman from a
local coffee store. He says it can be a challenge to find models
with both the patience and the animation of expression that give
him something interesting to paint.

An artist since his boyhood in Indiana, Smith is a self-
taught painter, illustrator, and graphic designer, specializing in
figurative art. In 2002 he created the “Hoboken Children’s
Memorial Flag,” which includes the handprints of Hoboken
children who lost a parent or guardian on 9/11 and was
Hoboken’s first public 9/11 memorial, now on permanent
display at the Hoboken Board of Education. Smith was recently
the art instructor for the Hoboken Homeless Shelter and the
‘Saturday U’ enrichment program for public school children at
Stevens Institute of Technology in Hoboken.

Smith’s commercial clients have included Perrier, Prentice-
Hall, United Airlines, Marlboro, and Target. Visitors to the
Hoboken Historical Museum will know his “Greetings from
Hoboken” T-shirts, posters and postcards, which are on sale at
the Museum and other retail outlets in Hoboken. His current
artwork and examples of his students’ work can be seen online
at www.raymondsmithart.com.

Smith also plans to teach art classes at the Museum for
elementary and high school students on weekends after the
school year begins. For more information, visit his website and
click on the “contact” link to leave your contact details.

coordinator Geri Fallo, among others, the HHM is pleased to
invite its members and the community to a series of concerts at
the Museum and other venues around town. Following is a list
of concerts and events that had been scheduled as of press time.

At the Museum’s Fall Family Fun Day, Saturday,
September 22, at 4 p.m., Julio Fernandez of Spyro Gyra will
perform a concert, in addition to leading several music-related
workshops (see “Education Program” on page 4).

The music stage at this year’s fall Arts & Music Festival is
a celebration of the “Hoboken Sound” of the late 1970s and
’80s, thanks to the efforts of Geri Fallo. On Sunday,
September 30, 11 am — 6 pm, the main stage will host reunions
of several bands from the 1980s: the Bongos, The Health and
Happiness Show, Glenn Mercer of the Feelies, and the dBs’
Chris Stamey. All shows are free.

Also on Saturday, September 15, at 3 p.m., the Museum
will host an event for those who have been intrigued by the
hybrid instruments featured in the exhibit, the Ukelin and the
Marxophone, which were manufactured in Hoboken in the *30s
and ’40s by the International Musical Corporation. Learn
everything you ever wanted to know about the Ukelin but were
afraid to ask from Ukelin expert, Bob Buzas, who will give a
talk and demonstration. Free for members, $5 for nonmembers.

Fans of indie music in general and the “Hoboken Sound” in
particular, mark your calendars for Saturday, October 20, at
4 p.m., when Glenn Morrow, owner of Bar None Records
and former member of the band The Individuals, will talk about
“The Hoboken Sound.” An indie label, Bar None has built a
solid national reputation in its 20-year history for producing
music by critically acclaimed, but hard-
to-classify, bands, many of whom played
frequently at Maxwell’s and city music
festivals. Some lived here, including
Hoboken’s own Yo La Tengo and Freedy
Johnston, while other artists were drawn
to the small label’s hands-on approach,
such as They Might Be Giants, Vinicius
Glenn Morrow Cantuaria, Petra Haden, and Luka
Bloom. One of Morrow’s latest projects is a reissue series that
will bring back into print key recordings of some of these and
other stalwarts of the “Hoboken Sound.” Admission is free for
members, $5 for nonmembers.

The Museum will host a reunion show of one of Hoboken’s
icons of the 1980s indie music scene: The Cucumbers, on
Saturday, November 3, at 8 p.m. Founding members Jon
Fried and Deena Shoshkes moved to Hoboken in 1981 and
played their first show as The Cucumbers at Maxwell’s in early
1982. Following in the footsteps of The Bongos and The
Individuals, they helped popularize the “Hoboken Sound” with
videos on MTYV, national tours, write-ups in People, Rolling
Stone and The New York Times. Jon and Deena will play
acoustic versions of their songs, many about life in Hoboken,
interspersed with stories about the River City Fair, Music
Among Friends, and now defunct clubs such as Court Street
and The Beaten Path.

They will also play songs from Over the Moon, the kids’
rock band Deena formed with Alice Genese when they both
were new mothers and became friends in the playground.
Admission is free for members, $5 for nonmembers.

HHM’S Flrst Annual Heirloom
il e @ Garlic Festival

Okay, you’ve heard of
heirloom tomatoes, flavor-
ful varieties that have been
passed down from one gen-
eration of gardener to the
next, but did you know that
gardeners have also cultivat-
ed dozens of older varieties
[ of garlic for their distinct
Vampires, beware. taste, color, and form?

Sue and Rich Sisti of Catalpa Ridge Farm in Wantage
Township, New Jersey, are upholding that tradition by growing
many old-time garlic varieties, such as the mellow, pink-
streaked “Red Toch,” which originated in the village of
Tochliavri, Republic of Georgia, and the spicy “Lorz Italian,”
which the Lorz family brought to Washington State from Italy
before 1900. Immigrants often brought treasured herbs and
seeds with them when they came to America, seeking familiar
tastes in their new home.

On Saturday, October 13, from 1 - 5 p.m. in the walkway
outside of the Museum’s front door at 1301 Hudson Street, you
can taste several varieties of heirloom garlic (native and import-
ed) at a free tasting event. Try out dips made by the Sistis using
their own fresh garlic and other farm ingredients, along with
other food featuring “the stinking rose.” If you’re interested in
taking home Jersey-grown garlic and other produce, a stand
will be set up for your purchases.

Pet Pride on Display

Baby parades have given Hoboken parents a chance to show
off their costume creativity and celebrate the joys of parenthood
since the early 1900s. Pet owners get a day of their own in the
Museum’s 4th Annual Pet
Parade, now scheduled for
Sunday, October 14%, start-
ing at 1 p.m. For the past
three years, pet owners have

We’ve been self-employed since 1983, running a suc-
cessful two-person award-winning sign company, Hoboken
Sign, and BrainWaze studio, a modest design and market-
ing studio. This cancer experience has reduced our earning
power considerably, from working as fruitful partners to
just me running a part time operation.
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Renata took this assault on her soul and womanhood in
determined stride. We were scared but we persevered. She
underwent a mastectomy of the left breast and completed
radiation and standard six-month chemo treatments. We
were given the green light to careful recovery when, in
2005, she suffered a seizure, which showed that the cancer
had entered her brain.(30% of women who have breast
cancer and are Her-2 receptive get brain cancer.)...

Renata is ready for the fight again. Just as she has been
as a staunch advocate on behalf of a leading breast cancer
group in New Jersey.

I am privileged to be
the husband of such a gifted writer, loving mother and
talented artist.

The paintings on this site were selected from some of
the best pieces of my career as a fine artist. As an artist, I've
always felt compelled to create by a bright, clean, clear
energy in my heart. Creating art has always been a life-
affirming experience. Now, through this cancer experience,
I have never been as completely and ultimately challenged
as I am now: challenged to paint with an aching heart. In the
midst of this chaos, I paint knowing that the creation and
birthing process of a new work of art is vital to our lives.”

“Pranzo Di Domenica (Sunday Dinner),” by Louis Libitz of
Bayonne, narrated by the artist’s father, recreates the experience
of preparing a homemade meal and gathering to eat as a family
on any given Sunday.
