Vejioante Comes to Hoboken:
Handmade Masks from the
Museum Workshop Series

The Museum is pleased to display the handiwork of local
families who participated in its recent Vejigante mask-making
workshops, led by Hoboken artist Ray Guzman. Over four
Sundays in May and June, participants gathered in the Museum
walkway to make Vejigante masks from papier maché. The
exhibit will be on view starting with the opening reception on
Sunday, July 30, from 3-5 p.m.

The Vejigante (bay-he-GAHN-tay) character is a centuries-
old tradition, appearing at carnival celebrations of Latin
American culture. The town of Loiza in the northwest region of
Puerto Rico celebrates its festival in the third week of July and
the masked character symbolizes “triumph over evil.” The
masks are traditionally made of dried coconut husks, brightly
painted, with three or more protruding carved horns. The
original community of Loiza is of African descent and the
Vejigante represents the fusion of Spanish and African cultures.

In the town of Ponce, a major city in the south of Puerto
Rico, the celebration takes place in February and the masks are
made of papier maché with elaborate constructions and much
imagination. They often represent fantastic animals. Both styles
of masks were created at the workshops, just in time for use in
the Puerto Rican heritage parade on June 17.

The workshops were free and sponsored by the Hudson
County Office of Cultural and Heritage Affairs and the NJ
Council for the Arts.

Boats, Ships, and Everything

On Sunday, August 6,
2006, at 4 p.m., the Hoboken
Historical Museum will
present a free oral history
program Boats, Ships, and
Everything, featuring a chap-
book with that title. Based on
the recollections of a marine
engineer, the late Jack Quinby,
the chapbook provides a first-
hand account of working on
the Delaware Lackawanna &
Western Railroad’s Hudson
River steam tugboats, along-
side characters named
“Walking Bean Bernardo,” “Radio,” and the two
Kowalicks—*“Crazy Kowalick” and “The Sane Kowalick.”

From DL&WRR’s Marine Division at the Hoboken
Terminal, the deckhands, engineers, and firemen left for
adventures on the water and in Mile Square watering holes.
Mr. Quinby was interviewed in 1987 by Robert Foster and
Jane Steuerwald.

No doubt you’ve heard about “heirloom tomatoes”—old-
fashioned varieties that have been passed down from one
generation to the next because of their superior taste. And
maybe you’re like us, and think nothing beats the taste of
tomatoes grown in New Jersey. For the past few years, at
the end of summer, we’ve hosted an event that celebrates
Jersey-grown heirlooms. On Sunday, August 27, 1-5 p.m.,
the Hoboken Historical Museum presents its Seventh
Annual Heirloom Tomato-Tasting Festival in the walkway
alongside the Museum, 1301 Hudson Street, Hoboken. The
event, as always, is free.

Wantage farmers Rich and Sue Sisti of Catalpa Ridge
Farm will supply tastings of some of the dozens of old-
fashioned tomato varieties they and neighboring New Jersey
farmers grow. Favorites include the supremely flavorful
“Brandywine Pink,” “Cherokee Purple,” and “Radiator
Charlie’s Mortgage Lifter.”” New varieties are grown every
year, so if you were at the tasting last year, you’ll find new
tomatoes (in colors ranging from white to yellow to striped to
green to purple and good old red) to try this year.

And if you like what you taste, you can take some home.
Heirloom tomatoes and garlic, herbs, and other fresh-from-
the-farm produce will be available for purchase, along with
some of Sue’s amazing dips and salsas.

Fashion historian
Sue Quincannon shared her
collection of clothing, hats, and
accessories spanning the Victorian
through Art Deco eras, along with
startling insights into the lives of
the women who would have wore
them, including:

*Wealthy women in Victorian
wore so many layers of clothing it was difficult for them to sit
in a regular chair and to use the bathroom.

» Hats were worn at all times, including at the dining table

and in bed.

* Girls began wearing corsets as early as age two.

* Women had “tattoo containers,” such as one resembling a
Fabergé egg, that held glycerine spots used to cover facial
blemishes.

In Memoriam; ken Schultz
(1938-2006)

On April 13, 2006,
Hoboken and the
Museum lost a longtime
friend with the passing of
Kenneth C. Schultz. Ken
was born and raised in
Hoboken and truly loved
this town. Ken’s upbring-
ing in Hoboken, with its
proximity to the Hudson
River and its rich mar-
itime history, clearly
steered him to a legendary
career in maritime col-
lectables. In addition, he
was an expert on so many
subjects, from vintage
cinema and theater to the

1939 World’s Fair.
A young Ken Schultz and his A local expression
family dog 1943, circa 1943. from the 1950s stated, “If

you can’t find it in Hoboken, you’re not looking hard
enough.” No one embodied this spirit more than Ken.
If the Museum was looking for artifacts for an upcom-
ing exhibit, such as an autograph by Marlon Brando
when he visited Hoboken while filming “On the
Waterfront,” or a group portrait from the Demarest
High School class of 1956, Ken would be the first
person we’d call.

Getting him on the phone was another matter, as he
was often away visiting auction houses in far-flung
places, perhaps California or England, in search of
ocean liner memorabilia for his own mail-order
auctions. But on his return, we could rely on a call from
him to meet at his building, the Josephine, on
Washington St., to pick up the artifact along with
additional items he’d secured for the Museum’s
permanent collection on his latest trip.

If you didn’t know Ken personally, you might have
seen evidence of his love of ocean liners and attention
to detail in the Museum’s 2004 exhibition, “Destination
Hoboken: The Great Liners of Hamburg American and
North German Lloyd.” Ken curated this exhibit,
assembling more than 300 artifacts from his collections
and from collections from all over the world. His stan-
dards and taste were impeccable; it’s no surprise that
exhibit was one of our best attended and received the
most attention from major media outlets.

Ken was simply a great supporter of the Museum,
and we were fortunate to be able to work with him on
so many projects. His legacy will live on in the
Museum’s collections.
