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Hon. Edward Crocker, one of Brockton’s well
known men and a wember of the city Board of
Sinking Fund Commissioners, died last night,
He was bern in the north parish of the old town
of Brideewater, now Brockton, March 16, 1814.
EFducated in the public schools, he came to Bos-
ton at thhe age of thirteen and worked in a
store there for £ve years. The next four years
were spent in the empioy of W. H. Crocker of
New Pedfora. In 1837 he bought out his em-
plovers and continued the business until 1842,
when he went out of the dry-goods
trade and began the business cof furnishing
supplies to whaling vessels. In 18498 he
went to California, where he located 1In
Benicia in the general merchanaise bnsi-
ness. Ten years in California. tken five
more in New Bedford, and he returned to his
native place to pass the remainder of his life.
In 13068 he represented the town in the State
Scnate, was for several vears one of the asses-
sors of the town, was 2 member of the Common
Council from Ward 7 in 1882, 'S7, '88, '89. le
liad also served as a member of the Board of "
Sinking F'und Commissioners for many years.
For several yvears he was one of the directors of
the Home National Dank. IJ
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
