The Russia iron
is worth at home from ten to twelve cts. You can ascertain what it can be had for there and make your
calculations whether it will cost more to make it there than here. If it can be made here as cheap it will be much
more convenient and save freight also. Mr Juda who takes this letter has a lot of stoves which he thinks have
arrived and which he intends to take up to Sacramento City where they are in demand. If you are expeditious
perhaps we can beat him. We want that tin furniture more than any thing else at present and | learn that the
Charlotte has arrived.
