It was just a few days
after the Sammy notes for
May had gone to press that
I received the following
letter from a Canadian own-
er and breeder of Sams
which seems to give an
honest first-hand story of
how we appear to others
—(Incidentally, we can fur-
nish the writer’s

name to
those who might wizh
same). We quote: I
wanted to write to you

about a rather novel experience I had a short
time ago. I am pretty sure it will be of some
interest to our Canadian breeders, and I also
suspect to some of our friends on your side
of the fence.

I had the opportunity of taking in two
American shows, and in a manner I have always
wanted to do it. This was the show at Niagara
Fal®% on April 13, and the one at Buffalo on
April 14. Like many others of our Canadian
friends, I have heard many and varied stories
about the American dog shows, and in fact they
for the most part enjoy an almost legendary
reputation in many quarters. It almost seems the
peak of success to breed a dog worthy of com-
petition in an American show, and an American
champion wusually commands a lot of respect
over here.

I honestly believe that many people are trudy
“scared” of showing in the States because of
this reputation, not the least of which is the
absolutely flawless technique employed by the
Show Superintendents, and their strict ad-
herence to the rules as laid down by the AKC.
So while I have been to two or three previously,
it had always been with severa? other friends,
and the necessary time to fully look into this
wonderful thing was denied. This time it was
different, I went alone, did not have a dog to
worry about, and as a result was completely free
to roam around to my heart’s content.

This is pretty much an actual report of my
impressions of these two shows, and should I
inadvertantly step on anyone’s toes, it will be
without intent.

First the show at Niagara Fa¥s. This was held
in a Bus company’s garage, and a dirtier, filth-
ier, more dismal place to hold a dog show is
almost beyond my comprehension. Windows

cost money and take up valuable space in a ga-
rage and really a Bus doesn’t mind too much
whether it can see or not, so there was a real
dearth of windows. No smoking was the ruie,
and it was really enforced, and while I didn’t
Yke it, I certainly could agree with it. The
amount of grease and oil on the floors would
have really made a beautiful bon-fire, that would
likely have had disastrous results, had it ever
started. But to anyone who smokes, this was a
most annoying rule, and did little to improve
my impression of the show as a whole. A snack
bar was available, and for about $4 you could
get a couple of hot dogs, complete with dust,
grease, perspiration, mustard and relish, and also
a cup of something somewhere between cold
and lukewarm that they had the audacity to call
coffee. Because the place was fairly well isolated
they had no special reason to fear they woul
lose any customers, either you ate there, cr you
went hungry—but I survived it nicely.

Those people who had white dogs, Sams,
Westies, Poodles, etc. learned in a hurry to keep
them on their feet, as long as they were off the
bench. You never saw a dog change its colour
so fast. If they were from some distance, and
showing the next day, I can just bet their sleep
was seriously curtailed, and the use of cleaning
chalk probably reached an a¥-time high.

As for the actual entries, it was only natural
that I should be most interested in the Sams.
Here again I was disappointed, for Mrs. Ash-
down’s two which were entered, were not present
—I had so wanted to see them, and was sorry
that they were unable to be there. There were
11 Sams entered, about half of which were in the
show condition, and some had no business being
there at all. I felt that over all, the females repre-
sented a better type than the males, in spite of
the fact that my very good friend Ralph Ward,
went to BOS with his Mike of Shep’s Valley.
Winners bitch, Best of Winners and Best of
Breed was Mrs. A. Callahan’s Snowland Janice

for the win. She was superbly handled by Car
ver, and showed to absolute perfection. e

As I am sure under your scoring system,
this was a Major and worth 5 points, I could
not for the life of me see why a poor turnout
was present, unless of course the smart people
had been in this building before. Welk they
say every cloud has its silver lining, and even
here a ray of sunshine finally broke through.
The dogs not required for further competition,
were allowed to leave at 4 p.m. From this corner
I would suggest to this club that they revert back
to their system, as in effect a year ago, when
their show was held outdoors—the dogs beins
benched under a large tent. This one I thorough-
ly enjoyed, and it was not necessary to fight
for your very breath.

i stayed with Ra*%h and Bev. Ward, and
that is always an enjoyable event. George and
Mavis Ross dropped in and we really had a
pleasant evening.

