Now All Together . . . Merry Christmas Folks!

It was on a cold November day of 1925 in
Washington D. C. (just 23 years ago) that my
father brought me a ball of snowy white fur and

b

beady black eyes, a six weeks old pup, my first
Samoyed. I shall never forget that first night—
when the pup simply “took over” our hearts
and home—even to snuggling down in the bed
owned by our other dog—our small nine year
old **Skeeter,” almost a duplicate of “Daisy” of
movie fame.

As weeks sped by, our ‘“‘youngster” became
more and more the boss of all in our home—
and as she developed we studied all the books
we could lay hands upon, striving to learn of
the background of our “baby” which I had
finally named ‘“Nannuk—meaning Polar Bear.
As 1 can remember, she was a most husky,
healthy pup—and as she grew to maturity she
was my constant companion in walks over the
hills—wonderful pal and watch dog.

She and my horse became the closest of
friends and many a day I had only to tell
“Nookie” to bring “Girlie” down from her hill
top corral and she did just that—circling her in
such a way that the horse knew exactly what
was expected.

The day that I noted in our local paper
an advertisement of Samoyed puppies for sale
by Mr. and Mrs. E. Coughlin, then of Alexan-
dria, Virginia, opened new vistas for me.

Mrs. Coughlin, one of our earlier breeders of
outstanding Sams, owned several (nine at the
time I met her). Of these, Brunoff, a son of
Princess Veta, sired by Ch. Donerna’s Barin,
was chosen as the mate for our Nannuk.

Mrs. Coughlin had a choice album of pic-
tures and stories of the earlier Sams, knew well
the dogs owned by Mr. Seeley, Pinkham and
others, and we enjoyed our chats with her—
and visited her kennels at Landover, Maryland.
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And so, when we moved to California in
October 1927, Nannuk, then two years old,
was in whelp to Brunoff (soon to become Ch.

NANNUK and her 5 weeks old pups sired by
Ch. Brunoff

Brunoff). Just 17 days after our arrival in
Berkeley, Nannuk presented us with a lovely
litter of six—two males and four females.

It was when we put a small ad in a Jlocal
paper, puppies for sale, that we met Miss Alma
Bennet and her sister of San Francisco, who
owned the imported Jason — and came to see
these new arrivals in Berkeley.

None of these pups were ever registered with
the American Kennel Club though in their new
homes they spread love of our breed far and |
wide during their short life span. Distemper
took our 17-month-old “Tippy” in the spring |
of 1929—but Nannuk withstood the siege with
no ill effects and was our beloved pet and com-
panion for 16 years, five months and four days
—a grand old girl to the end—when one day
she just went to sleep. {

However, when “Tippy” died April 1929,

Nannuk’s grief over her son was so pathetic\%é

(no less than ours) that we felt we must secure
a companion for her—and so in October 1929

Patricia Obi, was our first Samoyed registered
with the American Kennel Club, as Karan Sea,
though we called him *“‘Lad.”

But our Nannuk was the beginning of our
interest in Samoyeds—and while searching for
information on the breed—the following article
was formulated, first published in 1940 in a
Southern California magazine.

THE SAMOYED

Tred is scarcely a doubt that possibly the
earliest known breed of dog is the Samoyed.
Histories of the explorers of the Arctic and
Antarctic regions date back for many centur-
ies, and all record the white dog of medium
sige, with the upstanding ears, black nose and
lips, and smiling face. A dog of ancient and
royal lineage, whose blood is unmixed with that
f any other breed.
White as the snow of the Arctic regions
hich gave it birth, the Samoyed, the reindeer
erder, companion and sled dog of the natives
f Northern Siberia, typifies the romance of
e tundra land.
The Samoyed Peninsula, an immense stretch
wasteland extending along the shores of the
rctic Ocean from the White Sea to the Yen-
efei River, is the homeland of this noble ani-
I, where he has lived, bred and been domes-
ticated by the Samoyed natives for unknown
cénturies.
WThese Samoyed natives, semi-nomad inhabi-
iﬂts of this land of ice and snow, have been

cnown for ages as a mild, kindly, swarthy-
skinned race of people, who are fishermen and
herders of reindeer. Their one great passion
lis the love of their beautiful white dogs, which
Mey treat as members of the family. Sharing
the home life of the “chooms” even as one of
the children, the Samoyed dog has come down
us, a breed domesticated to a high degree, un”

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the spirit of comradeship was developed so beau.
tifully between dog and man—there developed
the staunch unfailing loyalty to their masters.

