We again greet our readers with a sincere
wish for Christmas peace and joy for all, and
a hearty ‘‘thank you” for your co-operation in

It is with deep regret that we record the
passing of the pioneer and founder in England
of our present day Samoyedes—Mrs. Kilburn
Scott. That our readers may realize just what
we owe to both Mrs. Scott and her husband,
the late Kilburn Scott, we publish here the
“appreciations” written by Will Hally, a famous
British writer, and Mrs. Stuart Thynne, presi-
dent of the British Samoyede Association.

In Mrs. Scott's. last letter to the chairman
of publicity of our Samoyede Club of America,
written May 20, 1944, she enclosed a little
verse ‘‘written several years ago by Andrian
Porter upon the loss of his much loved Sam-
oyede. “He has two dogs from my Farning-
ham Kennels. I am sure you will agee with
me they are beautiful lines,” wrote Mrs. Scott.
And here they are:

Mrs. Kilburn-Scott was undoubtedly the recog-
nized pioneer of Samoyeds in this country. She
was a vice-president of the association and we
all feel that we have lost a personal friend as
well as great authority and guide on the breed.
Below I give an appreciation of Mrs. Kilburn-
Scott from the pen of our president, Mrs. Stu-
art Thynne, which will nerhaps give our newer
members some idea of the unique position Mrs.
Kilburn-Scott occupied in Samoyed affairs: ““As

and show today. The originals brought to
her and H. M. Queen Alexandra by Mr. Kil-
burn-Scott from Arctic expeditions, of which
he was a member, laid the foundations of the
breed in England. Later the mating of this
stock to Antarctic Bru (Note: This should read
Antarctic Buck and was corrected in the next
weeks’ issue, S. F. K.), the dog left behind by
an Antarctic expedition and brought back by
Mr. and Mrs. Kilburn-Scott when they returned
home from Australia, where the former held
an appointment at Sydney University about
1907 to 1909, had a lasting paramount influ-
ence on the breed. My father purchased a
bitch puppy for my sister, the late Mrs. A. E.
Galloway, which died, but was replaced by an-
other, the bitch Nastja, and her personal re-
lations with Mrs. Kilburn-Scott began from
1906, though I did not know Mrs. Kilburn-
Scott until I first exhibited at Richmond in
1912.° I had, however, met her at the Kennel
Club’s show in 1910 when my sister exhibited
Yansk and Nastja, incidentally winning Spratt’s
special for best puppy, a win which delighted
Mrs. Kilburn<Scott. My sister mated Nestja to
Ivanoff, a beautifully colored dog, and bred
Yansk, later the dam of my own dog Ramon.
Subsequently Nastja was mated to Miss Thom-
son-Glover’s lovely white dog, Snow Cloud,
which had Antarctic Buck’s blood through his
sire, and T mention this to indicate the influ-
ence of Mrs. Kilburn-Scott’s kennel upon the
breed from this mating of the two strains. My
sister bred my bitch, Princess Feodorovna, and
she was the dam of Ch. Kieff as a result of
a mating to my Ch, Viking in 1916. Miss
Thomson-Glover had her dog’s son, Silver
Cloud, to be later the sire of her famous Ch.
Eastre. Mrs. Kilburn-Scott dearly loved her
children, her dogs and flowers, and I am happy

to say I was informed of her death in time to
ask her daughter Enid to take a wreath from
the association to her funeral. We shall, I
think, always remember the last time Mrs. Kil
burn4Scott officiated in the south at our rally
on October 9th last, her instructive remarks on
the dogs brought before her, and the keen in-
terest shown in the Samoyeds she saw that day
when she looked so well and happy that it is
difficult to think that never again shall we have
the benefit of her expert advice and enthu-
siasm for the breed she so admired and loved.
Our Scottish friends no doubt equally appre-
ciated her visit to Edinburgh in March last, her
last public appearance, when they also had the
benefit of her expert advice. Who, old enough
in the fancy, can forget the dogs Mrs. Kilburn-
Scott benched Nansen, Pearlene, Antarctic Buck,
Kaifas, Bruson, Antarctic Za Za, Ivanoff, Ch.
Fang, Siberian Keeno and many another all put
down to perfection and handled by her daugh-
ter Ivy.

“I recall may happy visits with Miss Gerrard
and that I saw Nansen when he was 18 years
old, blind but not deaf, and Pearlene, nearly
as old and quite as dearly loved, with their mis-
tress in the house, pets as well as show dogs.

