This interview was conducted at the
home of Wayne and Jeanne Nonhof on
April 13, 1984 by Lyn Snyder Hoflin,

How would you describe the
ideal Sammy?

Jeanne: Just like that standard
says. ("Oh, cop out!"} Well, | have to
have a dog who is neither undersized or
oversized, | don't like a weedy looking
dog. | like them to have a nice head,
But a nice head isn't as important as the
rear, The problem with the breed for
years has been the front end. It locks
like both front legs come out of the same
hole. We have always been really
careful about that because we seem fto
live in a bad front country, at least it was
that way when it started out, Itis a lot
better now than what it was. | like a dog
that looks like he can go and keep on
going all day and still look like a Sammy.
| like to see a nice eye. | don't like a
round eye. | like to see a dark almond-

shaped eye. A nice temperament is
necessary too.
Wayne: Well I've always said

people are looking so far ahead in a
breeding, not knowing what thay will be
getting and not thinking what they could

be doing. It is hard to gain sometimes,
but don't lose ground. It is easy to say
if you've been lucky but it can happen to
anybady., That snowball can. roll both
ways. You either pick up snow or gst
awful dity in the dirt. There are a lot of
times when Jeanne and | don't agree on
what we need in the breed. We have a
situation in the kennel right now with a
bitch we are in disagreement on. | feel
we need more leg, we don't need that
length of body, and | dont like that
head, regardiess of how, we need to
improve it. | possibly have to ba shown,
but | dont think | can be convinced of
that. It is hard, nobody knows a
hundred percent. You can come along
and say, "Well, that's got to be like
that” But it doesn't work that way, |
don't care who you are.

Jeanne: The bitch he is talking
about is a puppy that | think we need to
add to our line and | guess he really
doesnt think we should. She has some
faults but she has some assets that |
think we need. On paper the breeding is
beautiful, and | never look much bayond
the third generation. If it is not up front,
then they are not going to get it. | think
we will hang in there and see what we
get.

Wayne: | guess we will hang in
there and see what wa get. {laughter)

Jeanne: Either that or you let me
go out and buy more dogs. We could
keap some more from the breedings we
have planned.

Wayne: |say to go out and 1o buy
and speculate to get the breeding stogk
you need, but that isn't all of the answer
sither.

deanne: | think we've bought 5
grand total of two dogs.

Wayne: We bought some sight
unseen. We will never ever do tha
again, regardless of how good the
pedigree looks.

Jeanne: When we were starting
out, we bought some dogs, they didny
turn out well. 1think we started out like'
a lot of other people do. We started with
pets and wa learnad that that is not
whare it is at. Actually, old Bill Kendrick
gave us a lot of help. Wae had a young
bitch that was really pretty from tha
side, but she was shelly, She had a
lovely head, beautiful coat and a ring
tail. We took her out and he put her 3rd
in a class of three. | wan! and asked,
"How do you like my bitch?" He said.
"Madam, that may be the most
wonderful pet in the world, but it's not a
show dog.” | gulped and said, *Thank
you, sir.” We took her out of the ring
and she was kept as a pet. About ten
years down the line we were in
Minneapolis: again and he was there at
the same show. | went up to him and |
said, "l want to thank you for what you
did for me about ten years ago." He
didn't recall the incident, so | told him,
"You told me that the bitch | was
showing was not of show quality, and it
hurt like heck when you told me that, but
| did go and buy a good foundation bitch
after that.* Wayne was in the Group ring
with Bark' right then and | told Mr.
Kendrick, "That is what we have come
up with so far.” He was pretty pleased

with himself. | guess sverybody goes
through that though.

Wayne: There arent any perfact
ones,

Jeanne: We've had some really

nice dogs and I'm not about to paint out
ta everycne in the world where their
faults are. If you can't see them, well
than that's too bad. We don't have any
that are perfect.

Bark has just about my ideal head.
lke's handsome and | can live with a
handsome head on a good moving dog.
A handsome head and a good moving as
opposed to'a dog with wonderful type in
a poor movement, | would have to go
with the former every time. But | want
the whale thing.

