Since unqualified allegiance to the Constitution of the United 
States ";th all its Amendments is one of the fundamental prin­
ciples of Ebell, it is with much pleasure that we publish the reso­
lution on prohibition which was adopted by the General Federa­
tion of Women's Clubs at the convention which was held in San 
Antonio. This resolution was presented by Mrs. Edward Franklin 
White; endorsed by _Mrs. William R. Alvord, Department of Amer­
ican Citizenship, and it has full support of our own Ebel!. 

Resolved, That the General Federation of Women's Clubs again 
pledge its allegiance to the Constitution of the United States of 
America and every part thereof. Be it further 

Resolved, That inasmuch as the Eighteenth Amendment to the 
Constitution, and legislation enacted for its enforcement, are at 
present the object of massed attack by means of nullification, vio­
lation and other methods, the General Federation reaffirms its be­
lief in the wisdom of prohibition as the most effective means of 
curbing the liquor traffic and its objection to any weakening of 
the enforcement laws; and be it further. 

Resolved, That in our opinion it is the business of the Federal 
and State governments and all political agencies to use all means 
within their power to give the greatest possible effect to such 
amendment to the Constitution.

ing of books (or children. As a 
matter of fact and as a good 
safe investment for the future 
of the race, juvenile publica­
tions should be emphasized at 
least fifty-two weeks a year. 
Nothing, and we say it without 
any equivocation, nothing is so 
important. 

Every child should be taught 
to read just as soon as the de­
sire is at all evident and that 
means very often a year or per­
haps two before he is of school 
age. All leading child· psychol­
ogists agree that the child who 
learns to read before the age 
of seven has a tremendous ad­
vantage over the child who does 
not learn to read until the age 
of nine or ten, while the child 
who learns to read before the 
age of six has the greatest ad­
vantage of all. A course in 
phonics and first grade reading 
should be required of every 
mother. We'd like to give a 
course in it some day. Who'll 
join? 

Frances Jenkins Olcott has 
iust pnblished a book called 
"The Children's Reading" and 
it is well worth your time. It 
does not, however, in any way 
take the place of Dr. Terman's 
book on the same subject and 
with almost the same title, 
"Children's Reading." The lat­
ter should be in every well fur­
nished home along with "The 
Care and Feeding of Children," 
etc. As long as we have publi­
cations at popular prices from 
persons of standing like Miss 
Olcott and Dr. Terman, there is 
no reason for unintelligent su­
pervision of juvenile literature 
and reading habits. If the next 
generation reads only the comic 
strip in the daily paper and a 
certain unwieldy magazine with 
two million circulation, the 
fault is entirely up to the moth­
ers of today and, in the jargon 
of certain juveniles whom we 
know very wen, it's "just too 
bad." 

Since there are many lists of 
classics for child1-en, we are 
only going to mention here new 
books, fresh from the press, on 
which we have allowed various 
young friends of ours to pass 
judgment. And believe us, there 
are no critics so severe and so 
sublimely indifferent to the 
popularity or prestige of a 
writer. They have no pity. They 
al'e not hypocritical. Christo­
pher Morley says that most wo­
mfn 1·ead the book of the mo­
ment, no matter how uninter­
esting or immoral, if only for 
the purpose of telling their 
friends how shocked they have 
been by it. He says though, 
that it is one of the most inno­
cent forms of human hypocrisy. 
Children won't pretend. If they 
are not interested from the 
first, the publication is the 
"bunk" and no arnount of sales­
manship can put it over. The 
incident is closed.-

Lippincott has recently pub­
lished "Tales from Greek Myth-

ology" by Katherine Pyle. A 
beautiful book and exquisitely 
gotten up, good pictures and 
excellent type. All of the old 
favorites are there and we have 
been asked by our young 
friends to push it. It received 
unanimous praise-well, no, we 
have to admit there was one 
dissenting voice. A stern young 
realist of ten years refused ab­
solutely to read it. She said 
she never could stand mythol­
ogy because in the stories the 
hero had the most fiendish ex­
periences and the greatest trib­
ulations but some god or goddess 
always arrived at the close and 
everything came out all right 
and you knew all the time that 
it was going to come out all 
right, so why bother. What a 
devastating critic of the movies 
she is going to be in time! 

The eight and nine year olds 
wanted a first place given to 
"Davy and the Goblin" by 
Charles Carry! and "The Run­
away Papoose" by Grace Moon. 
Their choice was sound and 
their taste discriminating. We 
concurred. 

The members of the weaker 
sex, aged ten and eleven, liked 
"Dofia Isabella's Adventures" 
by Gladys Blake. Said they 
enjoyed a mystery story with 
pep and wanted to know all 
about Philip of Spain and were 
we sure that he was as hand­
some as the book said and why 
was he the greatest monarch 
Spain ever had. We were thank­
ful Philip happened to be an old 
love of ours and we gained an 
enormous amount of prestige 
because of our familiarity with 
his life and accomplishments. 

We asked a ten year old for 
his honest opinion about "The 
Fall of Buffalo Horn." He said 
that it was swell, best book he'd 
ever read. He'd lent it to a lot 
of guys and they all agreed. 
We asked if he thought it was 
well written. Sure it was well 
written. Lots of adventure and 
not much time wasted with tell­
ing things a fellow wasn't in­
terested in. We asked if he 
thought it would always be pop­
ulai• with boys, say ten or fif­
teen years from now. Sure it 
would be if the kids then did 
any reading. So, there you have 
it. 

One book we made no at­
tem1,t to read because where 
aeronautics or aviation are con­
cerned we are a mechanical 
dub. 'vVe give you then lhe 
opinion of the boys consulted 
without any atte1npt at verifi­
cation on our part. "Beginning 
to Fly" by Merrill Hamburg 
deals with model plane build­
ing. We were told it was not 
·a story at all but a .Q'l'eat book 
for "referring." If a narrative 
was desired then the book to 
get was "Dick Byrd" by Fitz­
hugh Green. Without an ex­
ception every boy of ten. eleven 
and on up to fifteen who read

Aft.er finishing it the other day 
we were asked by the earnest 
reader, "Say, what other men 
have lived in the world as great 
as Christ and Abraham Lin­
coln?" We could not answer 
that one, can you? 

To fifteen and sixteen year 
old boys we lent "Drums" by 
James Boyd and "Michael 
Strogoff" by Jules Verne and 
our judgment was commended 
in each instance.
