HE FIGHT AT ODDS” (available postpaid from

the U. K. Information office at Ottawa at $3.15) by
Denis Richards is the first of a three volume history of
the RAF from 1939 to 1945 to be published. This par-
ticular volume covers the period to 1941 and includes
such famous incidents as the attempt to operate Gladi-
ators from a frozen lake in Norway, the attack on the
Albert Canal bridges, the evacuation from Dunkirk, the
great air battles of August and September, 1940, the
bombing of Coventry, the airborne assault on Crete,
the seige of Habbaniya and the escape of the Scharn-
horst and Gneisenau. .

Denis Richards and Hilary St. G. Sanders, who wrote
the second volume, were given full access to official
secret documents from those concerning the higher
direction of the war down to the sortie and combat of
individual pilots. They have also drawn on the records
of the enemy and on personal accounts.

Against a wide backdrop of history, the story of the
RAF on the flying side during the early critical days of
World War II is told in a very. readable manner. Be-
cause of the authoritativeness of the material and the
book’s polished literary style, we were reminded of
Churchill’s histories of the war or of Chester Wilmot’s
“The Struggle - for Europe.” Many useful charts and
maps are included.
