The blue commemorative stamp will 
depict three Delta wing aircraft in sil­
houette with the "Silver Dart" in a 
darker shade in the foreground. It was 
designed by artists of the Canadian 
Bank Note Company , Limited , who will 
produce it.

AVltO THEATRE NIGHT: Tickets are now a vailable at 
Emp loyee Services Re<'rea.tfon Office for the night of ,January 
22ml at the University Theatre when Avroites will have an 
eye-filling, Captain Cook's tour of the South Seas via the 
modern wonders of Cinerama. 

This reviewer was privileged to attend "South Seas Adven­
ture" during the Christmas Holidays in company with his 
wife and four year old son . The total effect of t his Ha.waii­
Austra lia.n tour as produced by Cad Dudley and narrated by 
Orson Welles was the same on all three of us: sheer, relaxing, 
pastoral delight from the start to finish. 

But make no mistake about it, "South Seas Adventure" has 
its own special excitements to boot, and enough of them to 
give the senses a jittery shiver every so often. Whether riding 
a mile-a-minute surf-board toward the crystal sands of 
Waikiki, or flying treacherously close to a New Zealand water­
fall, or watching primitive Nambu warriors make a death­
defying leap (vines t ied to ankles) from a hundred foot tower, 
you will unquestionably be swept up by the unique capabili ­
ties of Cinerama's three -headed camera. 

The film covers a long route: Hawaii, Tahiti, Tonga, Fiji, 
New Hebrides, New Zealand and Australia. And the name­
dropping is enoug h to enliven the most urban minded sou! : 
JosPph Conrad, Pau l Gauguin, R,ohert Louis Stevenson, Her­
man :\lelvi ll e. Perhaps the only reference omitted from this 
travel -scope is Louis BPcke, a 19th Century writer-adventurer 
known to bu1 a handful of presenl-clay a1·m-chair adventurers 
across the globe. Once you've seen this film you m ight like 
to read al! about his colorful legend. If so, get James Mich­
ent'r's "Ras<'als In Paradise," an exce ll ent guide-book for any­
one whose imagi nation has been wheHed by South Pacific 
lore. 

Hawaii, which 1""1ark Twain referred to as .. the loveliest 
fleet of islands that lie anchored in any ocean" is a Port of 
CaJI where a n amazing ama lgam of races has been bred- over 
100 actually- and the cameras clip pleasantly into local ritu­
als and institutions. Also, we fly over Haleakala on the Island 
of Maui - 10.000 feet high and the largest extinct volcano in 
the world . 

On Tahiti we see the spot where the French painter, Paul 
Ga ug uin, brushed his exotic canvas co lours during the last 
clebt-ridclen years of his life. 

But for us. at any rate, t he sequence devoted to the Radio 
Sc- hool in Australia which services pupils over a :300 mile area 
of hinterland- 1 his episode took first-grade honors . You see 
what you think .
