Boca Ciega Yacht Club was established in 1965 to promote safe boating
activities, provide in-depth sailing instruction and foster fellowship and
camaraderie for people interested in sailing. BCYC is an unpretentious place
that attracts seasoned sailors who love the sport as well as potential future
sailors.

BCYC is an integral part of the Gulfport community, with an award-
winning Sea Scout troop and a Youth Sailing program at no cost. Adult Sail
School offers classroom instruction along with hands-on sailing using six 16.5
foot Catalina sailboats. At the annual Fun Day, the club gives free sailboat
rides to over 400 people.

In addition to sailing and cruising, which is a big part of BCYC, the
club maintains an active social calendar including monthly club weekends
featuring themed dinners and club races.

After living on a sailboat in the Bahamas for seven years, settling down
anywhere would seem bizarre, but Gulfport seemed to fit the bill! This 1952
home has the original oak floors, coved ceilings and other attributes that
attracted the couple in spite of the absence of landscaping and “20 years of
deferred maintenance.”

Purchasing the home in 2009, and beginning rehabilitation in 2011, Neal
and Stephanie did most of the work themselves, resulting in a “cost conscious
rehab to return the house close to original.”

The exterior colors offer a delicious blend of sage and vanilla topped with
plum. Entering into the dining room, in a space where a coal stove formerly
resided, a peace plant is flanked by two whimsical “giraffes” created by local
artisan Matt Worsham. Works of other local artists mix with artworks
brought back from Southeast Asia travels.

Enter the home only to
find a dining room surrounded by rare nautical memorabilia — the nautical
theme continues throughout. Dining room seating includes a quirky seat
from a Ferris Wheel! ;

Don’t miss the unique custom kitchen counter tops containing endless
numbers of driveway shells.

Rabbit themes also prevail — a tribute to the rescue bunnies who live
here — as well as three cats. Expect the unexpected in the living room: read
through the glass top of the coffee table, try to make a call from the NYC
Bicentennial phone booth or buy chips at the Las Vegas Change Cart or
“ride” the carousel horse.

The smooth Carribean-inspired colors of this 1988 stick-built home are
dominated by the carefully constrained use of a vibrant yellow. Seasoned
renovators who have lived in and restored 24 homes, Janet and Larry added a
wing to the home to include the entry, stairway, upstairs hallway and master
bedroom. The lower level is fun-space including a playroom with bar, Janet’s
artist studio (off limits!), patio and above-ground pool. Throughout this

home there is an abundance of art, mostly the works of Janet and other local
artists.
