Wander through the garden and spend some time admiring the brilliant
flowers in the front yard, then pass through the Kiersty Long mural to
marvel at the simplicity of the back yard and how it affords the homeown-
ers privacy and solitude.

District - has something that speaks to a different person, and this back-
yard, while simple, offers those seeking a private paradise a place to have
just that.

What's your favorite part of this home? Is it the sun room, with its cre-
ative wood furniture crafted by homeowner Megan Dorien?
