Research books are,
however, not the only available liter-
ature in the Harrodsburg Public Li-
brary. The latest fiction is beguiling,
also books of adventure and travel.
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The most widely read book of 1938
was ‘{North to the Orient” by Anne
Morrow Lindbergh. She writes graph-
ically and entertainingy of the haz-
ardous voyages in the air across the
white wastes of the Arctic Circle and
along the dangerous re¢T® of orien-
tal seas. Who but this. gifted writer
of travel and scenery so well de-
scribes such a jowrney, making the
reader see and feel the danger and
the sensations she endured. Her bpok
is in the Harrodsburg library.
