Mrs. Bacon R. Moore, president of
the Parent-Teacher association sub-
mitted the folliwing report—of—tihe
werk of the P.-T. A. to Superintend-
ent W. W. Ensminger yesterday:

“With the splendid cooperation of
the citizens of Harrodsburg, . who
have been very generous, and aiso
the federal and state aid given by
the governments of the United: States.
and Kentucky. the Harrodsburg Par-
ent-Teacher Association has had =z !
successful year. }

“From the Mercer Ccunty Sewing
Pfoject we “received miore .than 300!
garments, which were distributed
among the needy in the Harrodsbury |
Graded School and the West Side
School, with the assistance of the
County Relief Workers. Thes¢ gar-
ments were girls' dresses, bloomers,
boys’ shirts* and lumberjgckets.
The Lions Club contributed for
the purchase of overalls for boys.
Many used garments have beesi given
us. which were used by the needy.

“From W. P. A. gardens we re-
ceived several bushels of ~ tomatoes
which were canned in our cafeterias
From time to time, private citizens
have donated vegetables, and other
food. At the union Thanksgiving Day
seryices an offering was taken and
prorated among the churches, most
of them giving the P. T. A" their
share of the offering. Several Sunday
School Classes in different churches,
as well as-individuals, have contrib-
uted weekly to the upkeep of an un-
derprivileged child. The Rotary Club
gave three turkeys-for Thanksgiving
dinner for the underprivileged.  We
have purchased a’ cot and mattress
for the Graded School and the Red
Cross furnished it with linens, blank-
et and ‘pillow. Seme additions have
been made to our china.’
