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nothing ever has been done to reme-
dy this disgraceful’ situation. The
trouble never is healed until a county
elects a strong man as Sheriff, one
who is not afraid to offend the own-
ers of worthless dogs which are al-
lowed to roam where they please.

The owner of a valuable dog keeps
him in a fenced yard or kennel or
ties him up at night, when sheep
killing goes on. Not only does the
law require this, -but no honest man
'wants his dog to become a sheep kill-
er, which any dog is-likely to do if he
gets to running with a pack of kill-
ers. Nine-tentns of the rcaming dogs
are unlicensed. Sheriffs are authoriz-
ed to take up unlicensed dogs. Licens-
ed or not; if allowed to run at night
they may be shot on sight.

NO EXCUSE FOR SHEEP KILLING
(Courier-Journal)

The Springfield Sun complains that
the sheep-raising industry in Wash-
ington County is threatened by the
ravages of marauding dogs which
night after night raid flocks and |
savagely slay or maim lambs and
motner ewes. If anyone ever has seen
a flock during or after an attack by
sheep-killing dogs, he will never look
again with complacency upon the
ownership of unlicensed dogs by ru-
ral owners who permit their charges
to run at large.

Fire Chief Warns
“0f Cleaning Fires

Great Hazard In Home Dry Clean-
ing if Not Done With Care
When Liquid Inflammable.

Of all"the people who are burned
to death in their homes—and there
are hundreds of them eévery year—
most of them are killed because
someone attempts to dry clean cloth-
ing with an inflammable liquid. The
liquid may be gasoline, benzine, or
naphtha; all of them are used and
each is-very dangerous, according to
Fire -Chief -K. B. Phillips. — T

Most -people do not realize the
real danger when they use- these
inflammable liquids. They under-
stand that they must not be expos-
ed to open.flames, but are unaware
that often explosions and fires re-
sult wherny no fire is near the pan
containing the fluid.© Each of the
three liquids gives off an invisible
vapor which isheavier than air and
will flow along the floor like ter.
If this unseen stream reacheé¥-any
flame, such as that in a heater, an
explosion will result. Vapors have
been known to travel twenty feet
and explode.

Another danger is that of sparks
that result when the garments are
rubbed in the hands., The rubbing
creates what is called ‘static” elec-
tricity, sparks from which are simi-
lar to those caused by passing a
comb through the hair or stroking
a cat's back. The sparks are suffi-
ciently hot to ignite vapors being
given off and cause an explosion.

Hazards of home dry cleaning
have been proven by scientific ex-
periments. Worse than that, they
are verified by the number of hor-
ribly burned people every year, ac-
cording to the Chief. He believes
that none who fully understands the
danger to which he is exposing him-
self and others by using gasoline,
benzine, or naphtha in the home will
continue the practice.

“At best,” he said, “you can save
only a few cents by doing your
cleaning at home. Surely that's
very little compared to the terrible
cost in fire loss and in suffering if
a fire explosion should result.
danger is always present when gas-
oline or other vapors are liberated.
I heard of a case that was particu-
larly horrible not long age. A lady
was using gasoline on the porch.
Her husband came up fron? the back
yard with a cigar in his mouth.
Somehow that cigar ignited the
fumes of the gasoline,and they both
were killed. The house was blown
off its foundation. I certainly hope
nothing like that ever happens in our
community.”
