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Hero Of Bataan,
Freed On Luzon,
On Way Home

Sgt, Charles Quinn, one of the
513 heroes of Bataan and Corregi-
dor freed from a Jap prison camp

last Jan. 31 by American Rangers,
will arrive in this country some-
time this week.

(The United Press reported a
transport carrying part of the
Army officers and enlisted men
who were freed from the Japanese
Cabanatuan prison camp on Luzon
steamed through the Golden Gate
at San Francisco today and pre-
pared to dock at a pier along the
Embarcadero.)

The 25-year-old sergeant, son of
Mrs, Carrie Quinn of 311 Morton
avenue, yesterday sent his mother
a radiogram with the news that
he would be home and that he
would communicate with her as
soon as he reached the States.

Quinn was taken by the Japs
when Corregidor fell May 6, 1942,
He entered the Army Nov. 19, 1941,
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
