The map begins at the Hudson River, continues up Main Street to Arlington before
turning onto Raymond Avenue and continuing until the track ends past College Avenue near
Vassar College. A scrapbook of clippings from Poughkeepsie newspapers is also included. A close
up diagram of Main Street near Market Street is also included.
