Letter of James A. Fenyick to Andrew M. Jones dated November 3, 1872, filed
with French cleim letters contains the following in regerd to cranberries:

"] am pressed beyongd meesure beczuse of the easterly storm flooding
the Cranberry bog end preventing picking in a measure but I have got off more
now than ever before. The 0ld hands left about the furnace ere poor indeed
and T must ditch more at once and @mst do it by the days work and stay and over
look them, five long weeks have I been in the woods living, and must stay
seversl more I fear, My expenses have been heavy this yeat at the bog but
it is much improved, =znd when I get through with the plans for the season it
will not flood above the ditches with such a rain as this lest, "
