| In these experiments, it has been
shown that blueberries prefer a light,
sandy, acid soil containing an abun-
‘dance of partially rotted vegetable
pmtter or peat. If natural blueberry
soil is not available, your garden may
easily be prepared by mixing with
the surface soil a liberal quantity of
partially rotted leaves, pine needles,
Jsawdust or chip dirt from an old wood
pile. If the soil is clay, the addition
of some sand will benefit it.

The highbrush blueberry, which is
the kind that is usually cultivated,
{loves an abundance of moisture, If
{the bushes must be planted in a dry
llocation, a four inch mulch of leaves,
sawdust, lawn clippings, or other
loose materigl should be placed
laround them. Such a mulch will
jconserve the moisture in the soil and
|keep the soil cool. This mulch should
|be left on the yeay around and fresh
‘material added every year. During
iextended periods of dry weather an
Loccasional thorough watering will be
very beneficial,
| For the commereial culture of blue-
berries, & soil which naturally suits
them sould be selected, The commer.
cial fields planted so far have been
in an acid, peat or muck soil that
stays moist throughout the growing
season. A soil containing some sand
is to be preferred. Land on which
J‘wild highbrush blueberries ave grow-
fing vigorously is undoubtedly suited

to the cultivated varieties, In many
parts of the country land suitable fop'

blueberries is now lying waste ‘and
may be purchased cheaply,
