Y.M.C.A. Leaders Confer
at Pacific Palisades

The Y. M. C. A. leaders conference
held at Pacific Palisades Saturday and
Sunday, May 5 and 6, was a huge suc-
cess and a wonderful inspiration to
all in attendance.

La Verne was represented by a
delegation of nine, including four of
the cabinet members of the year and
several officers-elect for the coming
year. Each man was made to feel
very forcefully his responsibility as
a cabinet member, not so much mere-
ly as a responsibility but rather as
an opportunity or privilege.

The two main speakers of the con-
ference were Dr. A. L. Miller of
New York and Professor Knopf of U.
S. C. Dr. Miller took as his subject
“Our Chance,” and pointed out the
many advantages and opportunities of
the present age, brought about by the
changes in the attitudes of the aver-
age college students of America and
also by the great youth movements
that are now taking place in nearly
every nation.

The task of the Y. M. C. A. organ-
izations as set forth by Dr. Miller is
to train leaders—to enlist men in act-
ive service, and to throw out the right
atmosphere or environment to fresh-
men to keep them from falling out,
and he challenged every man to be
worthy of the responsibilities placed
upon him.

Professor Knopf’s lecture was on
“Campus Problems. He divided his
talk into two parts. First, the indi-
vidual preblems, such as (1) Over-
specialization, or too early speciali-
zation; (2) Speed in college work,

.which leads to lack of perspective;

(8) Ministerial problems; (4) Relig-
ious Relaxation. Second, the Institu-
tional side. (1) Growth of institu-
tions; (2) Confusion of courses, or
the tendency to expand; (8) Over or-
ganization; (4) Athletics; (5) Social
‘According to Prof. Knopf,
80 per cent of our problems would be
solved if as much emphasis were
placed on social progress as is placed
on athletics.

Ralph Cole presented some definite
things for cabinet members and Guy
Harris led a discussion on organiza-
tion. Every fellow enjoyed this week
end immensely, especially the eats
and the plunge in the surf.

ber of days spent by the patients in
the hospital. There are in the United
States approximately 750,000 hospital
beds and approximately 500,000 of
them are occupied all of the time.
About ten million persons annually
make use of a hospital for a sherter

or longer term.

The United States, as a whole, has
one nurse, in hospital and out of hos-
pital, to every 294 persons. This sup-
ply is not equal to the demand, but if
the Church of the Brethren had pro-
duced its one nurse to every 294 of
its population and one physician for
every 750 of its membership, it woula
have approximately 350 trained nurs-
es and 150 physicians. Instead of
these numbers, there are actually less
than 100 active trained nurses and
scarcely more than fifty practicing
physicians. Our church is producing
one nurse where we should have at
least three, and one doctor where we
should have at least three, if we were
to do-as well as the country at large.

The call for nurses and doctors on
the mission fields is constant and
well known. Those who wish to
remain in this country and serve the
suffering will find ample work to do,
as there are scarcely less than fifteen
thousand vacancies for student and
graduate nurses in hospitals, not
counting the calls for service outside
the hospitals. But while we need to
produce more doctors and nurses,
their training should be only in ac-
credited schools. Information in the
hands of the hospital Committee
shows that some of our young people
have, for lack of guidance, chosen the
wrong place for their training, to
their regret later. Letters
our doctors and nurses testify
to the importance of getting started
right. A careful investigation into
the training of 42 doctors who are
members of the Church of the Breth-
ren showed that 35 of them are grad-
uates of Class A medical schools, or
schools which have since become
Class A. Of the remaining 10, 7 were
from Class B schools, which are not
to be recommended, or Class C
schools, which are not at all in posi-
tion to give a satisfactory course in
medicine. :

A similar study into the education
or training of 59 of our nurses shows
that 23 selected excellent or good
qnurses’ training courses, 5 were fair
and the remaining 21 took their train-
ing in poor or obscure nurses’ train-
ing schools, many of which were not
credited by their own state board of
nurse examiners, and consequently,
from a professional standpoint, their
training represented time lost. Sev-
eral of the 23 who took their training
in good hospitals had already spent
anywhere from a year to four years
in small, sub-standard hospitals for
which work they could get no credit,
but had to repeat part or all of the
work on entering the accredited train-
ing course.

These facts substantiate the wis-
dom of our annual conference when it
made it one of the duties of the hospi-
tal committee to act in an advisory

capacity to those who wish to prepare
for the medical or nursing profession.
The committee is now prepared to
furnish such information through its
chairman, Mr. Homer F. Sanger, 821
South Ridgeland Ave., Oak Park, I11.,
whose duty it is to answer inquiries
for the committee. It is the policy of
the committee to recommend schools
and hospitals that have a high stand-
ard of technical training and a whole-
some moral and religious atmosphere,
as well as the recognition of the state
examining boards. . It is also the
policy to select hospitals in schools
and cities where the Church of the
Brethren is represented where possi-
ble, and especially where the churches
are active in looking after the young
people who go to the city for school
or for employment.

Inquiries for information and calls
for advice have already been an-
swered to the number of 43 calls.
These inquiries Have been mainly
from men who wanted to know about
the standing of medical colleges and
of nurses’ training courses, and from
physicians seeking hospital positions.
Also of a number of members who
have been 'helped to find institutions
that give the special attention de-
manded by various special cases.
Questions relating to hospitals and to
the nursing and medical profession
will be cheerfully answered. Inform-
ation obtained by the committee and
calculated to be of interest and value
to the brotherhood will be given out
through the various church publica-
tions and from the conference plat-
form; also through the Christian
Workers’ organizations:
