/ UUa,a I am growing o1<1. In spite of the fact that I am somewhat dull of hearing,
l- I frequentiy catch things said about me which make me feel that I am getting

beyond the age of usefulness, and, too, I am all out of style.

When i was erected in 1888, the style of architecture was di#erent from that of

today. At that time no building, as large as I am was complete without a tower and

at least one dome. Gabies were considered good. They were arranged for wherever

a possibility presented itself, an<l they were usualiy decorated with curlicues. Like'

r,vise 1itt1e porches with fancy railings were stuck on in unexpected places, creating a

r,'ery artistic etlect. High ceilings were thought to be absolutely necessary, and a suite

of rooms without a fireplace was unheard of.

I was erected for hotel purposes, but I was never used as such. N{any people

long for their childhood days, but my early years were my loneliest, for several years

elapsed before I was occupied in any way.

I was very proud of my appeafance, for I was pointed out as a landmark in this

beautiful valley. I could see and be seen for miles in any direction, but as the months

went by and lengthened into years, I wished that I had never been built. But there

came a happy day for me when some men came, looked me over, talking and planning

the while, f,na1ly cor-rcluding to buy me. I did not know what they meant by

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A quarter of a century has passed and I am stiil being used as a school building.

I hear much talk of a new building. Also I hear much talk of the "old shack," the

"o1d tumbledown building," "condemned" and such 1ike, but I will not allow myself

to be hurt by these remarks. I have done the best I could. I have tried to hold my

tower up and to maintain my dignity.

It is true that many times when students have marked my wails-or cut my wood.

u,'ork I have felt like crying out in protest. It does not seem fair that because I am

o1d I should be bruised and disfi.gured. The thing that keeps me from growing bitter

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/ HE old building which has served the college since 1891 is to be wrecked

I sometime during the next several months. This building was constructed in
1888 bv the California Land and Improvement Co., at the cost of $75,000.00

during the period when this territory was on a boom. Though it was constructed as

a hotel it was never used for tl-ris purpose. About 1891 it was purchased by David
Kuns, Henry Kuns, Daniel Houser and Samuel Overholtzer to be used for a school

building, for the sum of 911,000.00

This structure covered a space of 37,000 square feet and served to house the entire
school, including dormitories for both men and women, until the year 1918 when a

new fire,proof, modern ladies' dormitory was erected. Since that time a gymnasium

equal to some of the best in Southern California has been constructed.

This building has been an old lanci mark from the point of view of its historical
setting as a sign of colorization movcment in Californra and from the point of view
of the service which it has rendered to house the academy and college, these many

years, but the time has come wher-r such a structure must give way to more modern

improvements.

. The new building is in the shape of an L and is to occupy a floor space of about
33,000 square feet. It will consist of two stories and a basement. It will be construct.
ed in the same block in which the ladies' dormitory now stands. The east wing is to
be the auditorium and will have a seating capacity of over six hundred people. The
remainder of the building will be occupied by laboratories for biology, physics, and

chemistry, and will include a,iarge number of well proportioned and splendidly lighted
iecture rooms and comfortable offices.

President Studebaker is heading the campaign. Construction will be commenceC

as soon as possible and the building will be ready for occupancy in the late fal1.

With the erection of this new administration building a decided increase in the
enrollment of the college is certain to follow. With the support of the faculty and
student body, the Alumni Association of the School, the people of the local com-

munity, and the members of our constituency on the Pacific Coast, the college rs

iacing a splendid, outloo\ for rhe future.
