The Farm consists of 400 acres of
land, one half of which is in cultiva-|§

tion. There are twenty-six buildings,
costing about $400,000.
a little city in itself, having at pres-
ent a total population of 950, which
includes 250 harmlessly insane per-
sens in the psycopathic ward. These
are incurable.

The greater part of the population
consists of the aged poor who have
no means of supporting themselves.
The average age is 72. Those who
are able to work are given something
to do each day.

Wholesome and abundant recrea-
tion is provided during the week and
religious services are held on Sunday.
Entertainment is absolutely essential
in such a society, that trouble may be
forgotten.

It is an interesting fact that 85%
of the cases here represented are due
to some mental deficiency, in most
cases traced to alcohelism or heredity.
Only 16% of the inmates are women.

The Farm has its own drug-store,
hospital ward, and necessary equip-
ment for ordinary medical attention.
A resident physician and necessary
nurses are constantly on duty.

The buildings are modern, and the
equipment is the very best, indicat-
ing the interest in which Los Angeles
County has in caring for this class of
her citizens,.
