Resume of Chapel Speeches by Hazel Funk

President Studebaker tells us the
meaning of true patriotism. It is not
alone saluting the flag or singing pa-
triotic sons. Itis a spirit back of

‘these ceremonies, a spirit of freedom.

It is the spirit of freedom in which
America was born. Freedom of
thought and action is one of our treas-
ured American heritages. A correct
conception of the spirit of this princi-
ple does not mean exercising freedom
to its limits, to the extent of the sac-
rifice of the pleasure of others. You
are free, but free to act only in har-
mony with the public good. If you
fail in this you have failed to catch
the gpirit of freedom; you are not
patriotic. “Patriotism is a world con-
cept. He who cannot see beyond the
border of his own nation is short-

sighted.”
All students desire a well
rounded, fourfold development.

Reverend Carroll says that in or-
der to accomplish this, we should
strive to keep our bodies fit, grap-
ple with mental problems, mix
with people, and above all, culti-
vate our spiritual natures:

Appreciation is two-fold—an ap-
preciation of the gift and of the giv-
er. One is imperfect without the
other.  Christ had perfect apprecia-
tion of every good thing.

The latter condition
presupposes the former. If we would
give thanks unto Jehovah, let us, like
Christ, first go alone to a mountain-
side and gain strength and greatness.
