Winning t heir third game from a 
Conference team, the LaVerne Var­
s ity met Caltek Saturday on their 
own· grounds and completely mas­
tered them by a 36 to 12 score. 

It was the smoothest t.eam work 
that the LaVerne men have put on 
exhibition this year. Much ground 
was gained by La.Verne in this evu­
increasing ability to keep their eyes 
on the ball. Almost every Cal.tek 
fumble was recovered by the La.Verne 
men. There was more interference on 
end runs than ha .l been shown a·:; any 
other time this year. There was only 
one thing that marred the playing and 
that was when John, time and a.gain, 
over-passed both. Otie and Lehmer. 
Whether it was because John wa;; 
passing unusually far or ,vhether the 
men were held longer than usual, 'in 
getting thru the line we can't say. 
However, som.e beautiful passes were 
completed for good gains. 

La Verne scored in the first quarter 
when Boots recovered a Caltek fum­
ble and ran 20 yards to a touchdown. 
The try for extra point was blocked. 
Just before the quarter ended Lehmer: 
reco~ered a Caltek fumble on the 36-
yard line, and as La Verne was held on 
the 10-yard line J. Brooks kicked a 
field goal for three points for a dis­
tance of 23 yards from the side of the 
field. 

La.Verne kicked to Caltek and as 
--;ey fumbled on th·e 20-yard line, 0. 

Brooks recovered and ran for a touch­
down. John Converted and the score 
.stood 16 to 0. 

La Verne started on another offen­
·sive drive when John threw to Leh­
mer and Otie for gains of 15 and 35 
yards respectively, but a 15-yard pen­
:alty and an intercepted pass gave Cal­
tek the ball on their 40-yard line. By 
good gains on line bucks and a 15-yard 
pass from Baker to Smith they scored 
a touchdown. They failed to drop 
kick for extra point and the score 
s tood 16 to 6. 

In the third quarter the ball was 
carried by La.Verne to within five 
yards of a touchdown, but a pass 
failed to score. Caltek kicked out but 
La Verne brought it back and J . Brooks 
bucked across for the third touch­
down. Goal was made., making the 
score ~3 to 6. 

As the fourth period opened, Otie 
f or the second time recovered a Caltec 
fumble and ran for a touchdown but 
t'b.e man was ruled tackled and the ball 
was brought back. 

Caltek again went on an offensive 
drive and the La Verne line for the 
second time was bewildered, allowing 
Caltek to buck their way to another 
touchdown. It was bucked across by

15-yard gain. La.Verne bucked to 
the three-yard line but a pass to 
toushdown failed. However, LaVerne 
brought the ball straight back after a 
pass of 20 yards, J. Brooks to 0 .

Tuesday night I was a discouraged 
fellow. We were to st art home the 
next morning and I had had only one 
shot a t a deer and had not even seen a 
pig. Because of our bad luck, we de­
cided to hunt all the W.tY home, which 
we could do by following the ridges 
and walking a good 30 miles. So we 

1 got under way early Tuesday morn­
ing. Dr. Coffman went with the ani­
mals and the thr ee of us divided into 
three g roups, each taking a ridge. 

We were not out of camp 15 min­
utes when a deer was sighted between 
Vaniman and me. Because of the 
dense underbrush neither I nor my 
guide could see the deer. Vaniman 
and Eikenberry could both see him 

1 but they were a good 400 yards away, 
while I was within 75 yards of him. 
I started to climb higher when they 
(ther e were two of them) started to 
run. I got in two shots before they 
went out of my sight but was so ex­
cited that I missed both shots. They 
started up the ridge towards Vaniman 
but, seeing him, they turned and came 
back down and started towards 1Eiken­
berry. When I again got ~y eyes on 
them they were about 100 yards from 
me, going like only a deer can. But 
thi s was my chance. I was somewhat 
cooled down by this time and was 
ready to do business. l dropped a 
three-point buck with the first shot, 
getting him through t he neck; The 
doe I dropped about 20 yards away 
with three shots clean through her 
anq one t hrough her ear. I had shot 
ten times, five of them hitting the 
mar k. When I realized that I had 
two deer (it had happened in five min­
utes) I let out a warwhoop that made 
the hills ring and was perfectly will­
ing to go straight home. 

On our way home Vaniman got an­
other deer, making five deer for the 
crowd. We got in home about 7 
o'clock that evening, tired but a hap­
py bunch. The venison tasted mighty 
good and all the people in the Mission 
had some fre sh meat to eat.
