OBSERVED AT LAVERNE

The week of Feb, 22 to 29 was
stewardship week all over the coun-
try. The Stewardship Campaign was
launched by the Inter-Church World
Movement and is the greatest move
in Christendom. It was a drive for
men and money, a call to Christians
to acknowledge that they are only
stewards, that all belong to God. Big
movements are on foot in the Chris-
tian world and this is one. The prin-
ciples of Christian stewardship are:

1. God is owner of all things.

2. Every man is a steward and
must give account for all that is en-
trusted to him.

3. God’s ewnership and man’s ste-
wardship ought to acknowledged.

4. This acknowledgement requires
as.part of its expression, the setting
apart for the extension of the King-
dom of Christ such a portion of in-
come as is recognized by the individ-
ual to be the will of God.

5 “The separated portion eught o
be administered for the Kingdom of
Christ and the remainder recognized
as no less a trust.

During stewardship week the work
of the various branches of church
and school was correlated, and con-
centrated upon the one idea of ste-
wardship. The preaching services,
Christian Workers Society and Prayer
Meeting considered this subject. Each
day in chapel the students were bidden

CHINA HOSPITAL TO BE
EQUIPPED FROM THIS

The Church of the Brethren has
decided to set the goal for the Annual
Conference offering at one million
dollars. Last year the offering was
approximately $162,000. Now our
offering must be past the bounds of
imagination. A million dollars sounds
big, but it’s only ten dollars per mem-
ber. We spend many times that
amount upon ourselves.

The call comes to the La Verne stu-
dent body to give its share in this
offering. A drive is being made in all
our colleges to raise their. apportion-
ment of this amount. A China hos-
pital will be equipped from the stu-
dents’ fund. This is Dr. Wampler’s
hospital. $8,500 is required for this
purpose. Telegrams have been re-
ceived from Mt. Morris College and
Bethany Bible School. Mount Morris
with 160 students has already raised
$1,650. Bethany wih 200 students
has raised $3,800. Can La Verne raise
her share? Will she do it? That de-
pends upon each individual student.
We would not like to admit that we
can not do as well. This week the
drive is on in La Verne College. All
right, students, roll up your sleeves
and get to work! Let’s go! and make
the hill on high!

THE PASTORS
CONVENTION

AT LOS ANGELES

Several in Attendance from
LaVerne

A conference of pastors of all de-
nominations in Southern California
was held in Los Angeles last Wednes-
day, Thursday and Friday. The con-
ference met under the direction of
the Interchurch World Movement.
Similar meetings are being held in
every State during BFebruary and
March.

Teams of ‘men and women repre-
senting the Interchurch Movement
'sent out from New York to lead these
Pastors’ Conferences in the various
States. The object of these confer-
ences is to acquaint the pastors and
church leaders of all denominations
more fully with the aims and pur-
poses of the Interchurch Movement.

A large part of the meeting in Los
Angeles, at which there were several
representatives from the College,
was given over to reports of condi-
tions as found by the partially
completed surveys made by the Move-
ment. These very extensive surveys
enable the Christian people of Amer-
ica to see the actual needs both in
the Home field and in the Foreign
lands. The conference was prelimi-
nary also to the rather extensive or-
ganization that is to be effected soon

for the great interdenominational
financial ingathering in April and
May.

The team which led the confer-
ence at Los Angeles consisted of Dr.
Ralph E. Diffendorfer, Supt. of the
U. S. Survey Dept.; Dr. I. N. McCash,
of the Education Dept.; Dr. Alexan-
der Paul, of China; Dr. H. S. Vincent,
of Siam; Dr. R. H. Murphey, of India;
Dr.. F. H. Agar, of the Financial
Dept.; Dr. Isaacs, of the Field Dept.;
Dr. Foster, of the Stewardship Dept.;
and others. These leaders presented
the world need in a very graphic way,
and made a strong appeal for the
united effort of all Christian people
in meeting this great need.

There were 542 ministers regis-
tered at the Conference, representing
20 denominations. The Church of
the Brethren was represented by
about 24 ministers.

On Friday morning the denomina-
tional’ representatives met in separ-
ate conferences. The Church of the
Brethren men met at the Chinese
Mission rooms on Los Angeles street,
and spent the entire forenoon in the
discussion of our relation to the In-
terchurch Movement and our Forward
Movenient program.

While our future relation to the
Interchurch Movement is to be de-
cided at our next Annual Confer-
ence, our church leaders are urging
that there be an earnest, thoughtful,
and thorough investigation of the
nature of the Movement, so that the
matter may be intelligently dealt
‘when the time comes for action.
