As the Whittier paper puts it,
the La Verne team upset the dope by
running up the close score of 19 to 20.

The Poets were supported by a good
sized rooting section while La Verne
was poorly represented. Only eleven
college students attended the game.
Without a doubt the College depart-
ment deserves censure for not turn-
ing out in larger numbers to support
the team.

The first half of the game was fair-
ly fast, but contained little excite-
ment.

SPEAKS AT LAVERNE

Harry L. Kingman has made a rec-
ord that any young American should
be proud to copy. He receivegd his
B. A. degree at Pomona College, hav-
ing been very active in athletics—
being Captain of the Varsity Baseball,
Tennis, Basketball, and Swimming
teams, also three years on the Var-
sity track team. After graduation he
played for two years with the New
York American League team.

Having decided to go into Y. M.
C. A. work, he attended Springfield
Y. M. C. A. college, receiving his
degree in Physical Education. He
was for three years Associate General
Secretary of the University of Cali-
fornia Y. M. C. A., where he coached
the Freshman Football team and as-
sisted the Varsity team. He served
during the war as First Lieutenant
in the Infantry.

After acquiring such remarkable
success, he decided to give his life
entirely to humanity and God, and
expects to sail for China next year
to do Y. M. C. A. work among the
benighted heathen. This genuine, full
blooded American will be a great
power in the work for the Master and
the United Volunteer movement for
Foreign Missions is fortunate .in hav-
ing secured him as their Traveling
Secretary.

Saturday morning Mr. Kingman ad-
dressed the Student Body during the
chapel period. He spoke quietly, but

It is a recruiting
agency for the Kingdom of God. He
emphasized the importance, and also
the difficulty of putting the Kingdom
of God first in the life.

One striking statement was “What

of its sincerity. After telling very
briefly of how his own life had been
changed by Christianity, he spoke of
the call of the foreign field, and of
its needs.

On Sunday morning Mr. Kingman
spoke before the Mission Band. He
introduced his speech by saying “We
want men and women who can see
bigger things than money, fame, easy-
living or success as the world goes.”

The Student Volunteer movement
for Foreign Missions is a student or-
ganization of the college men and
women of the United States and Can-
ada for recruiting men and women
for the foreign field.

Statistics show that only two men
out of every one hundred are college
men, and that one man of every two
that the world calls successful is a
college man. The college man owes it
to the people who educate him to
face up to big problems. The biggest
of these is in the foreign lands. The
next big advance in the®world will
be in foreign lands. What will it
mean to America if at the end of this
century, when China is the leading
nation of the world she, with her six
hundred million people, is non-Chris-
tian, militaristic ? 3

People say, “Clean up America
first.” If the Christians of Antioch
had waited to clean up their own city
before they sent out missionaries,
there would be no missionaries yet .

America is constantly sending cor-
rupt business men to the foreign
lands—we must send Christian men,
if for nothing else, to offset the harm
the business men are doing. We can
improve and help America by a great,
unselfish effort to help other lands.

The only truly democratic nations
in the world are Christian nations.
Heathen nations are monarchies.

In America the average length of
life is 44 years, in the heathen coun-
tries it is 24. They need doctors and
physical directors.

He stressed the importance
of taking care of the physical by the
observance of the simple laws of
health, so that when the time comes
to go into active service the volunteer
will be able to pass the physical ex-
amination. Forty-five per cent of
those who do not get across is due
to inability to pass this test. It is
also very important that the volun-
teer cultivate the spiritual life. The
value of the morning watch was em-
phasized.

At six o’clock Mr. Kingman spoke
to the members of the Christian Wor-
ker departments. He gave a very in-
teresting and helpful address on the
manhood of Christ. Christ was pre-
sented as a strong, fearless, courag-
eous, sympathetic man who is ever
present today to inspire men to a
noble, honest and pure life of service.

Every student and faculty member in the
institution is working for the highest possible development of
Christian character. And there should not be a division in spirit.

We need a new conception of brotherhood. We need to learn
that the man who differs from us, -whose opinions are not like
ours, is not necessarily our enemy. Even though we differ as to
what is the correct method of proceedure, our sameness of pur-
pose should make us one.

No two men were ever made to look exactly alike. No more
can they be the-same in disposition. The environment of every
mapn, is different from that of every other man. Men must be yet
more unlike, then, in their ideas than in looks.

No two members of the same family always agree perfectly,
and although I am sure that my opinions are “as good” as those
of my brother, for that very reason, I must be just as sure that
his are as good as mine.

So many, many times we forget this, and the toleration we
show for the one whom we fancy to be an opponent, is so vanisii-
ingly small that it may well be called a2 minus quantity. Differ-
ences are inevitable, and our likenesses are so much.more numer-
ous than our differences—why not compare likenesses for a while
instead of forever brooding over what cannot be helped, talking
up and down and all around the fellow who disagrees with you,
or with whom you feel it necessary to disagree. There is a
quicker way to change his mind than to tell him he’s all wrong and
you are all right. The two of you, working together, can accom-
plish just three times as much as is possible for one alone.

The students and the faculty must co-operate, for though the
faculty are in authority, the same principles hold. It is the stu-
dent who has placed himself under the authority of the faculty
by the act of his enrollment in school, and not the faculty which
imposes its authority. In the student organizations, too, it is
absolutely necessary for worth-while results that we agree to
forget our disagreements and unite as a body, in spite of indi-
vidualism. Remember that it is better to be a spoke in a wheel
than a spoke out of a wheel.
