her record on Armistice Day by de­
feating the Pomona F 'rosh 13-0. In 
the third quarter John Brooks carried 
the ball over for the first touchdown, 
and succeeded in kicking goal. The 
second tally was made in the last 
period of the game, .when B. Hepner 
completed a twenty-five yard pass 
from J . Brooks, and with a clear field 
went over for a touchdown. 

The entire team played a star 
game. Glick made several sensation­
al gains through the line from the 
backfield.
