C. C. C. Takes Duel Meet—Mark Leh-
mer LaVerne High Point Man

Track has been added to the major
sports at LaVerne College. Track
has been passe, for on account of the
small number of men in college it
interfered with baseball. This year,
having a bunch of good material and
also a good track coach, it was de-
cided to practice track and baseball
together. This may not be the best
policy, but it has to do under the cir-
cumstances. After a week’s practice,
Otis Brooks, sprint man, was elected
captain.

The fellows decided that, having a
team and a captain, why not have
some competition? So California
Christian College was chosen as the
victim. In this case it happened that
the Panthers were stronger than the
Leopards by a 91-48 score.

Christian College has some sea-
soned track men in Blanchard, who
was high point man with 22 points,
winning three firsts, one second and
third, and tying for first; and Wood-
yard, who took two firsts and one
second, and who has the world’s inter-
scholastic record for the 220-yard
dash. '

All events were slow, the only out-
standing performance of the day be-
ing Mark Lehmer’s heave on the shot
for 41 feet 9 1-2 inches. Capt. Brooks
had to be satisfied with a second in
the 100-yard sprint. Dale Glick
nosed him out of secend in the 220-
yard dash by some pretty running.
Harold Brownsberger, premier hur-
dle man, took an easy second in the
low sticks, but disqualified after tak-
ing a generous lead in the high sticks.
Much can be expected of him in later
meets this year. Milton Brownsber-
ger surprised the erowd when he tied
for first in the high jump and came
in second in the 440-yard run, after
leading the field till just before the
finish, when the wiry Blanchard beat
him out of first place.

Lehmer extended himself to 11
points by taking a first in the shot
put, a second in the broad jump and a
second in the javelin. Orville Brooks
took a third each in the javelin, broad
jump and 220-yard low hurdles. He
placed in the low hurdles by a fine
sprint at the finish.

John, who was trailing in the dis-
cus, took one last heave 4:'1nd placed
first. - He was followed -closely by
Boots, who had not been out for prac-
tice this season on account of an in-
jured knee. John Brooks also placed
third in the shot put.

Dale Glick made a leap in the broad
jumping pit which beat out both
Lehmer and Orville Brooks for first.
Zafon Hartman placed third in both
the mile and two-mile, showing some
promise of making a good miler of
himself. Emmert was forced to take
a third in the 880-yard run and Shirk
took a third in the pole vault as a re-
sult of lack of practice.

Some of these men have great pos-
sibilities and can be developed into
first-class track men and can run
competition to any Southern Califor-
nia track team. This meet was a
great help in establishing a track
spirit and consciousness in the school,
and with this start a first class track
team is expected to be built up for the
future.
