After the devotions led by Miss
Louise Houston, President of the
Southern California Union, several
“outgoing volunteers”, Miss LuraHix-
son and Roger Cumberland, gave
short talks.

Three returned missionaries were
the speakers for the remainder of the
morning service. Dr. Boyd, a medi-
cal missionary who has spent twenty-
four years in Canton, China, told of
the opportunities of winning souls to
Christ thru the means of healing the
physical body. There are great prob-
lems on the field, but Jesus solves
all the problems. To go through
troubles “on your knees” is better
than any other way.

Mrs. Dye, a missionary from Africa
told in a very interesting way the side
lines of preparation, giving the story
of her own experience. Her good,
practical advice was welcomed by all
the volunteers. Study the fields to
which you go. Be an expert in many
things. Cultivate a great deal of im-
agination. Cultivate love for needy
humanity. Above everything, have
faith, an implicit and unfaltering
faith at all times.

A Mrs. Rosenberger from Palestine,
told of the problems peculiar to that
field. Palestine is the fanatical cen-
ter of three religions. The popula-
tion is counted in three distinct clas-
ses on the census, as Jews, Moslems,
and Christians. To call everyone
who does not belong to either of the
first two classes, a Christian, regard-
less of his erroneous beliefs, makes it
very difficult for the missionary
work of the true, Protestant Chris-
tians.

The noon intermission from 12:30
till 2 o’clock was enjoyably spent in
eating luncheon at the U. S. C. cafe-
teria and in getting acquainted with
students from other schools.

The afternoon session opened with
devotions by Miss Beth Dean of Oc-
cidental College.

His interesting experiences on the
field were powerful in illustrating to
the volunteer what happens when you
become a missionary. The grind of
two years language study, the real
handicap in using the language, and
then being considered a foreigner all
the time, are only overbalanced by
the joy of seeing results in souls wen
for Christ. He summarized the need-
ed qualities of a good missionary as
adaptiveness, leadership and spiritual
power. ;

Speeches were also given by Mr.
Gleason, of China, Mr. Throne of
Malaysia, Dr. Allison of Latin-Ameri-
ca, and Mr. Knapp of the Near East.

The work among the lepers was
touchingly told by Mrs. Kelley, who
has worked in both India and China.
These blasted lives, full of despair,
find hope and joy in Jesus.

During the banquet in the evening,
each school was well represented in
exhibiting their respective yells and
songs, including their. alma maters.
The tables were decorated in the va-
rious schools’ colors. “Lest we for-
get,” this is to remind us that the
“eats” were entirely satisfactory.

The evening meeting opened with
a business session. The delegates to
Yonkers, Miss Turner, of U. S. C.,
and Mr. Shires, of S. B. U. C., were
elected.

The speaker of the evening, Mrs.
Fisher, gave g strong message on
“the joy of doing the work your-
self.” Her appeals made every one
anxious to be out on the field in duty.
The touching climax was reached at
the close when, with bowed heads, all
sang, “Have Thine Own Way, Lord.”

In the life of every editor of every paper whether it be a
great city newspaper, a fashion magazine, or merely a college
publication comes a day at regularly repeated intervals when
there is the greatest unrest and disturbance. The editorial con-
science will allow no peace for back in the far corners of the sub-
conscious mind is the constant refrain; ‘“The paper goes to print
tomorrow and the editorial is not written. It must be in tomor-
row—rtomorrow—tomorrow !” '

Let your imagination take you into the inner life and work-
ings of an editor’s career. Goaded by the thought of the editorial
which must be written he sits down at the eleventh hour with
pencil and scratch pad. He thinks over all the questions of the
day—politics, war, foreign affairs, and strikes but not being so
well read as is desirable for such lofty flights, turns to the consid-
eration of school problems. He decides that every thing is going
smoothly and beautifully and rushes to the literary master pieces
of other Schools and Colleges vainly seeking for inspiration. His
mind remains blank. “If only it were some holiday,” he thinks
in despair, “if only something would happen; if only I were bril-
liant and original. Why, oh why, did I ever tell them I would
be editor!” He runs his fingers wildly through his disordered
hair and when it is nearing midnight and the oil is burning low
ne plunges into a learned and masterful discussion of ‘“Reasons
for going to college” or “American Indians,” and then goes to bed
happy for another two weeks.

Students consider seriously the question of editorials. Just
why do we have them and of what benefit are they? There are
three reasons that might be assigned. First editorials are for the
purpose of filling space, second, other papers have them, and
third, they give the editor something to do. The average student
is not in the habit of reading editorials. No editor ever did be-
fore attaining that position. They would be aware of it if it
were conspicuous for it’s absences but if the alloted space is
neatly filled all is well. Students of a more serious nature or
members of the staff sometimes wade through these products of
a youthful pen but as in the instance of this issue find nothing.
Therefore editorials are valuable space fillers.

Then other papers have editorials and to keep up our stan-
dard we must have them. There is a common saying, much to the
editor’s sorrow, that a paper is judged by its editorial.

Last of all the editorial gives the editor something to do. It
furnishes an outlet for flashes of inspiration and genius. It gives
him much needed experience in expressing himself on paper and,
greatest of all enables him to prove himself worthy of the honors
of his office.

Therefore students, from this editorial on editorials one moral
may be drawn. Since editorials are in the college publication to
fill a place—and space—they may occasionally be worth reading,
for they are not always written by the editor, and in that case
may contain words of wisdom which will help and inspire you in
college life.
