THE ASILOMAR
CONFERENCE

On Chistmas morning a group of
six college men left La Verne for the
annual holiday Y. M. C. A. convention
held at Asilomar. They were; How-
ard Beckner, Ernest Landis, Chase
Harper, Alva Brower, Levi Dickey,
Phil Smith. Levi Dickey was the driv-
er and succeded in getting the 1913
Studebaker to hit on four cylinders
for two consecutive shots about noon.
From then on the trip was made with
no more trouble except three flat tires.
The first night was spent at Santa
Maria.and the next evening saw the
youthful pilgrims in Asilomar. They
were quartered in tents with board
floors and roofs. There were two
single cots in each room and bedding
was furnished.

The meals were served in a large
dining hall. Each fellow got a taste
of K. P. duty for they had to wait
tables for three meals sometime dur-
ing the conference.

The rising bell rang at 6:30 each
Breakfast was served at
7:10, dinner at 12:30 and supper at
6:00. The forenoons were divided in
to the following periods 6:55-7:10 per-
sonal Bible study, 7:45-8:00 morning
chapel service, 8:00—8:50 small
groupesmett for Bible discussion. At
8:50 addresses were given on some
important social issues. Again at 11
an address was given on “The essen-
tials of our Christian faith.”

After supper the privilege was given
each man of hearing a discourse on
one of the following topics. “The
Near East,” “Russia,” “The new Chi-
na,” and “Changing India.” La Verne
was represented in each group.

The great message of the confer-
ence was the presenting of the chal-
enge the pagan world is giving to the
christian nations. A glimpse of the
value of world brotherhood in Christ
was given. Some eighteen foreign
nations were represented and the for-
eign representatives were treated with
the same respect and good fellowship
as the American students. J. Stitt
Wilson said that the destiny of the
world is in the hands of today’s stu-
dents. We should first of all pursue
our studies with a vengeance “Plug”!
Next we should familiarize ourselves
with world problems and then we
should dismiss from our being all that
insults our own soul and subject our-
selves to God’s guidance. “It was
surely a great inspiration to meet and
hear such great men and think about
such great problems with the college
men. For the time it seemed that
we were in a future world. A negro
on the right, a Chinese on the left and
I felt as kindly disposed tcward them
as any one of my own delegation,”
was the way one of the fellows put
it.

Many points of interest around Mon~
terey Bay were visited. ‘The seven-
teen mile drive” made world famous
by painting from along it’s rugged
coastline, was perhaps the one of most
note. ‘The La Verne representatives
returned Thursday Jan. 4,and seemed
bubbling over with inspirations and
new ideas received. Every one is a
boosting for a large number from La
Verne next year.

LETTER FROM
THE KAYLORS

Bombay, India,
November 4, 1922.
Dear Fellow Volunteers:

The letter from your hand reached
me some time ago and I assure you
I appreciated it. I thought when I
got it I would try to have an answer
to you by the time school opened in
the fall, but I am afraid you won’t
get it much before Christmas vaca-
tion. It seems to me it is even hard-
er to find time to write than it used
to be. I used to think I was busy
and now I think I am busier.

You will see by the heading of this
that I am in Bombay. It happens
that I have to stay here a few days
and I have a little time at my dis-|
posal, so am using part of it in writ-
ing letters.

I so often think of La Verne and
of many of the scenes around the
campus that are dear to my heart. I
suppose that in the short time that
I have been gone the Student Body
and Volunteer Band have changed a
great deal. Time brings new faces
and new interests to school life. But
I am glad the Volunteers remain
true. During my entire college life
I was closely connected with the
Band but I did not realize then as I
do now how much it meant to me. It
had a stronger influence over me than
I realized at the time. Let me urge
you all to be true to your pledge.
After all is said and done, there is
nothing in life that will really satisfy
outside of Christ and His word, ana
the Band furnishes a most splendid
opportunity for the practical side of
Christianity.

Well, I suppose you would like to
hear something about my work here.
The last of this month I will have
been in India a year. A year that
has flown, as it were, on the wings of
the wind. It has been full of new
things for me. In a strange land and
among a strange people, and yet hu-
man nature does not seem so much
different after all. Yet, I have been
made to think so often since I have
been here that the bright side of
life is so nearly hid from India’s mil-
lions. What do they have to live
for? I have so many times asked
myself this. Miserable hovels to live
in, barely enough food to keep life
going; not enough clothes to cover
the body often, and nothing of home
life in the way we know it and love
it. Then, after this life, what?
What indeed do they have to live for
and what is death but something to
be feared? This is not true of all,
of course. But those who do know of
Christ are ‘such a few compared to
those who do not.

I am so thankful that the call came
to me to come to India and now my
daily prayer is that I may be used
here to reach the people and help
them. As yet my time has been de-
voted to language study—it is such a
barrier. And now, after a year, I am
only able to talk and understand the
simplest of talk. But I am gradually
gaining and I am thankful for that.

Last week we had our Love Feast
at Vada, the second one I have at-
tended in India. I am sure you
would have enjoyed watching. For
tables long white pieces of cloth were
spread on the floor, and we gathered
around them, sitting c¢n the floor. I
find it rather hard work and for most
of our services we do not try it. But
on this occasion we sit on the floor
and eat with our fingers as do our
India brothers and sisters. Our meal
was a little different from any you
have ever seen, no doubt. We had
rice, seasoned with sugar and ground
cocoanut, and a small round cake

SECOND LECTURE
BY DR. SANFORD

The students and townspeople so
thoroughly appreciated the lecture by
Dr. Chester Sanford December 14, on
“Failures of the Misfits,” that he was
secured to deliver his second lecture,
“You and Your Job” the first evening
after the holiday vacation.

Dr. Sanford arrived in time to con-
duct the Chapel service in the morn-
ing at which time he spoke concern-
ing some of the necessities for at-
taining success—in any line of work.
Perhaps the first essential is that of
grit or pluck, to go at a job with a
grin, work hard and stick to it even
if it be a hard pull. Some of Dr.
Sanford’s own early experiences
testify to the fact that he had this fine
quality. Another characteristic for
attaining success is—perhaps a nega-
tive one—a lack of the spirit of criti-
cism and fault-finding. One day at
college Dr. Sanford was asked “how
big are we anyhow ?” and after some
thot he decided that we are as big as
the spirit that is within us; and this

spirit, however tangible it may seem,

is the thing that will in the end bring
true success.

Both before and after the noon hour *

Dr. Sanford was kept extremely busy
with interviews with many of the stu-
dents, and much help was gained by
all who were fortunate enough to
speak with him.

As has been stated the evening hour
was to be occupied with the lecture

on “You and Your Job,” bue-afier a -

short introduction, a group of young
ladies and later young men, were
called to the platform and through
questioning them Dr. Sanford showed
very clearly to parents the reasona-
ble, logical way to discover what a
young person is best fitted to do or
to become. The interviews were ex-
ceedingly interesting as well as help-
ful, and only shortly before ten
o’clock did the entertainment and in-
struction end. Following the general
dismissal, however, a large group of
young people remained to gain further
information.

The full day’s work of Dr. Sanford
was heartily appreciated, and another
lecture by him at a later time would
be most welcome.

Dr. 8. J. Miller on Thursday, Janu-
ary 4, addressed the student body dur-
ing the chapel hour on “The Book of
Job as a Drama.” Carlyle once said,
“Job is the greatest drama which has
ever been written.” Dr. Miller point-
ed out the general plan, setting, char-
acters, the plot and its development.
He made the book a live piece of lit-
erature and not, as is sometimes
thought, an unimportant bit of an-
cient history.
