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L.V. COLLEGE WINS TWO GREAT VICTORIES

L.V.C. Upsets the Dope
LaVerne 14, Redlands 6

In one of the fightenest games of
the season LaVerne College reached
the highest point in its athletic career
on L. V. C. field Nov. 16th. This is
the third season that LaVerne has
played football and the progress that
she has made in these three years
has been very extraordinary. Start-
ing three years ago with only about
enough men out in suits to make up a
team and after the team had been
formed, only able to cope with the
most ordinary of the high schools of
the section, it is indeed something
very unusual and very hard to believe
that this small school with so few
men has been able to put a team on
the field that could meet the hard
fighting team of the University of
Redlands. But sueh has been the
case and today it is fresh in the mem-
ory of the loyal LaVerne student
body how our light but fast team
outfought the Redlands aggregation
from the first whistle to the last.

Last year Redlands came to La
Verne and handed the L. V. C. squad
the small end of a 34-21 score and
when they landed in LaVerne Tues-
-day, their -actions showed +that- theéy
expected to do the same thing or
some worse. Their confidence helped
them during the first part of the
game, but it was not enough to keep
them in the lead, even though they
did make the first score. After the
first few plays it was LaVerne all the
way, and the score does not tell half
the story. Of course it was a disap-
pointment to the invaders because
they have three or four times as many
students as LaVerne and all kinds of
football material to draw from, and
most of all they have a membership
in the Southern California Conference
into which LaVerne is working ad-
mittance, but as yet has not been ac-
cepted for the simple reason that it
was thought that they could not hold
their own in the sports, especially
football.

It is hoped by all those vitally in-
terested in LaVerne that the victory
Tuesday has put L. V. C. before the
Conference in a stronger light than
she has ever appeared before. Red-
lands »is- not one of the strongest
teams in the Conference but they
have some of the strongest individual
players in any conference school, but
these players did not show up to any
special brilliancy at any time in the
game because any man they happened
to play opposite proved their equal or
better. In like plays it showed that
LaVerne had them outclassed from
the standpoint of coaching and that
with a few more men LaVerne will

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stand a good chance with any South-
ern California school.

What the men lacked in size they
made up for in grit and spirit. Many
of the home boys were more or less
injured but still they went into the
game with the decision to do or die.
The result showed that they didn’t
die, but Mishler, one of our best bets
in the way of half backs, suffered in-
juries that will probably put him out
of the next few games. “Mish” as
the students have learned to call him,
is one of the hardest charging backs
that has been seen in action around
here and more will be heard from him
when he again dons the Orange and
Green. “Atta boy, Mlsh up and at

worth the time of anybody to wateh,
and,when LaVerne received from Red-
lands and a crisscross play was put
into and finished, it showed return of
the ball more than thirty yards from
the place it was received from the
Redlands kicker. Line bucks and a
few short passes put LaVerne on the
1-yd. with four downs to make it, but
through some misunderstanding the
‘ball was lost” and Redlands punted
out of danger. Then it was “dog eat
dog” the rest of the first quarter,
which ended with the ball in the mid-
dle of the tield”and in possession of
the home squad.

At the very first of the second
quarter Redlands showed their teeth
and by a series of line bucks and for-
ward passes was able to put over
their first and only touchdown of the
game. Extra point was tried for by
an attempted drop kick, which went
wild. Then Redlands kicked off to
LaVerne and, by staging a great
comeback, held Redlands, and Glick,
recovering a Red punt, scored a touch-
down. Extra point was added by John-
ny Brooks, who sent over a perfect
kick for replacement. After the next
kickoff the teams tightened up and
neither was able to keep the ball for
more than one or two first downs.
The whistle announced the end of the
first half and off of the field came
eleven men whose faces plainly
showed that they did not intend to
let the invaders make another point
and they made good their intentions
throughout the second half. Dark-
ness was fast falling and when the
last half began, Redlands realized
that if they were to take home the
victory they would have to open up
as the L. V. C. line had become al-
most impregnable, so they resorted
to forward passing game and there
made one of their biggest errors, be-
cause too many of the passes landed
in the waiting arms of the LaVerne
backs. Orville Brooks nabbed one of
these offerings and by exhibiting
some of his skill as a track man, went
for the second LaVerne score. The
extra point was only a small matter
to the trained toe of Johnny Brooks.
The quarter ended with Redlands in
possession of the ball, but not in
striking distance of LaVerne’s goal.

No scoring was done by either
team during the last quarter, which
was shortened on account of dark-
ness and when the game was called
at an end J. Brooks had just finished
a beautiful 30 yard run from punt
formation which for awhile seemed to
be going to raise the score against
Redlands. Watch John tear off some
of these runs in the games which are
yet to come. He has three more
years to play ball and will probably
be the best full back in the Confer-
ence—as soon as they accept us.
May his ability be a factor in our
gaining that coveted membership.

Prof. Sarafian, who is a native of
Armenia, spoke on Wednesday, tell-
ing something of the Near East.
The people of Armenia were origin-
ally of southeastern Europe and re-
ceived the name Armenian because of
the Greek meaning of the word “Til-
lers of the soil.” These people cling
to their ancient civilization, but were
the first people to accept Christiani-
ty as a state religion. They are a
very zealous people. In 1831 the
American missionaries went to Ar-
menia. They have established Chris-
tian Colleges and a new civilization.
Quite a few Armenians come to
America to perfect their education.

Thursday Pres. Studebaker was
back from the East. The students
were surely glad to welcome him
home again. He brought greetings
from Bethany and McPherson to ouh
student body. Chase Harper, Presi-
dent of the Y. M. C. A., introduced
as the speakers Mr. Gale Seaman,
who is State Secretary of the Y. M.
C. A. He said he wanted us to “live a
life worthy of tha T.ord, In Him
you can reach your full life.” He told
of some of the regrets of College
days. Some of them were that he
did not work hard enough on his
studies, work actively in the Church,
did not know professors outside of
class rooms well enough, and was
not active in athletics. He encouraged
all to work harder, get into extra-
curriculum activities, get acquainted
with, the people of the town and take
part in active Christian work. The
only reason for a College to exist is
to train leaders, or helpers of others.
Only one half of one per cent ever
have an opportunity to go to college.
The people do not send individuals
to college to learn how to go back
and make more money off of them
or to rob them, but to give their lives
in service to others. He closed by
hoping they might say of us as they
did of Chinese Gordon. The epitaph
on his tomb stone was “Here lies
Chas. Geo. Gordon, who always gave
his substance to the poor, his sympa-
thy to the suffering, his strength to
the weak, and his heart to God.”

Prof. Haugh led the devotional in
Chapel Tuesday and sang a solo
“Evening and Morning,” which was
appreciated very much.

On Wednesday Byrl Harper, Presi-
dent of the Student Volunteers, had
charge. We were favored with a
quartet, after which he introduced
Dr. R. J. Taylor of Pomona College,
who mdde an address. He said “The
test of life is the ability to see and
to choose the best.”” One’s life
plus a great ldeal will brighten
the world will help make it full of
loyalty, faith and trust.” “He lives
best who serves best.” and “Your life
plus Jesus Christ equals another.”

Pres. Studebaker spoke on Thurs-
day morning. He has just returned
from the District Meeting 1in the
North and reports the interest in the
College and its welfare is very good.
