The Lyceum Committee for this
year, composed of Mr. and Mrs.

Concerning the old building: Per-
mission has been granted by the
county authorities to use the old
building for this school year. There
is every reason to believe that con-
struction work will begin soon
enough to have the new plant ready
for occupancy by the time school
opens in the fall of 1926.

Every effort is being strained to
obtain the necessary remaining funds.
President Studebaker will be travel-
ing as solicitor most of the time.
Rev. H. A. Frantz will spend about
five days each week for the work.
B. F. Jamison is going out on full
time. Mr. I. D. Yoder, business man-
ager, will give about fifty per cent of
his time to the task.

A new financing method has been
adopted, known as the Stevens Com-
munity Plan of Fnancing. This plan
proposes to return to the donors or
their beneficiaries in a period of years
all of the money loaned to the insti-
tution. The board of trustees, with
this policy, has set its goal at $1,125,-
000.00.