Then came the dawn and the Buffalo show.
Well, this one started out much better. At
least the building was spotlessly clean, wel¥
ventilated and very spacious. I think here, one . _
would have to consider this show from two
angles. That of an exhibitor, and that of a
spectator. From many sources I heard complaints
from the exhibitors, because of the fact that
they had quite a long way to go to the rings,
and also the ceiling here is fairly ®ow, and as a
result, the din is deafening. I might mention
something just here that struck me very forcibly
at both shows — there just doesn’t seem to be
the spirit of comradeship amongs the exhibitors,
that we have in Canadian shows. Everybody is
so intent on winning, they have no time for
their neighbors, and seldom did one see the cus-
tomary little groups gathered together discuss-
ing their common problems.

The rings were upstairs, and again were
spotlessly clean, and of course well #ghted.
Plenty of seats for all to sit comfortably and
watch the judging, and almost a complete ab-
scence of noise. Really very restful after a
session around the benches. The food was very
good and as can as one would expect.

As to the Sam entry. Here they were down
to 9 dogs. Since with one exception the same
dogs were entered here as at Niagara Falls,
the same appraisal would be in order. This time
however, Best Opposite Sex was taken by Mrs.
Joan Sherry of Buffalo. This lady has only had
a very limited experience in showing a dog,
but she did a really profesional job, and will
be a read threat before long. Again, the win-
ners bitch, BOW and Best of Breed was Mrs.

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Callahan’s female. This show I think was good
for three points, making a total of 8 points in
two days.

The big objection I personally had to the
Buffalo show, was the ruling requiring that
dogs not further required, be benched until
8 p.m. I fully realize that those people who
attended a show as spectators are entitled to
see a¥ the dogs that are present, BUT, and this
I was very careful to note — as soon as the
GROUPS  started, the number of spectators
down where the benching was, dropped to prac-
tically nil, and so, without anyone being gypped
the dogs could have been released much sooner.
and those folks with long drives, and two days
of showing behind them, would have been very
appreciative. As far as the rules being enforced
more strictly, I am not so sure. I saw many
handlers up to the same stunt as they pull in
Canadian shows — that of keeping their dogs
off the Bench unti® after they had been judged.
True, there were no crates in the aisles that I
noticed—and this was an improvement.

So, with three and a half hours driving time
on my way home, I had plenty of time to mull
it-over and I am quite satisfied that on what
I saw at these two shows, no Canadian need
be afraid to compete against an American dog.
They have all kinds there, too—some good,
some not so good, and some just plain poor.
Also, they do not have to apologize for their
Canadian shows. They, like their American
counterparts are good and bad, depending c¢n
where you are.

Moreover, the cost is considerably less to
enter a Canadian show, and you are liked; to
have lots more fun. We make a sort of social
affair out of them, and still remain friends
with the fellow who went up over us.

It was a most interesting week-end, made
more so by the hospitality of the Ralph Wards
and their friends—but I am still most unhappy
about the small entry of Sams. We must get
them in front of the general pubdc if we are
to create a market for our puppies—and what's
more important, when we put a dog down for a
Judge, it should be in as near perfect condi-
tion as we gan possibly make it. NOTHING
is as beautiful as a well groomed, well cleaned
and properly shown Samoyed. Given a chance
they are their own advertisement.”

There’s another success story here on the
Pacific Coast—for Mrs. Jean Blank, co-owner
with Mr. and Mrs. Percy Matheron of Walnut
Creek, of the Whitecliff Kennels, has just re-
turned from another very successful showing

make a telephone call, and while admiring her
Sams, asked; “Are those dogs the kind I read
about in the paper?” He was interested in
learning that the Sams’ coats are NEVER clip-
ped—the wool is obtained only through the
seasonal brushings—at no loss whatever to the
dogs.

Speaking of the Sams coats—folks, did you
know that your dog's coat is practically tire-
proof? At least that has been demonstrated
to me on an occasion recently. While working
out in our back yard, burning some brush and
grass clippings in our big old incinerator, from
a pile that had accumulated in the past weeks,
the dogs were running about enjoying the
day—that is, two of them were. “Crissy” how-
ever, stayed around where I was at work clean-
ing up the pile. “Crissy” is a “small game” hunt-
er. That is, she hunts out such things as sala-
manders, field mice, crickets and other small
insects that inhabit grass and brush spots, or
under rocks, etc. It is a treat to watch her sit-
ting or standing before a spot from which she
hears sounds of small animal &fe. and then to
see her spring to attack when one dares leave a
hiding spot. "Her face seems to beam with the
sparkle of anticipation—no cat ever watched a
mouse hole in more steady manner.