Physically hardy, lovable by nature, affection-
ate and friendly, (though never fawning) they
are the most desirable pets for man or child.
At the same time they are splendid watchdogs
and guardians of ones home and family. Ex-
celling in intelligence, they are easily trained
for any purpose, and adapt themselves readily
and fully to the demands of environment, be
it apartment, small home or country estate.

In appearance, the Samoyed is alert and in-
telligent looking, with an expression which
shows a perfect understanding of anything said
to him. He is the “dog with a smile,” a smile
that doesn’t come off. Happiness seems to ra-
diate from him, from his smiling face to the
tip of his plume-like tail. His gaze is steady
and unflinching—full of the intelligence and
honesty of his nature.

It was in 1889 that the first Samoyeds were
established in England, and in 1906 were
brought to the United States. Since then, the
breed has become well known, endearing itself
to all who have the fortune to claim ownership
of one of its kind.

It must be remembered that although Si-
beria is a land of ice and snow for the greater
part of the year, it experiences very hot wea-
ther during the short summer season. That
explains why our present day “Sams” can live
in any climate or location. The long heavy
white coat with its padding of soft wool, can
withstand the bitterest cold on earth—but this
same coat, with a little natural shedding dur-
ing summer, acts as a means of keeping out the
heat as well.

Contrary to what is believed by some, the
Samoyed should not be clipped for summer
comfort-—he does not need it, nature has taken

care of that in a natural manner. With a shady
spot, or cool basement, plenty of fresh water,
a trifle less to eat of heating foods—a “Sam.
my’ is as comfortable as any dog can be dur-
ing the summer heat.

This same coat, contrary to what many may
think, needs very little bathing. In fact, most
owners do not bathe their “Sams” except just
before a show. A good stiff brushing every
other day or so, together with correct feeding,
plenty of fresh air and sunshine, will keep any
Samoyed looking in the “pink” of condition,
with a minimum of trouble to anyone.

The Samoyed is an easy feeder—not choosey
nor fussy about what he eats, and requires lit-
tle in comparison to most other breeds of his
size.

In the puppy stage, the “Sam’ resembles a
white teddy bear—a fascinating little creature,
with soft fluffy coat, beady black eyes, and a
most winning disposition. Take a six weeks
old Sammy puppy in your arms and you are
lost—for one moist kiss from that little red
tongue, as he clings to your hands with his
baby paws—guarantees him a place in your
heart that no other can fill.

As he grows older, he loses the wooly coat
of his puppyhood. The hair becomes long,
smooth and harsh and outstanding about his
head and body with a soft body undercoat.
The longer hair when brushed, takes on an icy
sheen, each hair appears tipped with silver, and
makes him a creature of eye-arresting beauty.
Added to this, the Sammy's coat is entirely free
from any doggy odor, so common to other
breeds.

The Sammy pup is a slow grower, often not
reaching maturity until two or three years old.
He is then a beautiful specimen, unsurpassed
for grace, speed and endurance.

A Sam at three months is the most fascinat-

ing creature—happy, carefree, anticipating ev- '\
rything—missing no chance to absorb all joys &)
ossible to his young life—what is more, he
grows gracefully into maturity, seeming to miss;@'
ntirely that lanky, gawky leggy stage. ot
Is it any wonder that anyone who has evef‘?

“Star” was so easy to housebreak—ever since
he came. And now, he likes to have his meals
in the dining room when we do, and he does
most of the time because he is so good.

“I wish you could hear him talk. He speaks
a language such as I have never heard an ani-
nel speak. (And don’t they all!) My husband
even declares ““Star” can read! We have three
very fancy little dog houses—painted white and
green, and each dog’s name is painted on the
front of his house. *Star” invariably goes in-

to his own house—never encroaching on the
Shepherd’s property.’

THE SAMOYED—DOG OF THE AGES
By Catherine S. Quereaux and Vera Lawrence

The reindeer shepherd, sledge dog and house-
hold companion! Arctic suns and snows have
bleached his harsh standoff coat, and tipped
the hairs with an icy sheen. Constant compan-
ionship with man through the years has given
him an almost uncanny “human” understanding
—and the generations of guarding the reindeer
herds has developed through the ages in the
breed, a disposition unique in the canine world.