“Mrs. Kilburn-Scott was the original secre-
tary of the Ladies’ Samoyed Association, of
which I was hon. treasurer, from its inception
in 1912, and so was a fellow member since
then to the day of her death. Her passing will
cause as much sorrow in American Samoyed
circles almost as in England, and we are sure
that our American friends will join with us in
deepest sincere sympathy with Mrs. Kilburn-
Scott’s family and sincere regret that we shall
no longer have the benefit of her guiding hand
in Samoyed matters. Mary Stuart Thynne.”

A Word About Westminster’s Best of Breed—
Ch. Prince Kofski

As we go to press Ch. Prince Kofski, owned
by Mrs. Berta M. Ruick of Indianapolis, is cele-
brating his tenth birthday anniversary. Born
Nov. 11, 1934, by Ch. Tcy King out of Siberian
Zelda. Kofski was bred by Joseph C. Linn.
In 1939 Prince Kofski (Ski to those who love
him) made a show record hard to beat. He
was shown primarily for the good of the breed.
He became a winner very early in his career and
quickly went to the top. To date he has well
over 30 bests of breed to his credit, with stiff
competition. Among these were Cleveland, un-
der Judge George Thomas; Chicago Interna
tional K. C., under Anton Korbel, and on to
best of breed at Morris and Essex in May under
Judge Enno Meyer, these in 1939. Then there
were best of breed and second in the working
aroup at Fort Wayne, Ind., Jackson, Mich. He
placed third in the group in 1940 and again
at Cincinnati in 1941,

Quite the most important of his many wins,
however, was that at Westminster in 1944,
when at the grand age of 9 years he again
went best of breed in very stiff competition. Ski
is spoken of as ““one of the biggest winners in
the breed—a fine dog in every way—a dog so
gorgeous yet no picture has ever done him
justice.” Ski could well afford to rest on his
laurels, having competed with the best that the
midwest and east have to offer, but with his
superb stature, aristocratic bearing and eye-ar-
resting beauty there is always the chance of top
place in a show, and with such a dog it’s worth
trying for.

At home Ski is monarch of all he surveys.
But he is alas a lock-picker as is his kennel
mate Bru. They can open any door or latch
that is not padlocked. Ski's one fear is of thun-
derstorms—he does his unlatching of gates try-
ing to escape into the house, and he always
manages to get there!

Among his progeny we find Ch. Kim of the
Snows and Babin of the Snows, litter brother
and sister, both beautifully coated dogs with
plenty of good bone. Young David Ellis of
Cincinnati owns Topski, a lovely daughter of
Ski out of the late Siberian Snegourotschka.
In Vincennes, Ind., another daughter called
Snow White is owned by Mr. Wm. Hitt. She
is one of the most beautiful bitches to be seen,
but like most of Ski's progeny she lives in a
big suburban country place and her folks just
don’t care to submit her to dog shows. An-
other lovely one is owned by Miss Laura Sedge-
wick of Chicago.

“] am simply quoting here from British au-
thorities on this subject,” wrote Mrs. Quereaux,
editor of the Bulletin. “Never mind biscuit
tinted ears and biscuit tinted coats, or noses that
are not jet black. Study the standard and
breed to it, remember essentials above every-
thing.” Will Hally in Our Dogs, England,
Oct. 7, 1932.

“On several occasions throughout the long
series of years I have emphasized the very great
value of cream and biscuit shaded Samoyeds.
As I myself proved over and over again that
was no mere theory but an absolute fact, and
now I am interested to know that Miss Keyte-
Perry places a very definite value on cream
and biscuit shaded dogs and maintains that they
pass on some of the finest essentials in Samo-
yed breeding.”—Will Hally in Our Dogs, Nov.
18, 1932, !

“Acorrespondent who writes on behalf of
several newcomers to the fancy asks, ‘Are other
than black noses permissible in this breed?’

They are permissible, always have been per-
missible and always will be permissible. A
Samoyed with an other than black nose is not

a dog with a nose off color but a dog of a
breed whose noses were not originally black.
Precious few of the early importeds or other
Samoyeds that originated the fancy had black
noses. I cannot recall any at the moment. A
black nose is preferable, but only by way of
contrast and nothing else. Black noses are easily
fixed in a strain if one is prepared to sacrifice
some of the essentials. For my own part black
nosed Samoyeds which lack the essentials of
the breed don't count for as much as a row
of beans.”—Will Hally in Our Dogs, Aug.,
1932.