What is

your size
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Jeanne; Well, | like them right at
the top of the standard if | can get them.
| don't kick if they are a little smaller
than that though. Just as long as they
are put together well. That Sharkia bitch
is ninetean and a half or twenty inches.
| think I'd rather have her with me out in
the tundra rather than a lot of bigger
bitches because of the fact that she has
muscle mass.

Wayne: Two things: showmanship
and balance. Give me those two
combinations with a little bt of
experience and you can hide almost
anything.

Jeanne: | like to go in there with a
dog where you don't have to hide
anything.

Wayne: Okay, where are you going
o start? You said awhile ago that thers
wasnt a perfect dog.

Jeanne: Actually | said that | am
going to breed it.

Wayne: | am saying a combination
of showmanship and balance s
necessary.

Jeanne: Oh, sure.
disagree with that,

| couldn't
f you go into that

ring with a dog without any glaring faults
and you show that dog often enocugh,
you wiil do a good deal of winning. But
you are talking about a mediccre dog.
You are not talking about a dog with
outstanding assets. The fault judges

will put it up because they can't find any
glaring faults;

Wayne: The dog has to be
balanced all over. We are talking about
eighty percent of the dog.

Jeanne: Eighty percent of the dog
will be judged on balance?

Wayne: Balance or showmanship.

Jeanne: There is a lot o be said for
showmanship. But you had better have
yoursell a dog under there, if you begin
under any kind of a novice judge. If you
go in there with a super showman you
may win a lot more than you should,

Wayne: See we both go in the ring
with a different attitude. She goes in
there as a breeder, which is fine, | can
understand this. Believe me, | can.
There is room for that in a class. There
is room for a breeder to go in there and
get his money's worth, he can get a
double lock and take his chances on the
points. There is no room for that beyond
the Breed. He will be phased out and
lost with that attitude in mind. If he
wants to go in there and say, "Hey, I'm
an ownerfhandlear, I'm a
breeder/handler,” a percenlage of the
time he will be snowed, and snowed bad.
That's where our idealogy separates.

Jeanne: Like in "the men from the
boys?"

Wayne: No, | didnt say that at all.
You're attitude changes entirely in the
Group ring. | den't know how much time
you've spent in the Group ring, Lyn, you
probably know exacty what | am
saying. It's a different ball game
entirely. Specialties are more relaxed
because there isnt the pressure. The

judge has more time and the
percentages are there and he's geing to
do a good job. There is going to be a
good percentage of good animals. He
krows that eighty parcent of the people
there are breeders and so he is geing fo
concenirate more, he has to. I've
learmned the hard way, | really have and |
guess fram the school of hard knocks.
It | had the choice | would do it all over
again.

How do
biscuit?

Jeanne: It is perfectly acceptable.
| prefer to breed a white dog. Thereisno
problem with biscuit though. Freckles
are kind of cute, but | have to admit that
in my own breeding proegram, pinto dogs
are just not whera it's at. Some people
say that you have to leave a little biscuit
in to keep your black pigment. | dont
find that true at all. I've seen biscuit
dogs with terrible pigment. | will have to
say | saw one biscuit that was really
super and it belonged to Elaine
Walenting. It was called Ch. Snowdrift
Dixie of Lydia. She locked lke a

you feel about

palomino. An all over golden glow with a
white tail. She was a beautiful thing and
she won a lot, too. She helped to
convince people that biscuit is not an
awiul thing, She just got darker with
age. There is a lot of biscuit around,
too, if you look for it. It may be
disappearing under the chalk and the
bleach when they are younger and being
shown, or it may be they are coming into
it when they age. | think it may be a little
of bath.

How important is
temperament?
Jeanne: | think it is extremely

important. The MOST important thing. |
really have a hang-up about that. In all
the Sammies I've seen, | 've only seen
four or five that were really nasty dogs.
| wouldn't have a dog like that in my
kennel,

Waynea: We've been quite
fortunate. Only two different animals
that we had bought from other people
were problems.

Jeanne: | can only think of one,
We don't allow nastiness in our kennels.
We don't even allow squabbles between
our two males that we run together. We
nip it right in the bud when they are
young and they learn that it is simply not
allowed and then they get along.
Agression towards people is a death
penalty. A Sammy is not supposed fo
be that way. They cant have that
Sammy smile when they are snarling.