Beautiful! Eye-arresting! — perhaps the most
beautiful breed in existence — gentle and com-
panionable—an excellent watch dog. Safe with
children—without doggy odor, never a trouble-
maker, yet able to hold its own when forced into
a fight, with an independence born of the un-
usual intelligence—yet marked with a loyalty to
a loved owner which wins hearts—the big white
dog with the smiling face and the dark intelli-
gent eyes, and the strong, sturdy muscular body,
with legs built for speed—that is the Samoyed.

In presenting the history of the Samoyed in
America, a story not heretofore published any-
where in its entirety, we wish to thank the
Western Kennel World for opening its pages to
these articles. The Series in the Western Ken-
nel World will cover the history of the breed
from late 1906 through the year 1920. The
years from 1920 on, will be presented in the
Bulletin of the Samoyed Club of America, with
special articles on the breed from its earliest
days in various sections. Every statement made
as fact will be backed by proof from authentic
sources.

True it is, that of the very early history there
may be errors, and in the desire of absolute ac-
curacy, we welcome every criticism, and every
small detail believed inaccurate will be checked
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and rechecked, if only the person discovering
such believed inaccuracy will advise us of it, and
of their source of information. We wish absolute
accuracy, and that these articles will stand for
all time as the standard history of the breed
here. To this end, we have used the carefully
checked files of the Samoyed Club of America,
which collection of data is believed to be the
world’s largest single source on the breed.

Many of our early dogs are but legend today.
some of our greatest are almost legend, and we
therefore wished that the record be written
while there are some earlier breeders available
to give us the benefit of their knowledge and
recollection. For research into the early days has
not been without its dismays and queries. Were
we to believe everything we have seen in print,
the early Samoyed dams were doughty dogs who
bore litters at monthly or bi-monthly intervals.
We are constrained, however, to believe some
human blundered in recording dates. We were
likewise constrained to doubt records giving
sires as “Princess.” We have seen our beloved
breed shown as ‘“‘Saymoyedes” and know that
one, an honored dog of our very early days, was
forced to compete in the show ring with a
Mexican Hairless, a Newfoundland, a French
Shepherd, German Shepherd, and with other
dogs of varying breeds. We have seen names
given our dogs which strike the ear as most
difficult, but were comforted when we learned
that a most exalted Poodle had gone through
show honor after show honor laboring under
the name of Pilicoc Rumpelstiltskin, a name we
understand derived from a European fairytale.
We then felt that perhaps some of the names
selected were not so difficult after all.

We have found that not a few of the earlier
Samoyed names came from the Russian and
were also known in Hebrew, with this distinc
tion, that a male name in Hebrew, when adapted
from the Russian and given to a Samoyed was
usually given to a dog of the opposite sex, and
when female became a male name in Russian.
We have at least three names where this is
shown true from Biblical references to Hebrew
persons of similar names.

In setting forth this history, we are not enter-
ing into any discussion of the quality of the
dogs where the descendants of a given dog have
been numerous they have had a marked effect
for good or bad, on the breed. We are setting
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forth what has occurred, and are not passing
upon its good or ill effects. Except in rare cases,
no comments will be made on individual dogs,
save those necessary to set forth their place in
our history. Show wins will not be used as de-
noting quality but rather, as denoting the rate
of popularizizng the breed through such show-
ings.
In the early days, we have found the progeny
of dogs, the registration of whom we have been
unable to find. In England today —as late as
in 1937, we found dogs registered where either
dam or sire was marked as having no record of
registration.) We have found in our research,
that by a single breeding one import carries on
today—and that many of the present day de-
scendents of this import, are descendants of the
hitherto unknown and unsung litter sister of one
of our best known earlier dams. And then we
found one ‘‘Samoyede” with sire and dam
whose names were akin closely to Samoyed
names, but whose names and registration num-
bers in no way fitted anything we had of record,
and yet we know our record was as complete
as possible. Hours of checking uncovered a
laugh. The beautiful exotic who had meandered
into the breed had a long line of ancestors—
“Queen of the North,” *“Northern” So and So,
“Artic” So and So, and had hefted over to our
ranks from parents registered as Eskimos. But
be it said, that save this single exception, no
such break has occurred, and progeny if any
were not listed within our ranks. We rather
fancy the breeders of the noble Eskimo of today
will be as resentful as were we that this dog’s
parents are listed in their breed, and were
naturally fancy “Eskimo Spitz,” the white dogs
so popular in the ’teens, best befiits the entire
group we so wrathfully unearthed.