What about a shy dog?

Jeanne: Shyness is as bad as
aggression. They are both the same
thing. The tendency toward it is
inheritable and the learned response
from the mother to the puppies is
inheritable. | never, ever breed a shy

bitch. | think both shyness ang
agression run in families. We haveny
had it in our own dogs but we've seen it |
It's kind of fun to watch dogs as you go
down through the years. I'm not talking
about temperament, I'm talking aboy
types. We walch them come into the
ring and pick out which lines are behing
them. [It's really interesting to do and
makes quite a game.

Wayne: | think the sad par of thig
particular subject is our canine world is
kept much better track of than the
family trees and generations of families.
You know, most people don't know vary
much about their families past. How far
back do you know your family.

Jeanne: Mot very far. | just know
that they were all perfect.

Do you think the standard is
a good one?

Jeanne: Yes, a very good one,
There has been some falk lately about
changing it. One of the California clubs
ran a survey and the thing that most of
them wanted fo change was putting a
disqualification on the height of the
Samoyed or making it bigger. You have
twe schools of thought there and
aventually it will prebably come to a war.
Actually, the standard allows for a lot of
latitude, | think the founders made i
like that so all the differamt types of
Samoyeds you see will fit into the
standard. When you read the standard
and start to study it a little bit and think
you've got the perfect dog in mind, you
look at your neighbor's dog and can see
it doasn't look like your perfect dog then
you can understand a standard that
allows both dogs to fit. It's like you can
have five different people look at a tree
and paint a picture of it and you will have

What role do you think the
parent club should play?

Jeanns: Well, being on the Board of
_pirectors  right now, | think that the
‘marent club is quite open to suggestiens
from the tancy. | know that maost of tha

\pecple who are on the board will listen
‘and are locking for an opinion or if you
have a problem you can certainly
“present it for consideration. | wish they
' had more money to work with, {laughter)

‘maybe someone will leave us some.

Specialties are stupandous, we have
‘said that we will never miss another
specialty.
‘possible to get to all of them across the
“country. |f they hold them in August our
‘dogs are already out of coat and | don't
Jike to show the world my dogs whan
they are not looking their best.

What would keep you from a
‘breeding to a dog that has some
in most respects Is

Jeanne: Oh, quite a list of things.
Dysplasia, a background of dwarfism,
blue eyes anywhera in the pedigree that

‘havent been checked clear. | need to

“know if his breeding record will combine
well with my dogs. | don't breed for just
what | see, | have to know what is
‘behind them. It is really hard for a
‘novice 1o come into this business and
Iy to bread, You nead to find someone
who has been around forever and who
will tell it like it is. ¥ you find somebody
like that, let me know, | still have a lot of
‘questions that need to ba answered.
Wayne: Most of the time many of

the people with experience will not take |

the time and spand it with somecne who
may need halp.

Jeanne: Or they may be afraid to
open their mouths. They are afraid to
tall it like it is because someone will
scream and holler and say, "That's not
50, Can you prove it?"

Wayne: That's one side of it, but
I'm saying they won't even Initiate a
beginning let alone spend time helping.
Someona comes up and says, "l'va
been looking for a puppy.” Boom,
automatically they are thinking of the
chance 1o sell a puppy and it is almost
the extent of it. They kind of leave
things at that and nobody really trias to
get them involved in a club. You need to
get them going, not necessarily just sell
them a puppy. Show them what it takes
to get where you have and how to gst
what you have gotten. [t isn't just being
lucky. We've learned that, too. There is
alot of planning to it.

Jeanna: A lot of breeders don't try
to educate their people. Thay don' say,
"Here, I'va got this stack of reading
material, take i home and read ft.
Howevaer, Il kill you if you don't return it,
but please, go -ahead and read it." |
can't think of how many times lva
loaned out books and | think I've only
lost two books ovar all those years, If |
ever find out where they are, somebody
is in trouble. (laughter) You have to
help educate people.

Another thing you run into is, if you
buy a dog from one Kkennel,
automatically the other kennal is
certainly not going to help you. | don't
want to say they ara automatically your
enamy, but they aren't going to help you

either. Better make sure you buy from a
breeder who is willing to put a little time
and effort into it. Don't expect the
breader to do it all, you have to get in
there and learn to do it yoursslf.