But to the Samoyede. The honor for intro-
ducing the Samoyede into America goes to the
Princess de Montyglyon. If half of the stories

told of this lady are true, colorful was she, a
pre-World War lady living in Victorian days,
but with the Victorian charm of manner. Born
to the purple, she is best described by  Free-
man Lloyd as “born a countess (Belgian), a
duchess by marriage, mother of a marquis and
a hereditary princess of the Holy Roman Em-
pire. She had become the wife of a famous lion
tamer, ‘Captain Jack Bonaviti, to wit. In her
heydey the princess was looked upon as one of
the greatest beauties of her sex.”

How the Princess obtained her first Samoyede
and of her trip to America—will be told in the
January issue of Western Kennel World.

Folks, it is with a feeling of deep humility
—but gratefulness for their kindness that we
publish the following unsolicited, entirely sur-
prise article sent us by William T. and Freda
Powell of Sul Ross State Teachers College, Al-
pine, Texas, who wrote: “‘Since we came back
we have spent most of our spare time reading
the Samoyed sections in chronological order
from start to finish.

“It has been fun to write it, and while it
represents nothing but the personal opinion of
two of your readers we feel there are many
others who would agree with us in a number
of our conclusions.”

Some Samoyed Section Highlights
1933 — 1948
By W. T. and Freda Powell

“During the past two weeks we have had
the unique experience of reading the Samoyed
section of Western Knnel World straight
through its sixteen years of publication. This
experience has been a memorable one.

“Early fanciers of the Samoyed breed, who
have acquired gradually their present know-
ledge of all things Samoyed, may not realize

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what it means to be newcomers and have ‘ev-
erything to learn at once. ‘

“We became subscribers to Western Kennel
World in November, 1946, and we saw at once
that the only way we could ever ‘catch up’ in
Sammy circles would be to secure back issues
of the magazine and study the Samoyed section.
At that time back issues were not available from
the publisher (or we thought they were not),
so we wrote ten second-hand magazine dealers
in San Francisco and Los Angeles. All these
companies answered that they could supply no
copies of Western Kennel World of any date,
but could furnish back issues of almost any
other kennel magazines we might want! - This
was a real tribute to WKW, since it proved that
subscribers keep their copies, but it was a dis-
appointment to us not to be able to secure any
for ourselves.

Last spring, then we were doubly delighted
to read the announcement made by Miss Law-
rence that back issues were not only available,
but that Helen 2nd was generously donating
all proceeds from sales to the national treasury
of the Samoyed Club of America.

Correspondene with Miss Lawrence follow-
ed and much work on her part in sorting and
mailing the heavy bundles of magazines to
us. Now we have our file of Western Kennel
World from August 1933, when the first Sam-
oyed column appeared, through October, 1948
—the issue which just arrived this week. Un-
fortunately a few issues were completely ex-
hausted, but we feel we were very lucky to
obtain 166 copies out of the total of 183 that
would comprise a complete file.

Little Acorns

“There are several ways, most of them trite
of saying that big things often come from
small beginnings.

“Vera Lawrence began the Samoyed section
of Western Kennel World in August, 1933,
with exactly one column and twelve lines call-
ed ‘Samoyed News.” When Miss Lawrence
wrote these first lines, she probably had no
idea that a dozen years later she would edit a
Samoyed section (December, 1943) requiring
over fifty times as much space.

- “Although she could not then have known
what the future of her undertaking would be,
Miss Lawrence nevertheless launched her col
umn in a manner worthy of the breed she
wrote about. With a perception amounting to
almost a prescience of the importance of her
undertaking for the breed, she began her ‘Sam-

oyed News with this important and beautiful
paragraph, ‘In this article we introduce to our
Western Kennel World readers, the compara-
tively rare and exclusive breed of dogs, the
Samoyeds, Siberian sled and reindeer dogs,
whose fame has been known to explorers for
centuries and more recently to the public at
large as the “white dog with the smile and
brain of a human.”

“Sixteen years have passed since those words
were written, and 183 monthly issues of Wes-
tern Kennel World have gone to press without
a single change in the editorship of the Sam-
oyed section, and every one of these 183 edi-
tions has carried Samoyed news, advertising,
pictures and stories.