Wayne:  That is pretty much
standard in all breeds. Some breedars,
| think, are so naturally selfish, aven if
they have won everything they could
possibly win in a lifetime, they still
refuse to spend a couple of precious
moments with somebody that may need
some help to get started, stranger or
not. Even when somebody comes up to
us five years later and says, "Do you
remember the show where we first
talked to you, no, you probably don't
remember.” It makes them feel good
that wa spent some time with them five
years ago and it paid off. | doesnt
necessarily ‘have to be you that stars
tham off. It may not even be one of your
breedings. But in this person's mind
you stuck by him five years ago.

Jeanne: And he was probably
shaking in his boots: | remember my
first show. | think | threw up, I'm not

sure; | was so nervous. The judge was
an older judge with grey hair. My hands
shook so. It took me about five years
before | could eat before going to a dog
show. It becomes less impartant as you
go to more shows. You learn there is
always naxt weekend. Of course if you
only go to ten shows a year, each of
them is important.

Wayne: I've never seen anyone
who didn't get nervous before going into
the ring, some a little bit more than
others. If you don't.get "up” for a show,
you might as well quit, the thrill is gone.

Do you think that the judging
is fair?

Wayne: Forly percent fair.

Jeanne: Fifty percent.

I'll bid seventy ... (laughter)

Jeanne: There certainly is politics
involved and if there is a dog thatis on a
roll | think the judges are afraid to put
him down or not to put him up. | think
things are a little straighter in the
classes than they are in the Groups.
For years | felt that we really proved that
this is a straight game. We were nobody
and we came up and showed our dogs.
We did it all ourselves and no one did it
for us, Nobody directed us, we had to
get it together oursalves. We never did
a real advertising campaign. We had
never advertised in anything but the
Samoyed Quarterly and the Bulletin, We
got a dog right up there on top. We did it
ourselves, so that proves somebody is
looking at the dogs.

Wayne: | think it's as fair as a
twenty year experienced handler wants
it to be. You better know all the judges,
what they will tolerate and what he likes
and plan on entering from that. Forty
percent of the time, you can get a fair
shake in the classes, in the Group ring
it's probably less.

Jeanne: This is where Wayne and |
have viclently disagreed for some ten or
fifteen years. | think that most judges
want to do a good job. There are
different handlers that really make it
difficult for them to do that.

Wayne: It is so hard for young
people who are just getting into it to

understand it. It doesnt hurt people.
It's their own fault if they lose today.
You have to go in there and whether you
dog is good or bad, you have to handle
that dog. K you lose today and you are
ovar and above that forly percent, if's
your own fault. But when you go out and
buy a show quality animal and enter it
into a class with two entries and come in
second place it is discouraging, When it
happens two or three times you start to
wonder. | would have to tell them to
handle them different, control them
differently or get them better trained. |
think that we must lose a good
percentage of our young people after
they have shown from four to eight
times and have been bitten and their
feslings are hurt so they get out of it. |
can't say | know of anybody personally
in our club but | know for a fact that 've
heard people talk about it. There is
where | think our parent club, our fancy
clubs, could be of much more help to
support these young people. Not young
people per se, there are all ages getting
into it, how about new blood wanting to
get into dog shows.

There are vary few combinations of
kennels, men and women that are bath
primarily interested in grooming and
showing dogs. We have a combination
whaere | enjoy one end of it, showing, but
| don't bathe or groom. That's Jeannes'
end of it. | have done kennel repairing
and this and that, but showing is what |
preter.

Jeanne: He is good at the this and
that.

Wayne: From the paople in our clup:
| would say it is primarily a woman's
club.

Jeanne: Yes, they do all of the
meeting work. But when it comes to the
shows, you guys pitch in there real
good. All you have to do is let the men
get into the ring once and let them get &
tasteofitand ...

Wayne: They have just about all
been in there, Frank, Gene, Al, Don, and
myself. But it seems to me like we -have
more wemen than men handlars,

How Important is the
of coat to you?