“This achievement has largely been the work
of the editor of the section and it has un-
doub:edly been hard sledding at times. Through
all the years Miss Lawrence has worked hard
for news to fill the column, for pictures to en-
liven the pages, and for ads to support the
section, and for more ads to enlarge it—all
for the advancement of the breed.

Early Advertisers

The gradual growth of the section is inter-
esting to note. For several months after its
advent, it continued to occupy about one col-
umn of space. By 1934 it had grown to a
whole page, with the editor often reminding
the readers that news must be omitted or con-
tinued to the next issue because there was more
material than there was ad-supported space to
print it.

“Many readers do not realize that the space
given each section for news of its breed is al-
located in proporiion to the advertising that
is taken by the lovers of that breed.

“As for advertisers there were none at all
for several months after the section was be-
gun. The first to appear was in January of
1934, when Mrs. J. C. McDowell of Los An-
geles advertised her Khiva Kennels. Shortly
aiterwards space was taken by Mr. M D. Rob-
ertson, Jr., and Mrs. M. F. Kelly and in May,
1934, Miss Vera Lawrences first ad appeared.
Mrs. Helen Harris placed the first Snowland
Kennels ad in the July, 1935 issue, with Mrs. A.
E. Mason following in October, 1936, with
advertising of her White Way Samoyeds.

Other very early advertisers were Mrs. Bev-
erly H. Jones Mrs. P. Anton Stang, Mr. and
Mrs. Mel Harris, Mrs. Roy Brott, Mrs.
Frank Berwick and Monsignor Robert F. Kee-
gan. Some of these were Easterners and Mid-

Over the years there are three Samoyed
breeders who have given consistent support to
the section. One of these is Mrs. Helen Har-
ris, owner of Snowland Kennels, and a past
president of the Samoyed Club of America.
From the time the Snowland Kennels ad was
first inserted in July, 1935, Mrs. Harris' adver-
tising was carried continually for twelve years,
until ill health forced her to curtail her ac-
tivities and the breeding of Snowland Sam-
oyeds was all but discontinued.

**A second long-time advertiser is Mrs. A. E.
Mason, now president of the Samoyed Club
of America, owner of the White Way Kennels.
Mrs. Mason has advertised continually in the
Samoyed section since October, 1936.

“The third of this group is Miss Vera Law-
rence herself. Over the past sixteen years the
Samoyeds she has owned and the puppies she
has bred may be traced as they succeeded each
other, one after another, in her advertising.

“Without these three continuous supporters,
aided by a few others. the Samoyed section
would certainly have died in its infancy. One
has only to study the early pages, and to com-
pare them with later ones, to realize how much
loving effort and steadfast devotion to the
cause of the breed has gone into the achieving
of this storehouse of Samoyed information.

Samoyed Stories
From the beginning Miss Lawrence has packed
her section with the names of dogs—hundreds
and hundreds of names. The very first Samo-
yeds ever mentioned by name in these columns
were two puppies, ‘Jean of Creve, daughter of
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Dr. Bezansen’s SPARK OF ALTAI

Since these two young ladies broke into print
Miss Lawrence has mentioned hundreds of in-
dividual Samoyeds in her columns and scores of
Samoyed biographies and descriptions have
been printed.

A large share of the enjoyment of the Samo-
yed section is derived from the dozens of fine
stories which have appeared recounting the ad-
venturés of our dogs.

We think our finest Samoyed story-teller is
Mrs. Harris. Of all her fine stories, we con-
sider the most touching that which told of how
Svalbard of Snowland was lost and found, Octo.
ber 1942. It is a short simple little story, but it
somehow captures in spirit and expresses in
words all the anxiety suffered by both dog and
master when a loved Sammy is lost, and the
infinite joy and relief both feel when he is
found again.

As another favorite “‘lost and found™ story,
we would name Mrs. Nell Phillips account of
the finding of Wolo, May 1942. This is a fine
hearttugging story with an unusual slant, but
one saddened by its tragic aftermath.

For the most inspiring story we nominate the
account of the heroism and martyrdom of Ard-
cliff Silver Snow, as told by his breeder, Mrs.
Clifford H. Chamberlain, October and Decem-
ber 1939. As the most exciting story we name
“Another Beloved Sammy Comes Home,”
September 1942, about Ardcliff ' White Cloud of
Storm, an amazing tale with a happy ending.