Jeanne: | like a thick coat, a harsh
outside coat and definitely with a silver-
tip. What you really need, basically, is
that thick coat. You don't have to have
a long coat, and it certainly shouldnt be
a drippy coat. But, that is only one par
of the dog. A problem in the breed right
now is feet. There are more and more
flat feet. They are not thick, cushiony,
tight feet. | don't really care if they are
hare or cat, although the standard
definitely calls for a hare foot, I'd rather
have a cat foot than a flat one. Another
problem is the long back. Long in the
loin area.

Wayne: You know, you talk about
feet. It is quite an asset if the dog has
got something to hida in his front or not.
Bitches in general have nicer fest than
males, at least | have noticed this to be
true. Whether you've got an exper
trimmer, nail clipper or what for the
males, | have noticed that people don'
dao a lot of extra things when it comes to
trimming the bitches, they just seem to
have the better feet. Bark has great
feet, | cant fault him. Ike has got a nice
foot, but a little big for his bady, he has
acouple of years to go yet,

Jeanne: Atfourteen? (laughter)

How much grooming do you
do?

Jeanne: | guess you shouldn't ever
have so many dogs that you can't keep
up with them. Normally, it does not take
that much. We had an cld dog, Snow.
He was our yard dog, and he got a bath
maybe twice a year. He always looked
good. He had a real nice textured coat,
it just shied dirt.

Wayne: |If you were to take an
inventory of kennels that actually
groomed all their dogs 1o the skin each
week, | don't think you would find very
many. it's not my bag, | could never
handle that. | have too many other
things to attend to.

Jeanne: But | really enjoy grooming

issua
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“the dogs. The dogs enjoy getting their
backs scratched and | enjoy working on
them. When | lay the grooming sheet
down in front of the T.V. they come

running.  They dont take that much
work if you keep up with it.

Do you think advertising
influences judging?

Jeanne: Yes, some. | think most

judges try to go in there and say, "Okay,
I'm going to find the best in the bunch.”
If they find & good one for Best in Breed,
they are really quite thrilled by the whole
thing. Especially the specialty judges
.or a judge that hasn't been judging far a
hundred years. Thay really keep track
_of the dogs that they have picked out
“and iollow them to see what the Group
judge does with them.

Wayne: Thatl's what | said before,
you know, if you know a judge who is
‘going 1o go and look for the best, you
show antirely differently than for a judge
who wants to see the flashiest animal.
The showmanship you can accumulate
is a combination of the dog and the
person. Wa didn't know this in the first
five years that we were showing dogs.
We wasted a dog, we wasted the time.
We probably wouldnt have bred any
diffarantly, but we could have done a lot
more winning. | don't know if it would
have made any difference in the long
run but you can't win until you're there.
After you are there, if you've got the
experience, then you can make it
sooner, We've never, ever pulled a dog
because we knew we were going 1o get
dumped after we were there. Never
pulled because he blew coat at the last
minute.

Jeanne: | remember thinking, "Oh,
brother, wa might as well go fake our
punishment because we are sure going

1o get clobbered today.”
There are cerain judges you find,
and you think, "Aha, Il never show

under him again.” You tend to remember
them.

Do you have any aspirations
to judge?

Jeanne: |did a lot of malch judging
and | really enjoyed it. | now am a
provisional judge. 1 was very confident
about what to look for in the breed but
not confident about all the paperwork
you have fo do lo get there. | do
paperwork every day of my life. | am an
administrative assistant and it ssems
like when | get home | really don't want
‘1o look at a typewriter or, in facl, it is
hard to answer letters anymore. |
usually use the telephone. But there are

a number of breeders from my vintage
who are now becoming judges and |
think they are doing good jobs and |
think | can do a good job.

Do you want to judge more
than Sammies?

Jeanne: Yes, Siberians for sure,
and Malamutes. | may go for the whole
group someday.

Do you think Wayne will want
to judge?

Jeanna: No, | dont. He lkes
playing around with the maich judging
and | think he would do a good job, but |
don't think he has tha desire in that
direction. He likes to show dogs.

Wayne: That's enough for me.

Do you think that being In
the Top Ten or the Top Twerity
means anything?

Jeanne: Sure. lke was a Top Ten
at one point and we didn't show him
hardly at all.