On the lighter side, we pick another story
by Mrs. Harris which she calls “Snowland Leg-
ends,” December 1938, as the most exciting
story, and for the jolliest, her gay little piece
entitled “Winter Fun,” March 1939.

The most amusingly written story we recall
reading is Mrs. Ruick’s “Strog of Altai Goes
to the Specialty Show,” December 1946. Along
with Mrs. Ruick, we would give a citation to
Miss ‘Lois Raynor for an exceptionally keen
sense of humor displayed in her delicious story,
entitled by the Sammy editor, *“Meet Lois Ray-
ner’s' Ch. Chinde of Caspar,” June 1946. This

is one of the most captivating Sammy stories
we have ever read.
For three fine stories of the love and loyalty

of our Sams to one another, we cite Miss Le-
nore Thomson’s tale of Petrof Lebanov and
Rikki, October 1939; Miss Goodrich’s story of
Jack Frost and Keena of Snow Shoe Hill, De-
cember 1946; and several of Mrs. Harris stories
of the Snowlanders’ devotion to blind Pedlar
of the Arctic.

The Samoyed poems we like best are Faith
Harris’ beautiful “‘Sonnet to Pedlar,” August
1938, and Mrs. Laura St. Aubin’s “A Farewell
Salute,” December 1939, a tribute to Silver
Snow mentioned above.

Little Sammy Tales

Not all of the stories in our section are con-
cerned with the great and the neargreat, and
not all recount the thrilling, or the tragic epi-
sodes which make such dramatic stories. There
is just as much joy in reading of the small
antics - of our household pets as in the most
spectacular stories. We love these little tales,
often told in a line or two, of the homey do-
ings which are so characteristic of all Sams.
In them we see the very likeness of our own
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dogs and are reminded of our dear lost ones.

There are hundreds of these little tales, but
a few are typical of all. Do you remember Ja-
son and Sonia of Laika who used to climb over
the fence and spend the day in the Berkeley
Hills, October 1933; and Nanci Girl who was
a caretaker of all young things—even the de-
spised and detested kittens, December 1933; and
“Nookie” who would leave the room when
anyone said “Let’s light a fire,”” October 1939?
Remember Lasky who loved the bed in the
spare room, January 1935; and Judge who in-
sisted that “the master and I must take our
extra sleep,” June 1936.

Then there was Nianya who verbally in-
sisted on visitors going to see her pups, Au-
gust 1939; and Tekka who could lift a dish off
the table, lick it clean, and put it back, May
1940; and Ritz who cleaned the chewing gum
off the church pews, December 1942.

And we love the story of how Nikita of
Snowland accepted his baby, Misha, September
1943; and of how Misha (Snohomish) ate up
the twenty dollar bill, January 1945; and of
Khatadin Lad, who brought the pillow into the
living room to lie on, December 1943.

And we have read with delight of Czar
Nicholas Lebanov who opened not only his
own doors and gates, but also those of the
neighbor’s dog, April 1937; of Barkeeta of
Snowland who tried window breaking, Decem-
ber 1944; of Herdsman's Victory Leader who
was the doctor of his kennels, December 1944;
of Tish who tore up the yard and tore “down”
the roof, May 1945; of Bolga who ate the an-
niversary cake, October 1945; of Snowy Dawn
who brought the rope to tie herself with when
she had been barking, December 1946; of Rora
and Bori who, like all Sams, like to drive the
car, September 1945; and Nicky and Dick who
chased chickens “with abondon from the very
first,” January 1944.

These are only a few—a very few—of the
delightful little tales told of our Sams in
W.K.W. pages. Some of these antics have been
presented in photographs, too. Remember Czar
Nicholas Lebanov singing at the piano, Novem-
ber 38; Jooschka feeding her little lamb, Feb-
ruary 1945; Snowy and Kheta hauling scrap,
December 1942; Yorza II writing her puppy
tale for W.K.W., June 1948; Nanook of the
North comforting a Sheltie pup, May 1948;
and Chiefy growing up with Kenneth Collicott,
December 1945.