Wayne: Mo, actually not. lke would
have had a really impressive record if
we hadn't been so new to the game.

Jeanne: | think if you've got a good
dog and he gets into the top winning
column, people are going to look at him
as a possible stud dog. People will think
if all these judges like him, he must be
something. Then they start to look at
the pedigree and see that he is
compatible with their bitches. | think it
helps to have a good dog in the Top Ten,
One drawback is that if you have a bad
deg in the Tep Ten and people don't use
their heads it can do real damage. |
would really be nice if you could have
everybody else breed to the dog you
were interested in and see what they
got, then decide if you want to use the
dog yourself,

Have you
obedience training?

Jeanne: Carrie put a CD on Beam,
We havent personally done it. | felt we
could do one thing well, not more than
one thing, and showing in conformation
takes a kot of time and conditioning and
training. It is not a game. You still have
to get inside your dog's head for

done any
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conformation, too. That's why | had a
problem with Pup-Pup. Wayne said he
would show me how to handle her, and
he did. | was glad, that is what got him
hooked, It wouldn't be nearly as much
fun going to a show without Wayne.

Wayne: | can say, now that | look
back, Ithink it has been alot of fun.

Do you do any show training
with you puppies.

Jeanne: The first litter, the litter
that lke came out of were all lead trained
by five waeks. It was beautiful, | tock
those puppies to school and
everywhere | went for people to look at.
| haven't had a litter trained like that one
since then. We do socialize out pups
from the very beginning. That's not very
hard training. That's just getting them
used fo noise and  different
surroundings. Then we go to training
classes, but the puppies are socialized
more so than trained. | just think we
kind of feel our way along.

Wayne: | think leash training on a
puppy is really, really important, not to
the extent of training a puppy, but for
God's sake, don't ever get him tired of
it.. It's a game until you can switch him
over without him knowing it, then it's no
longer a game. When you put that lead
on, then go through vyour Ilittle
formalities, he had better know it, but he
also has to enjoy it. It still has to be a
game to him. If you make training hard
work and get vyourself involved in
boredom, you arent going to have a
showman, | don't care how well put
together your dog is. Without that
showmanship you're dead. | think that
when he was seven weeks old, Bark
| was well leash broken, better than any
puppy we ever had. But he had his
| mements, sometimes he would make me

so damned mad. He would go off onone
of those quirks, like stepping off of the
mat. he wouldn't set up on the mat. All
right, you let him get away with it for a
little while, but after two weeks, you say,
“That's enough of that." We got a mat
and taped it down in the garage and
hand-fed him out of a dish. The only
food he got for one week was on that
mat. Unless ha was standing on that
mat, he didnt get any. Well, that took
care of that problem. It isn't any
different from dogs that won't rida in
trucks or who won't go in a car to go
hunting. Beautiful hunting degs, but
they just hate vehicles. Put him in a
vehicle for two weeks and he will forget
that real quick. You have to be
constant. You can't say, "Well I'm doing

real good for five minutes a day so now
I'm going to step it up to ten.” Just be
consistent. Be there every day, a
couple of times a day.

What do you feed the dogs?

Jeanne: Wa are practically a
walking ad for Purina Dog Chow and
Purina Puppy Chow. it works wall far us.
We are not going to rock the boat.

Wayne: Wa've always been pretty
lucky with Purina. We've never really
gone on a great big ration kick. Wa find
an available source of protein and
whatever,

Jeanne: Wayne use to be a
salesman for a feed company so he
knows a lot more about that kind of thing
than | do. He has studied it and reads
the labels. He says, "This stulf is
better]” and | say, "Okay, whatever you
say.”

Wayne: Purina is a local company,

thirty-five miles away and they have a
good source of feed stuff, | know it is
fresh. Also, | can buy there in large
quantities.

How much land do you have
hera?

Jeanne: Eight acres, it extends as
far as you can see to the top of that hill,
It's cerainly enough, | wish we had the
whole thing fenced.

What Individuals, past or
present, do you most respect
for the contributions they have
made to the breed?

Jeanne: | can think of so many
people, the Richardsons, the Beals,
Donna Yocom certainly had a lot of
influence, Doris MclLaughlin had a fot of
influence.