Portraits

Speaking of pictures, the first to break into
the Samoyed section of Western Kennel 'World
was one of Kaan Sea and Shalopie, January
1934. The second (except for cuts used in ads)
was of Donerna’s Barin in July of the same
year. These were the first of the pictures of a

Chs. Gorka, White Sprite of the Arctic, Jack
Frost of Sacramento, Ice Crystal of the Arctic,
Storm Cloud, Snow Frost of the Arctic, and
many others, all these were forbears of our own
Samoyeds, but they were only names on the
pedigrees until we saw their pictures and read
their histories in these early Samoyed pages.
Now they are almost as near and dear to us as
if we had known them in life, and our own
Sams are doubly dear because we see in them
traits of the noble ones who have gone before
them.

Space would not permit a listing of all the
beautiful Samoyeds whose pictures have ap-
peared in W.K.W., but for some really fine
Samoyed portraits see the Christmas annual of
almost any year.

And we must mention puppy pictures. These
are responsible for much of the charm of our
Samoyed section, as there is nothing in the
world more photogenic than a baby Samoyed.
There are whole rows of pups in some of the
most attractive pictures, and in others only one
solitary fluffy white baby to captivate us.

Our favorite of them all is one captioned,
“We're So Busy,” December 1944. It shows
four white babies, with their four little noses in
four little bowls, while four little tails point
skyward at exactly the same angle! But just
-humb through the pages of any issue of
W.K.W., and what pictures of Sammy pups are
tnere that do not pull at your heart strings?

Many pictures of Samoyed sled teams also
lend much color and individuality to our sec
tion. The most beautiful picture of the Harris
team was first printed in March 1939 and has
reappeared in later issues. There was a most
unusual shot of Laika Kennels team in Decem-
ber 1934: this is the only one we have ever
seen taken from the rear of the team. Another
sled picture we like is that of the Arthur V.
Foster team, December 1945.

Some of the most imaginative and spectacular
pictures are those of the Mason sled teams.
The first of these appeared in February 1939,
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showing a five-dog team. We particularly like
the Mason Sammyteam at the Eastern Star
Christmas party, December 1945. But, of
course, our all-time favorite is that of the team
dining in state at the Hotel Senator, December
1946. And we must not overlook the Mason
paratrooper team pictured in May 1943.

Samoyeds have appeared on the cover page
of Western Kennel World eight times. The first
four of these were Snowland dogs, with the
noble Pedlar of the Arctic being the first to
have that honor, December 1935. The next
cover picture, October 1938, was of three great
Snowland champions, Sprint of the Arctic, Si-
berian Nansen and Moscow of Farningham. Ch.
Kara's King Karol II was next, January 1942.
Ch. Nim of Snowland and Ch. Nalda of Snow-
land were also cover Samoyeds, July 1942 and
December 1943.

Mrs. Lucille Miller’s famous “Puppy Love”
pups, Snow Dawn and Snow Nada of Altai
were cover girls for the Christmas issue, De-
cember 1945; and Miss Ina Lawrence’s Lensen’s
Snow Chief appeared as cover baby in August
1946. Finally, Miss Lois Rayner’s Ch. Chinde
of Caspar was pictured in May 1948. All these
covers make wonderful advertising material on
newsstands as well as in Samoyed displays.

Meeting the Owners
In addition to their Sammies, the Sammy
folk themselves may be met in the pages of
W.K.W. We have enjoyed seeing pictures of
the Ruicks, the Wentworths, Miss Humphriss,
Mrs, Mason, the Wards, Mrs. Bajus, Monsignor
Keegan, Mrs. Harris, Miss Healy, Mrs. Davis,

Mrs. Chamberlain, and many others.

It has been interesting, too, to turn the pages
and watch Faith Harris Child and Aljean Ma-
son grow up before our very eyes. For Faith
see December 1935, August 1938, September
1941, and December 1945. For Aljean see
November and December 1937, December
1940, and December 1945.

Some others we would like to see pictures
of, but have looked for in vain, are Mrs. Ash-
ley, Mrs. Quereaux, Mrs. Grillo, Mrs. Rhanor,
and others. And over all the years, modest
Vera Lawrence has never once shown her face

in our section—not even a dim view from a
distance! Is this right, Miss Lawrence?

It would be impossible, of course, to name all
the Sammy folk whose names have appeared in
the Sammy pages. Some are outstanding be-
cause they have been more faithful than others
in sending in material. One of these, whose
name runs like a silver thread through the
section, is Mrs. Catherine Quereaux, the ener-
getic, enthusiastic Publicity Director of the
Samoyed Club of America.

It has been fun, too, to learn that even our

wisest and most experienced breeders were once

beginners themselves—even as you and I! In

June 1935 Mrs. Harris wrote, “Yesterday was a

red letter day in our kennels, when our first

litter arrived. Starshaya . . . is just about as
much thrﬂ.led with her children as we are, with
this first litter for our kennels, which is saying
a lot.”

In April 1937 Mrs. Mason, who had been

welcomed “to our ranks” in the October 1936
issue, was suggesting a Question Box for Sam-
my readers, saying, "I know of so many things
I ‘would like to have answered regarding the
average weight of puppies at birth, natural
weekly gain, when ears come up, when eyes
turn dark, etc.” These are the very questions
to which we, the present novices, are now
seeking answers.

Mrs. Marie Grillo, now Secretary of the
Samoyed Club of America, wrote her first let-

ter to W.K.W. in August 1945. In it she said,

“This is my first experience with a litter, so you
can imagine how thrilled T am.”

As we write this our Buffy is expecting
puppies in December, and we are eagerly an-

ticipating our first experience with a litter.

Reading the delightful letters from others who
have had these same experiences makes us
realize that we do truly belong to the Samoyed
fraternity. Joy in the arrival of Sammy babies,
pleasure in rearing, showing, and sharing our
beautiful dogs, and the sorrow of losing them
join us all in the Sammy bond. )
Memories

In this connection we must mention another
feature of the Samoyed section which shows
that dogs of our breed—all of them—Ileave a

Some of the most beautiful canine obituaries
ever written in any breed have appeared in the
Samoyed section. Outstanding is the one that
marked the passing of Ch. Ice Crystal of the
Arctica, April 1943, Especially tender and
touching are those that memorialize Nanci Girl,
December 1943; Ch. Gorka, November 1934;
Ch. Prince Kofski, July 1945: Ch. Novik of
Snowland, January 1946; Snow Maiden of
Snowland and Ch. Nova Sonia of Kobe, Au-
gust 1948,

The crowning eulogy of all perhaps is the
letter written by Gene Kroepel and Bob Cahail
to Blizzard of Stardust in Dog Heaven, De-
cember 1947. If any Sammy person can read
that letter with dry eyes, he never lost a loved
Sam. And no person who ever lost a Sam
should fail to read “Elaine’s” beautiful story
called, “The Happiest Hunting Ground, Au-
gust 1946.

Many owners take advertising space in the
Samoyed section for memorials to their lost
Sams, using the space for a lovely picture of
the dog or a beautifully worded tribute. There
seems no more fitting way to remember these
lost friends to work for the advancement of the
breed in this manner.

The lines about Ch. Prince Kofski, Decem-
ber 1945, are a fine tribute of this kind, as is
Miss Lawrence’s page of beautiful pictures of
the offspring of Lensen of Snowland, which
she entitles “In Memory of Our Lennie,”
December 1941.

Christmas Annual

The most outstanding Samoyed section of
the year always appears in the Christmas issue
tribute to our Samoyeds, ‘“the dogs with
Christmas in their eyes the whole year round.”

Miss Lawrence issued her first call for a spec-
ial Christmas issue in September 1935, in these
words, “The writer of this column would like
to hear from Samoyed breeders on their reac-
tion to a special Samoyed edition to cover the
Christmas season, feeling that that season of
the year most ably reflects the Samoyed to his
full glory. . . . This would call for a lot of
co-operation on the part of the Sammy breeders
and fanciers, so if you feel in a co-operative
mood for an issue of that sort write to Miss
Lalwrence .« . and tell her how much you will
help.”

The next year, October 1936, she again re-
minded readers, “And now, let's be thinking
about that big section for our Christmas num.

ber. The sky's the limit. The more ads we get,
the better our section.”
All of the Christmas numbers have been tops.
We believe, however, that there has never
been a more inspiring one than the first, De-
cember 1935, and that there has never been a
finer one than that for December 1945. This
issue has the famous “Puppy Love” cover,
nineteen pages of ads and news and 56 individ-
ual pictures of Sams. This was double the
amount of Samoyed space in the 1943 annual
itself an excellent issue.

(Folks—a 14 page now costs our advertisers
as much as a FULL PAGE at that time, so even
with fewer pages our quota is better.—V.L.
